Wasuinaron, August 16, 1852,

GeNrLemey : 1 herewith enclose the transla-
tion of a letter from two of the Pueblo Indians of
New Mexico now in this cjty, on a visit to the
government. The letter was written by the In-
dinns themselves, the original being in the Span-
ish language,

_These Pueblos, as will be perceived, are suffi-
ciently intelligent not to have supposed that their
being stoned at the seat of government they were
invited to visit was attributable to snother cause
than * the bad munagement of some purents who
do not restrnin their children,” though doubtless
to other Indinns such a diserimination would not
Imra_ suggested itgelf,

His Honor the Mayor, Mr. Maury, has taken
the steps to bring the perpetrators of this wanton
act to justice. Though the corporate authorities
[ of this city are exerting themselves in this mat-
ter, they are really less interested in it than is
the general government,

This circumstance is & suggestive one. The
great amount of unfazed and untazable property
of the government here, some of which is inval-
uable—as the records, &c.—the obligation to pro-
tect foreign ministers, &e., should, it seems to
me, suggest that more liberal appropriations for
this District generally, and cularly for the
maintenance of a sufficient police, might be made
by Congress—not only without injustice to the
people of the United States, but consisteatly
with its duty to protect the people’s property and
to earry out national obligations.

The Republics of the South.

With all due respect to the opinions of maun-
kind in general, and of the English in particu-
lar, we cannot help thinking that it was fortu-
nate for the cause of republicanism that an at-
tempt was made to test it practically by the peo-
ple of these United States: for, even such as we
are, the feasibility of the system could not prob-
ably have been so well illustrated by any other
people of whom we have any knowledge. This
thought has been suggested to us hy our most re-
cent South American news, a few items of which
were received at New York yesterday, as follows :

Later advices from Equador give the details
of Flores's movements. On the morning of June
26, a squadron of seven vessels-of-war anchored
off Guayaquil, which was soon attacked by
the Equadorian steamer. A few shots were ex-
changed without damage, and the latter hauled
off. A sharp skirmish afterwards took place on
shore between a foraging party of thirty men,
chiefly Americans, under Major Bell and Captain
Owens, and a party of two hundred Equadorians
in ambush., The latter lost thirty men in killed,
and many were wounded. Ouly one American
was wounded,

A general attack from the Equadorians by land
and water was expected by Flores on the 8d of
July. Whilst awaiting the attack, the magazine
of the schooner Atinoctten, belonging to Flores's
squadron, blew up, killing 44 soldiers and sailors,
including 6 officers.

On the night of July 4, Guayaquil was attacked
and the batteries of San Carlos and Planchado
silenced, when the invading force fell back, and
nothing decisive took place. Another attack by
land and water wns planned for the nightof July
b, Florea leading the land forces in person; but it
was subsequently abandoned, on account of the
great strength of the enemy.

The last accounts say that Flores's troops had
all gone over to Urbina, and his vessels had also
been given up. Flores had gone to Tumbese.
Elizabaldi has been named ns President of Equa-
dor ; and, anhe is opposed to Urbina, a revolution
is expected.

GENERAL BUTLER AND GENERAL Seorr.—Gen-
eral William O. Butler, of Kentucky, at a recent
Democratic ratification meeting at Carrolton, in
that State, spoke as follows of General Scott :

“ General Scott is known to the nation and to
the world; and, as it is not my provioce to paint
Whig portraits, 1 would be content to examine
his position before the world without saying nny-
thing of him personally, but for the known posi-
tions we relatively ocoupied in the city of Mexi-
co, and for the purpose of saying publicly, that,
thronghout our whele intercourse, though deli-
cate sud embarrnsking, he acquitted himself in
such a manner as to win my esteem and admirn-
tion,”

He spoke at further length in the same strain.
