International Copyright Law.
A recent despatch from Washington to the New

York Times says:
"I learn from good authority that the British

Minister has proposed, under instructions from
his government, to negotiute an international
oopyrigbt similar to that receutly concluded be¬
tween England and France. lie desires to secure
for British authors the privilege of copyrighting
their books, and thus controlling their publication
and sale in the United States. President Fill¬
more has signified his willingness to enter upon
such a negotiation, and the subject is now under
consideration."
We have ever beheld with regret the reluctance

of the United States government to enter into an

equitable arrangement on this important sub¬
ject.important to the European author, and
doubly so to the American.

For many years our legislators have been impor¬
tuned in vain, by the authors of our country, to
enact such laws as would secure to foreign writers
the profits of their labors in the United States.
The idea had become prevalent that our country
would derive benefit from tbe brigund-like facility
¦he possessed of appropriating to her own use

the effusions of the European press; and the
gain being on our side, the morality of the ques¬
tion never appeared to present a restraining
motive.

That this course is as defective in policy as it
is unsound in morals may, we think, be easily
demonstrated.
Mr. Bluff and Mr. Snivel are clever writers.

Their books are universally read in England, and
produce a powerful influence among the people.
They also produce to these authors an adequate
recompense, being published in an accurate and
beautiful manner at two or three dollars a vol¬
ume. But as soon as they are published in Eng¬
land, American publishers catch them up, and
reproduce them here at twenty-five cents a vol¬
ume 1 This is cheap, and of course the advan¬
tage seems to be all ours. But is it so ? We
shall see.

An American writer, Mr. J. Fitrroy Simpkins,
has written an excellent book, full of sprightly
humor and genuine American sentiment. He
wishes to have it publishod, and calls on Mr.
Duodecimo, the publisher. That gentleman
thinks very well of the book.has no doubt of its
high merits and patriotic sentiments; but merit
and patriotism are not at a premium. He sells
Messrs. Bluff and Snivel's books at 26 cents per
volume, and Mr. Simpkins's will bring no more.

How then can he afford to pay Mr. Simpkins any
thing for his? He cannot His estimates are

neatly made, and do not take into tbe account

any compensation to the author. His readers do
not care enough for American books to pay extra
for them I For him to do so would not be a pay¬
ing business. He declines; and Mr. Simpkins
takes his manuscript home, or gives it to some

publisher of cheap literature, as the only means

by which he can get it before the public. He
writes for fame as well as for money; and hoping
to obtain the former, he thinks be but abatei
half bis price in giving his labor for the fam<
alone, howbeit he cannot live on fame.
The foreign and American author are both sac

rificed by this unscrupulous usage. But, som<
one will say, the American people are benefitted
in obtaining their books at the cost of ink and
paper, or but little more. We do not believe a
word of this, and think we can disprove the asser¬
tion.

In the first place, an indifferent book requires
as much tune for ita perusal as a good one. Were
authors and pubhshers protected in their just
rights, a discrimination would be exercised in the
presentation of works that would Have the reader
a vast amount of labor in perusing trifling or

pernicious books. The copyright of a good hook
would be cheaper at five or ten thousand dollars
than a frothy affair at ten dollars. Meritorious
authors, and books profitable to the reader, would
at onoe secure public favor, and the young and
ignorant would be protected from the necossity of
traversing hundreds of pages of miserable ver

biage to gather a few thoughts in compensation foi
their labors. In the wholesale, hurry-icurry
style of bringing before the American public re¬
prints of everything novel in the European book-
markets, religion, republicanism, and morals art

j daily most infamously scandalized to our faces.
The literature presented to us is not selected
with sufficient regard to the tastes and desires of
the American public. The religious books pre¬
sented hare been written to express the bias of
bigoted and intoleraut Europe ; the political sen¬
timents are, in general, either aristocratic or

Jacobin; and the moral lessons, set forth in
works of faucy and fiction, are eliminated from
experiences in cities in which soarce half the
births that occur are preceded by the marriage
of the parents.

In the second place, the tondency of the present
usage being to depress the authorship of our own
country, we not only do injustice to such of our

own citizens as desire to be authors, but we pre¬
vent the growth of a wholesome and consistent
National Litkhattiek. The field for active,
thrifty industry iB too wide in this country, and
accumulated fqrtuues too rare, to permit many of
our people to devote themselves to the profession
of authorship unrccompenscd; and to require
the peculiar excellence that will secure success

in the midst of the present competition, is un¬

reasonable and unjust. We have seen a few of
our authors (whose numbers can be countud on

one's fingers) deriving some profit from their
labors; and wo daily hear the wonderful fact re¬

lated in terms of triumph, though hundreds of
authors of by no means superior merits are in
England living in splendor and luxury upon the
products of their pens.

If we do not err, England has long since done
justice to her own authors and people, by extend¬
ing justice to American authors in this particu¬
lar. Interut now calls upon us to reciprocate
this policy.
We have said nothing of the principle of com¬

mon honesty involved in this subject: that has
long since been clearly understood.and laughed
at! N. P. Willis called bis excellent periodical
re-issue of stolen writings, "The Coksaix," be¬
cause, as he facetiously gave us to understand,
he could steal as good works from the English as

he could buy from American authors! The Har¬
pers (who prove an exception, by the way, and
publish the best periodical we ever looked into)
are doing the same thing now, but without even

an allusion to the source from whence their plun¬
der is obtained.

In the name of all that is wise, and prudent,
and just, let us reform this miserable condition of
things; and acknowledge that mind and morals
are not wholly despicable in the land!

Gen. Can on Annexation.
It appears by the reports that, in the course of

a speech made by Gen. Cass in the Senate, on

Monday, on the btfl appropriating money for a

canal around the fails of Sault Ste. Marie, ho said
he would havo no objection to the annexation of
Canada, nor to the acquisition of Cuba. He
would not go to war for that purpose, but should
a war take place, he would have no objection to
such consequences.

In anticipating the salutary oonsequcnces of a
war we are too apt to begin to desire the war:

and such desires are unwise and wicked.
In our opinion, the cheapest wars of conquest

arc conducted in the diplomatic council chamber.
The Canadians are at an inconvenient distance
from England, and Cuba is at an inconvenient
distance from Spain, and a little internal dissat¬
isfaction would add much to these inconveniences.
Now they are both quite convenient to us, and
our whole people would promptly unite in giving
them a cordial welcome at any moment. Our
mode of annexing them would be by simply
counting what it would cost to do so by a war,
and then guarantying the payment of that amount
by them for their freedom, with permission to join
our confederacy or remain independent, as it
may please them.

To either purchase or conquer a territoiy
while the words ure extant in our Declaration of
Independence, "Government* are inetituted among
men, deriving their just poweri from the content of
the governed," is one of the absurdities of the
Progressives to whioh we will never assent

A View of the Battle»rield.
How any American can stand a disinterested

spectator of a Presidential oontcst, is more than
we can understand. But to such a spectator, we
admit, the strife must appear at times very ridic¬
ulous.
