Bix: Your friends and fellow citizens of New
York have learnt with unfeigned gratification the
result.of your glorious efforts to avert, in & man-
ner equslly honorable to both parties, ocourrences
whioch menaced a collision that would have been
deprecated by the whole civilized world, between
two great nations connected by every tie that can
bind together kindred people.

What you have accomplished in the recent pa-

eification on our eastern frontier is, however, sir,

only what a knowledge of your previous career
could not have failed to induce us to anticipate.

As the hero of Chippewa, your name has been, for

more than a quarter of a century, familiar to the

whole American peaple, and is, in the minds of the
rising generation, associated with the most memorable
events of their country’s history; while in the vari-
ous contests which it has been your duty to carry
on against savage foes, we have ever found the
talent and energy to applaud, which were so con-
spicuous when employed against the veterans of

Europe.

But if a general, who wins laurels on the field
of battle, in the vindication of a nation's honor,
be entitled to our grateful recollestions, how
much more deserving of them must he be, by
whose prudence and wisdom the necessity of a re-
course to arms is averted? Without again
adverting to transactions now present to the
the minds of all, in you we recognise the republi-
can commander, who, though an ardent supporter of
the institutions of his own country—uwho, entrusted
with the neutrality of the Canadian frontier, not only
knew how to preserve and maintain the majesty of
qur own laws, but too well understood the duties
which one nation owes to another, to foment, for
the propagation of political principles, a civil war
among the subjecta of a neighboring and friendly
power.

_ As a testimony of our respect and esteem, and
with the view of exchanging congratulations on
the most important event, to which you have re-
cently so happily .contributed, we would invite
you to partake of a public dinner in this city on
such a day as it may comport with your conve-
nience to appoint.

Dear Bim: It is now two years since that, in-
spired by the meritorious services you had ren-
dered to our common country in Florida and Ala-
bama, and rejoicing in the then recent approba-
tion pronounced by the President of the United
States, upon the finding of a court martial of
inquiry, in which these services had been brought
into question. Your fellow citizens in New York
had the honor of inviting you to meet them at &
public dinner, and of receiving your acceptance
of the invitation.

Untoward circumstances now no longer exist-

ing, but which then weighed heavily upon this

community, induced you to ask an indefinite
postponement of the dinner, and influenced us,
as the organs of others, to acquiesce in that re-
quest. But now that the commercial difficulties,
then existing, have passed away, and that you
from that period to the present have been going
on from one civic triumph to another, when, in addy-
tion to the preservation of our neuiral obligations on
the Canada frontier, and the bloodless removal of
the Cherokees from their ancient homes, you
have, under circumstances of peculiar difficulty
and excitement, succeeded in preventing any vio-
lation of the peace of the country, and in pre-
serving the due subordination of the State to

Federal authority, in the territory in dispute be-

tween the United States and Great Britain, on

the frontiers of the Btate of Maine, we claim
the fulfilment of your pledge to meet your fellow-

In the Board of Alderman yesterday, Mr. Bay-
ly presented a petition in favor of remitting the
usual payment of fifty dollars imposed upon col-
ored persons coming into the District of Colum-
bis, in the case of the Rev. Jacob Trusty, of the
State of Delaware, a colored minister, who has
been selected as pastor of a colored Methodist
Episoopal Church of this city; which was read
and referred to an appropriate committee,

Abill, formerly reported, providing for a reor-
ganization of the city collector's department, and
for other purposes, was taken up. The section
providing for a tax-clerk and a book-keeper, in-
stead of first and second clerks in the Register
and Mayor’s offices, as at present, was adopted,
and the salary of the tax-clerk fixed at $1,400,
and that of the book-keeper at $1,200. The
salury of the Register was fixed at $1,600. A
section regulating the per centage of the City
Collector being under copsideration, three and
two cents were suggested; and, after debate
thereon, the section was stricken out, with the
understanding that the subject should hereafter
be presented in a different form. (The tax-clerk
is to be an auditor of the collector’'s accounts,
and required to report every six months to the
City Councils.) The bill was passed.

A bill from the other Board, defraying the gen-
eral expenses of the Corporation, was finally
passed.

In the Board of Common Council, the bill from
the other Board recognizing the Collector’s office,
was read and referred to committee,

A bill requiring non-resident hucksters to pro-
cure licenses, and all hucksters to sell by weights
or measures, was introduced and referred to com-
mittee,

Mr. Miller reported a bill providing for an as-
sistant female teacher in the Third District School,
which was passed.—Republic.
