Forgery at New Orleans.
Late and Important from Havana!
New Opreans, August 22.

A man representing himself to be Captain
McLean has Leen arrested endeavoring to pass a
forged draft for twenty-seven hundred dollars,
drawn by Corcoran & Riggs on Benoist & Co., St.
Louis.

Yesterday the Empire City arrived, with ad-
vices from Havana to the 18th. The excitement
relative to the publioation of revolutionary docu-
wents continued. Many more arrests had been
made by the government. It was repofted that
several supposed offenders Lad been shot, but the
rumor was not credited.

The New Orlesns Pioayune had scen private
letters from a highly creditable and responsible
source, which state that many of the Spuniards
themselves were engaged in the conspiracy, and
that further seizures of munitions of war, &c.,
had been made.

The “Gaceta de la Habana,” in a recent num-
ber, gave currency to an article of a very threat-
ening tone, in which it was asserted that the new
Governor-General was partially scquainted with
persons engaged in printing these revolutionary
documents, even from the appearance of the first
number, but that he waited for more certain ine
formation. i

The Governor had announced that all persons
convicted of the publications should be put to
death!

The yellow fever and cholera were still pre-
vailing, but not to so alarming an extent. The
city itself was quite healthy, Robberies, assas-
sinations, and murders, were of almost daily oc-
currence, ' the authors of which generally con-
trived to escape. The growing crops presented
a favorable appearance. Sugars were firm but
dull. The supply of coffee was limited, freight
dull, and vessels abundant.
