2. The Btate governmenta should be held se-
oure in their reserved rights, and the general gov-
ernment sustained in its constitutional powers,
and the Union should he revered and watched
over as “ the palladium of our liberties.”

8. That, while struggling freedom everywhere
enlists the warmest sympathy of the Whig party,
we gtill adhere to the dootrines of the Father of
his Country, us announced in his Farewell Ad-
drese, of keeping durselves free from all entan-
gling alliances with foreign countries, and of
never quitting our own to stand upon foreign
ground. That our mission a8 u republic is not to
propagate our opinions, or impose on other coun-
tries our form of government by artifice or force,
but to teach by example, and show, by our s
cess, moderation, and justice, the blessings
self-government and the advantages of free in-
stitutions,

4. That where the people make and control the
government, they should obey its constitution,
laws, and treaties, as they would retain their self-
respect and the respect which they claim and
will enforce from foreign powers.

6. The constitution vests in Congress the power
to open and repair harbors, and remeve ebstrue-
tions from navigable rivers; and it is expedient
that Congress should exercise that power, when-
ever such improvements are y for the
defence, or for the protection and facility of
commerce with foreign nations or among the
States ; such improvements being, in every in-
stance, national and general in their character.

7. The federal and State governments are parts
of one system, alike necessary for the common
prosperity, peace, and security, and ought to be
regarded alike with a cordial, habitual, and
immovable attachment. Respect for the author-
ity of each, and scquiescence in the constitu-
tional measures of each, are duties required by

What has He lu:o‘::'-nu_ Grati-
These questions have been thus answered :

At the age of twenty-one, and in the summer
of 1807, he volunteered into a troop of Virginis

In 1812 he fought the battle of Queenstown
Heights. 7

In 1818 he was the instrument of saving our

In the same year, by megotiation, and not by
force of arms, he brought the Black Hawk war
to o just and favorable issue.

In the same yenr he soothed the spirit of South-
ern Nullification, and saved our country from
civil discord. i

In 1886 he served against the Seminole Indians
in Florida.

In 1837, with admirable energy and tact, and
without troops, he calmed the patriot disturbances
upon our extended Northern frontier.

In the same year he effected the removal of the
Cherokees, in & manner that won the gratitude of
the noble tribe and the admiration of his whole
country. 3

In 1889 he earned the distinguished title of
«The Pacificator of the Northeastern Boundary,”
and sayed his country from a bloody and waste-
ful war with Great Britain, .

In 1847 he opened the splendid military drama
of the second conquest of Mexico, by reduacing the
city of Vera Cruz and the impregnable Castle
of San Juan d'Ulloa after an active siege of but
four days.

April the 8th, he fought and won the admirable
battle of Cerro Gordo, and opened to the Ameri-
cnns the path to the dominion of the entire West-
ern Continent. :

On the 10th of April he entered the city of
Jalapa.

On the 22d of April, he ocoupied Perote.

On the 15th of May, he took Puebla. :

On the 20th of August, he won the three great
viotories of Contreras, San Antonio, and Churu-
busco.

On the 8th of September, he fought and won:
the brilliant battle of Molino del Rey.

On the 18th of September, he carried by storm
the terrible Heights and Fortress of Chepultepec
—ascattered the Mexican army from the gates of
Belen and Sar Cosume, and made a lodgment
in the capital of Mexico.

On the 14th of Beptember, he marched his ar-
my of heroes, scarce six thousand men, into the
halls of the/ Montezumas, and broke the Spanish
dominion in America.

Franklin Pierce was born in 1804, at Hillsbor-
ough, N. H., and graduated at Bowdoin College,
Maine—studied Inw, and commenced practice in
Hillsborough county. He was elected to the
legislature of his State, and shortly after chosen
speaker of the House.

In 1884 he was elected to the lower House of
Congress, in which body he served until 1838, at
which period he became a Senator of the United
States, and served till 1842-3. He resigned his
seat in the Senate and returned to the practice
of law in 1848,

In 1845 he was nominated for governor of the
State, but declined. President Polk offored him
the Attorney Generalship, which Le also declined.

