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TUB WIDOW AND IIKK SON
Among tbe many widowed pensioners upon tlie

bounties of the parish, was a womiiu of the name
of Floyd. The room in which she lived was one
oi the most comfortless and desolate of those al¬
lotted to the paupers. The furniture consisted
ot a broken-backed chair, a stool, a rickety table
a sort of wooden cot, upon which was a bed, if a
lew bundles of straw nre deserving the nanio. In
this miserable apartment, without companion¬
ship, and without employment, did this poor
creature eke out her miserable existence. She
was almost a constant applicant for medical aid,
although she labored under no positive disease
but she felt the need of something to sustain her
tailing powers of life, and for the want of rood
nourishing food, strengthening and restorative
medicine seemed to offer the only relief within
her reach. The parish supplied the paupers
bountifully withincdieine, for it was much cheap¬
er than meat, potatoes, and bread. In paving a

physician to attend the poor, the officers of the
parish seemed to think that they had done all
that humanity required, or justice demanded
Ihe church wardeus annually partook of a splen
did dinner at the parish's expense. The various
officers read the.,- reports on these occasions, and,
notwithstanding disease, famine, and death blot¬
ted statements with most sad and heartrending
details these bloated wretches would gormaudize
as ireely, and talk of the glory of E^glan^S
all S/£TI ff" blessings enjoyed alike by
all British subjects, as boastiugly as though their
own reports had not given the fie to their beef¬
ed patriotism. These annual feastings were
held under the pretence of meeting to adopt mea¬
sures for the benefit and relief of paupers,^but,
with poor /ekiel Homespun, in the plav " I
never could understand how stuffing a church

poor*'* * St°mfU;h C(iJlld be the good of the

But however, nothing is done in England, of
a public nature, without a dinner. Beef and
philanthropy, religion and pudding, turtle soup
ami political economy go hand in hand. CImrity
they say, begins at home, and I suppose this is
the reason why the public men of England, in
matters of philanthropy, commence by supplying-
themselves with beef before they begin to think
.of offering a slice to tbeir neighbor; for this is
the only sense in which the mighty charity of
England has to do^with home. Thousands upon
thousands of pounds arc freely given by British
philanthropy to clothe the naked savage, and to
convert the heathen, whilst their own flesh and
blood are left to penury aud want.

Tracts and moral essays are distributed through
the laud with a bountiful hand; but of what va¬

lue are they to the starving laborer? What coin-
tort can they carry to tlie fireside (heaven save
the mark!) of the pauper widow.' Christian
faith can, and does bear one "stilly up" amidst
the ills and misfortunes of life; but it cannot
stop the gnawing hunger of the starving peasant,
clothe his children, or light his own cold, dismal
fireside with a ray of cheerfulness. Christinnity,
like love, wants something besides the ideal to
maintain its integrity uninipcached. Those men
are likely to be the best Christians who are most
free from the temptations of poverty. Look at
the agricultural lab^*r of England," with a wile
and seven or eight children to muintaiu on a pit¬
tance of as many shillings a week, and see him
do this without encroaching upon the rights of
others, and then talk of the heroism of the battle
field. J he hitter absolutely amounts to nothing,
compared to the resisting honesty which keeps
the hands of a man so tempted free from the stain
of theft. If such a man were to rob his richer
neighbor of the means of giving the wife of his
bosoin aud the children of his loins a substantial
meal one day out of seven, how the well-fed vir¬
tue of England would be horrified; how the ma¬

jesty of the British government would frown upon
a deed born of its guilty extravagance.

There is a great deal of heroism among the
poor people of England, but it may bo tempted
too far, and, if I mistake not, the time is not far
distant, when the poor but honest English peas¬
ant will demand, in a voice which will make itself
heard through every room in the palace, his
share in the bounties of the land. I am not one
oi those who would advocate a snivelling econo¬

my in rewarding the services of eminent and
distinguished men, but lmtious, like individuals,
should be just before they are generous. 'J'ho
English government, at the same time that she
is crowding bounty upOu liounty on her succes*-
ful warriors, and voting pensions to the widow of
this distinguished man and to the family of the
other, should not forget the condition Jf those
whose toil-worn sinews made the means by which
such munificence was obtained.
No government, however wisely or humanely

administered, can prevent in individual cases of
distinction and want; but when we see, in aland
boastiug of the wisdom of the legislation, the
largeness of its philanthropy, the Tastness of its
possessions, the immensity of it* resources, and
the splendor of its private domain#, every village
and town teeming with hundreds and thousands
of its industrial classes, with scarce a rag to cover
their nakedness, or a crust of bread to appease
their craving hunger, it is obvious there must be
something rotten somewhere. Such startling in¬
equality cannot exist iu a healthy system of gov¬
ernment or in a sound social existence. But to
return to the widow.

There were many, very many widows iu the
parish of T , as destitute and wretchedly sit¬
uated as Mrs. Floyd, and I only single out her
case because of the incident connected with her
history.
She had but one child, a son, when her hus¬

band died, ami left her to the can- of the over¬

seer. The child grew up somehow, but in what
way, or by what strange mystery he managed
to survive the hardships of his childhood, I cau-

not pretend to say. Suffice it that when I went
toT , he was in his fifteenth year, tall of
his-age, good-looking, but of a feeble and deli¬
cate conformation. I never saw him smile. His
enrliest associations had been those of poverty
and distress, and his boyhood bore the stamp of
his condition, lie used to run of errands occa¬

sionally for the radical draper, to whom f have
alluded in a previous sketch, who used to re

ward him now and then with it few pennies for
his labor. These he invariably gave to his moth
er, whom it supplied with snuff, the only luxury
"he had known for years.

