S. D. Crane, bearer of despatches to Washington.
Gen. i'lores had left Payton with the remnant of
his forces, but was not discouraged, aud had
gone to \ alparaiso. The Lima transported 500
Peruvian troops from Callao to Puyta. The Pu-
ruvian government had authorized a levy of ten
thousand men, and the equipment of six war
steamers for tho protection of the Peruvian flag.
