May, 1851, that the amount redeemed of the six
per cent, funded debt up to that time was $43,560,
at a cost of $43,475 20, exclusive of $08 43 paid
for interest, which, added to the amount redeem¬
ed as above, makes the total amount redeemed
up to this time $53,470, at a cost of $53,385 20,
exclusive of $111 53 paid for interest; while the
amount applicable under the sinking fund act to
that purpose was $56,893 96, leaving still the
sum of $3,397 23 applicable to the redemption
of principal for the quarter ending 31st of March,
1852, the means of tho Corporation at that time
not then justifying the application.

obstructions from the channel of the river: and
it was then read the third time and adopted.
Mr. Bayly presented a communication from

W B. Randolph, one of the Trustees of the Pub¬
lic Schools, rejecting the condition of the Pri¬
mary School in the Fourth District, which was
read, and referred to the Committee on Schools.

Mr. Bayly, on leave, introduced a bill entitled
" An act making an appropriation to pay a bal¬
ance due Maurice Hnloran for work done in the
Second Ward which was read three times, and
passed.
The amendment of the Board ofCommon Coun¬

cil to the hill for the improvement of north B
street, from Delaware avenue to First street east,
was taken into consideration and concurred in.

Mr. Gordom presented petitions from John
Dennis and W. A. Hughes for the remission of
fines: which were referred to the Committee of
Qlaims.

Mr. Gordon, on motion, was excused from
serving on the committee to which was referred
the nomination of Wm. A. Mulloy, and the Chair
appointed Mr. Thornlby in his plaoe.
The resolution from the Board of Common

Council, suspending the execution of a certain act
for the improvement of New York avenue; and
the bills from the same Board entitle'! .' An act

making an appropriation to pay the Register,
Tax-Clerk, anil Book-keeper:" and " An act au¬

thorizing the curbstones to bo set and the foot¬
way paYed on the north fronts of squares Nos.
255 and 227," were, severally taken up, read
three times, and passed.
And then the Board adjourned.