In 1848 he was appointed a Colonel in the ten
regiments raised for the service of the United
States in Mexico. Subsequently, he was made
Brigadier General. He performed no achieve-
ment of note during the war, nor has he ever
done so in any position, civil or military.

copied. Our correspondent is of opinion that
General Beott's views on the delicate question of
sluvery have been misrepresented, and therefore
desires to see this letter, in which they are fully
Eml authentioally set forth, inserted in the Intel-

genoer.

The views expressed by the General appear to
us to evince a wise and comprehensive statesman-
ship, s well as a charaoteristic philanthropy,
and we therefore, with pleasure, give the lettera
place in our columns :

Wasamaron, February 8, 1843,

My Dear Bir: I have been waiting for an
evening's leisure to answer your letter before me,
and, after an. unreasonable delay, am at last
obliged to reply in the midst of official occupations.

That I ever have been named in connexion
with the Presidency of the United Btates has not,
I can assure you, the son of an ancient neighbor
and friend, been by contrivance or desire
of mine ; and oemlnl;nf shall nevér be in the
field for that high office unless placed there by a
regular nomination. Not, then, being a candi-
date, and seeing no nenr prospect of being made
one, I ought, ¥lerh.|.pu, to decline troubling you
or others with my humble opinions on great
principles of State rights and federal adminis-
tration ; but as I cannot plead ignorance of the
partiality of a few friends, in several parts of
the Union, who may by possibility, in‘a certain
event, succeed in brlugh:E me within the field
from which a Whig candidate is to be selected,
I prefer to err on the gide of frankness and can-
dor, rather than, by silence, to allow any stran-
ger unwittingly to commit himself to my support.

Your inquiries open the whole question of do-
mestic slavery, which has in different forms, for
o number of years, agitated Congress and the
country, .

Pmn.iaing that you are the first person who has
interrogated me on the subject, I give you the
basis of what weuld be my reply in greater de-
tail, if time allowed and the contingency alluded
to above were less remote.

In boyhood, at William and Mary College, and
in common with most, if not all, of my compan-
ions, I became deeply impressed with the views
given by Mr. Jefferson, in his * Notes on Virgin-
ia,” and by Judge Tucker, in the Appendix to
his edition of Blackstone’s Commentaries, in fa-
vor of a gradual emancipation of slaves. That
Ap‘rendix I have not seen in thirty-odd years,
and, in the same od, have read scarcely any-
‘“"F, on the subject; but my early impressions
are fresh and unchanged. Henece, it I had had
the honor of a seat in the Virginia legislature in
the winter of 1831-'32, when & bill was brought
forward to carry out those views, I should cer-
tainly have given it my hearty support.

1 suppose I scarcely need say that, in my
opinion, Congress has no color of authority under
the constitution for teuching the relation of mas-
ter and slave in a Btate. k

I hold the opposite opinion in relation to the
Distriot of Columbian. Here, with the consent of
the owners, or on the payment of * just compen-
sation,” Congress may legislate at its discretion.
But my conviction is equally strong that, unless
it be step by step with the legislatures of Virginia
and Maryland, it would be dangerous to both
races in those States to touch the relation be-
tween master and slave in this District.

I have from the first been of opinion that Con-
gress was bound by the constitution to receive,
to refer, and to report upon petitions relating to
domestic slavery, as in the case of all petitions;
but I have not failed to see and to regret the un-
avoidable irritation which the former have pro-
duced in the Southern States, with the conse-
quent peril to the two colors, whereby the adop-
tion of any plan of emancipation has everywhere
among us been greatly retarded.

I own, myself, no slave; but never have at-
tached blame to masters for not liberating their
slaves, well knowing that liberation, without the
means of sending them in comfort to some posi-
tion favorable to *‘the pursuit of happiness,”
would in most cases be highly injurious to all
nround, as well as to the manumitted families
themselves, unless the operation were general,
and under the auspices of prudent legislation.
But I am persuaded that it is n high moral obli-
gation of masters and slaveholding States to
employ all means, not incompatible with the
safety of both colors, to meliorate slavery to exter-
mination.