Whilst doing one of these errands, earning a

mall parcel of dry goods to a customer of the

Iraper. who lived on the outskirts of the town
he was set upon by a parcel of rude fellows,
who not only beat the poor fellow, but robbed
him of the parcel with which he had been en-

runted. This was to him the severest blow he
lad received ; for, be it known to the turtle-
nrpired virtuous who cannot separate poverty

[ from vice, the lad was scrupulously honest.
Conscious of his own rectitude, he went straight
to his employer and told the truthful story of his
misfortune.

He was disbelieved; for the radical, with all
his pretended love for his fellow-men, despite
the democracy of his sentiments, had a most
aristocratic attempt for the claims of his fellow
men to respect and consideration, when they as

sorted with the ragged and indigent. He wa?

threatened with ft judicial examination, to avoid

which impending disgrace he left the town, and
returned but ouce more. Ite tied to W a
large city about thirty miles away. I was suf¬
ficiently in the widow's confidence to know the
whereabouts of her son, und was pleased to hear
occasionally that he was in employment. Occa¬
sionally he would send his mother money, no
great amount, to be sure, but it came from him,
and the widowed mother's heart was glad. He
obtained the situatiou of errand-boy in a drug
store in W , and by constant application to
his pursuits, and an aptness iu acquiring the
details of business, in the course of a few yearslie became an assistant iu the shop. The salarygiven to a young man in this situation barelyenables liiiu to meet his necessary expenses. Ifo
must always appear clean aud respectable, and
to do this takes nearly the whole of his income.

But, nevertheless, William Floyd so managedthat he was able now ami then to vender his mo¬
ther essential service. It happened that William
became acquainted with a modest and beautiful
girl, whom he met at a friend's house, ou one of
his Sunday evenings but, to whom he became ar¬
dently attached. His affection was returned with
equal sincerity. "Inexcusable folly!" cry the
prudent, " for a young mail so circumstauced to
be guilty of the folly of falling in love." "Quite
natural," replies the feeling heart; and he stands
acquitted.

Twelve months.and happy months they were
to the lovers.had passed after their first ac¬
quaintance, and William was taken sick. His
employer had no room to accommodate a disabled
servant, and the affection of bis affianced bride
would not permit him to enter a hospital. She
advised him to go to his home. " He would be
more comfortable there; his mother's attention
would soon restore him." His home!.poor fel¬
low, what home had he? He felt compelled to
follow the suggestion of his love; for what ob¬
jection could he oppose to it? And he had not
the courage to tell her of the only home he had.
He bade her farewell, fondly hoping he should
soon return to her well, and that the secret of
the wretched poverty of his home and mother
would remain safe from her, to whom he would
not have had it revealed for the world.

I saw him on the day of bis return. He had
grown to be a tall, genteel looking fellow, but itdid not require more than a single glance to sat¬
isfy me that his days were numbered. He was
in a rapid decline. His appearance, so far as
his dress was concerned, was so far above the
condition of his home that the contrast was ab¬
solutely painful to me; and if it had not been
tor the love ami tenderness which lit up the wan
face of the mother, as she sat lookiug upon the
being before her, 1 could not have realized the
true relation w hich he bore to her anil all around
him.
When the young man's case became known in

the town, the philanthropy of the place was soon
alive with active preparations for his comfort.
The two old maids were never more busy in their
lives, for I saw them myself, going to and fro
from their own house to that of the invalid sev¬
eral times iu one day, and always with a largebundle of something or other in their hands.
God bless their memories!
When I called again, much had been done to

render the situation of the invalid comfortable,
lie was supplied with a cot and a good bed, and
the heaps of blankets which the old maids
brought would have smothered him if half had
been thrown over him. Dr. 1). took a good deal
of interest in the sick man, ami 1 believe did all
that medical aid could do to relieve the sufferer.
But all was of uo avail. The fiat was issued,
and he must die. He had not been long home
before he felt convinced that the world was last
lading from his enjoyment, aud his thoughts,
when not buried iu matters of future moment,
dwelt upon her to whom, besides his mother, his
earthly affections only clung. Sickness, that
sure leveller of the haughty spirit, made him
now as anxious to reveal the secret of his state
to her. as he had been uuxious to conceal it. He
wished her to be informed by letter of nil that
concerned him, so that if she chose to fiy to his
couch, she might not be startled by the humble¬
ness of his surroundings, or decoyed into betray¬
ing affections lor oue so low in the worldly scale
of excellence.

1 could not but admire the integrity of his
feelings, while I regretted the poor estimation he
put upon a true woman's deep, devoted, un¬

changing love. Scarcely had the time elapsed
when a reply to the letter sent could be expect¬
ed, when Alary K. appeared in person. I was
not present at the meeting, but 1 was told by
one who was, that it was a most affecting scene,
She kindly reproached him for not sending to
her sooner, and for entertaining the thought for
a moment that his poverty would have been a

feather's weight in the balance of her love.
The struggle for life was fast drawing to a

close: each day rendered the poor, jaded com¬

batant less and less able to battle with death,
and in three days after the arrival of Mary at
the house of her lover, the fight was ended, and
death claimed its victim.

The mother and daughter wept together, and
could not be comforted. For years after, the
sweet spring (lowers which bloomed upon the
grave of William Floyd showed that his memory
was still dear to one, who never forgot her first
and only love.