It is gratifying to know that general meliora-
tion has been great, and is still progressing, not-
withstanding the disturbing causes alluded to
above. The more direct process of emancipation

200 | may, no doubt, be earlier commenced and quick-
ened in some communities than in others. Each,

I do not question, has the right to judge for
itself, both as to time and means; and 1 consider
interference or aid from without, except on in-
vitation from authority within, to be as hurtful
to the sure progress of melioration as it may be
fatal to the lives of vast multitudes of all ages,
sexes, and colors. The work of liberation eannot
be forced without such horrid results. Christian
philanthropy is ever mild and considerate. Hence
all violence ought to be deprecated by the friends
of religion and humanity, Their persuasions
cannot fail at the right time to free the master
from the slave, and the slave from the master;
perhaps before the latter shall have found out
and acknowledged that the relation between the
partiee had long been mutually prejudicial to
their worldly interesta.

There is, tn the order of Providence, no evil with-
out some compensating benefit. The bleeding Afri-
can was torn from his savage home by his ferocious
neighbors, sold in slavery, and cast upon this conti-
nent. Here in the mild South, the race has wonder-
Sully multiplied, ed with anything ever known
in  barbarous life. The descendants of n few
thousands have become many millions ; and all,
from the first, made acqoninted with the arts of
civilization, and, above all, brought under the
light of the Gospel. "

From the promise made to ham, some two
thousand years elapsed before the advent of our
Baviour; and the Isrnelites, the chosen people of
God, were for wise purposes suffered to remain
in bondage longer than Africans have been on
our shores. This race has already experienced
the resulting compensation alluded to; and as
the white missionary has never been able to pen-
etrate the dark regions of Afriea, or to establish
himself in ils interior, it may be within the
scheme of Providence that the great work of
spreading the Gospel over that vast continent,
with all the arts aud comforta of civilization, is to
be finally accomplished by the black man, restored
from American bondage. A foothold there has
already been gained for him, and in such a scheme
centuries are but as seconds to Him who moves
warlds as man moves a finger.

I do but suggest the remedies and consolations
of slavery, to inspire rntime. hope, and charity,
on all sides. The mighty subject calls for the
exercise of all man's wisdom and virtue, and
these may not suffice witheut aid from a higher
source.

It is in the foregoing manner, my dear sir,
that I have long been in the habit, in cotversa-
tion, of upmugng myself, all over our commoh
country, on the question of negro slavery; and I
must say that I bave found but few persons
to differ with me, however opposite their geo-
graphical positions.

uch are the views or opinions whish you seek.
I ecannot suppress or mutllate them, although

now liable to be more known. Do
with them what you please. I neither court nor
shun publicity. I remain very truly yours,

TAXES TO SUPPORT THE GOVERNMENT.

The Whig party are in favor of an economical
administration of the general government, aud of
raising & revenue to support it mainly from du-
ties on imports. See resolution of W
tion, as follows :

« 5. Government should be cenducted upon
principles of the strictest economy, and revenue
sufficient for the expenses thereof, in time of
peace, ought to be mainly derived from a dut
on imports, and not from direct taxes; snd, in
levying such duties, sound policy requires a just
diserimination and protection ‘from fraud by
specific duties, when practicable, whereby. suita-
ble encouragement may be assured to American
industry, equally to all classes and to all por-
tions of the country.”

The Demoeratio party refused to proclaim their
opinions on this subject at their Convention. But
it is well understood that many of that party
favor direct taxation.

RELIGIOUS TOLERATION.

General Soeott is known to be an American at
heart and practice on the subjett of religious
freedom. He is for equal privileges to all, The
Democratic party of New Hampshire, who first
nominated General Pierce for President, exclude
Catholies from office, and require a man to held
o certain amount of property to qualify him for
office. BSuch is the constitution of that State;
and that party, who had the power, voted against
amending it.

PROTECTION TO AMERICAN INDUSTRY.

The Whig party and ae;nern.l Beott are in favor
of affording protection o American agriculture,
manufactures, commerce, and all branches of in-
dustry, by o discriminating tariff of duties, &o.
General Pierce and his party are opposed to it.
DISTRIBUTION OF THE FROCEEDS OF THE PUBLIC

LANDS.

The Whig party are in favor ef dividing the
money arising from the sale of our national do-
main among all the States in an equitable pro-
portion: The Democratic party oppose it.

THE RIGHT OF PETITION.

Gen. Scott never denied the right of an Ameri-
can citizen, under the constitution, to petition for
the redress of grievances.

Mr. Pierce voted against it in' Congress. 1
refer to the journals.

ACTUAL SETTLERS UPON PUBLIC LANDS.

Gen. Scott, in hie letter of acceptance of the
nomination, uses the following language:

] therefore harely suggest, in this place, that
should I, by the partiality of my countrymen, be
elevated to the Chief Magistracy of the Union, 1
shall be ready, in my connexion with Congress,
to recommend or to approve of measures in regard
to the management of the public domain, so as
to secure an early settlement of the same favor-
able to actual settlers, but consistent neverthe-
less with a due regard to the equal rights of the
whole American people in that vast nationul in-
heritance."”

By reference to the Senate Journal of Janu-
ary 14, 1839, you will find the following propo-
sition pending in that body :

 And be it further enacted, That when any of
the public lands of the United States have re-
..anined unsold for the space of fifteen years after
the termination of the public sales, the same may
be entered and purchased by getual settlers on the
following terms, to wit: If a settler is desirous
to purchase a residence of eighty, or less than
eighty acres, ie may enter and purchase the same
at fifty cents per acre.”

Upon this proposition the vote stood—ayes 21,
noes 28. Among the noes were Franklin Pierce
and William R. King, The votes of the Senators
from Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, Kentucky, Louisiana,
Arkansas, Miesissippi, Michigan, and Tennessee,
without regard to party, were given for this pro-
vision, which was defeated by the votes of Pierce
and King; and yet the poor man of the West is
asked to vote for these men.

VETO POWER.

Genernl Scott disclnims the exercise of the one-
man poyer to thwart the legislation of the peo-
ple’s representatives.

General Pierce, when interrogated upon that
question, either refuses to answer or keeps his
answer pocketed, but permits his friends in one
part of the country to say he is in favor of, and
in apother part against, the exercise of such mo-
narchical power.

QUALITIES OF THE HEART.

General Scott's whole life bas heen spent in
that kind of service that has made him familiar
with the sufferings of all classes in all conditions
of life, of which he has been among the suffer-
ers. Dut, sir, the wounded, sick, or hungry sol-
dier, the afflicted and disconsolate widow, the
victim of the cholera, the captured prisoner, or
the wayfaring man in distress, nlways found a
sympathetic friend in Winfield Scott. No man
was ever turned awny from his door or his tent,
in distress, without relief.

As to General Pierce, I will not say that he
does not possess these qualities in o high degree,
for I have no personal acquaintance with him ;
but if he does, he has at least on one oconsion
had a bad way of showing it. Mr. Clifirman,
after the death of General Harrison, when his
widow was mourning the loss of her late bosom
companion and earthly protector; when she was
poor, and her husband had spent all his menns
in moving to your capital,—there was a bill
brought forwu!f in Congress to allow the widow
Harrison one fall year's salary for her deceased
husband. Manklin Pierce not only voted against
this bill, but used his influence to prevent its
passage. DBut, thanks to the benevolence of the
members of that Congress, there were few that
thought as Mr. Pierce did. The bill passed, and
the lonely widow's heart was cheered with some
relief.

CIVIL QUALITICATIONS.

Gen. Seott is far superior to Mr, Pierce in this
regpect; yet the Democratic party—no, sir, 1
wllruy the locafoco lenders of that party—are
trying to depreciate the merits of the old patriot
for civil qualifications, and trumpet forth Frank.
lin Pierce ns the greatest civilian of the age. But
they tell us of nothing that Mr. Pierce has ever
done in or out of the legislature or Congress to
warrant such an assumption or claim, They
have politic reasons for such a course. They
know he pever did a single act in his life to merit
the confidence of the people in him as n states-
man. 1 challenge n successful contradiction of
this statoment. He was educated a lawyer, and
that has been his practice except when in the
legislature or Congress; and in the latter capa-
city all his influence and votes were onst in op-
position to mensures caloulated to advance the
prosperity of the country, ds I have before proved.
