York, February 25, 1860, to consult upon mew-
sures for the preservation of the Union, the sub-

Resolved, That the people of New York, with-
out distinetion of sect or party, are ardently de-
voted to the union of these States, us, next to our
liberties, the most precious of their political in-
stitutions; and, having never yet begun to cul-
culate the value of this Union, can contemplute
no contingency in which its dissolution would be
otherwise thau a gigantie crime against the peace,
prospgrflty, and freedom of our country and of
ind.

Resolved, That in the resolutions lately sub-
witted to thé Senate of the United Btates by Mr.
Clay, looking to a complete and final settlement
of sll questions reluting to slavery, on which the
feelings of the northern and southern seetions of
our country have been excited ngainst each other,
we joylully recognise the basis of a harinonious
and brotherly adjustment of a most distracting
and perilous controversy ; and entreat our fellow

T came here this evening
not expecting to do more than to take my stand
in & corner of the room, for the purpose of listen-
ing to the proceedings of this very interesting and

indebted to the kinduess of a friend, who dis-
covered me below, for huving to appear in suchn
conspicuous manner before you, Little did I ex-
pect being ealled upon to address this great and
glorious meeting, which is worthy of the Empire
City, worthy of the Empire State, and worthy of
the Union which you come here to eupport.

1see before me theintelligence,
the wealth, the patriotism of this great city,
voluntarily coming here for the purpose of sup-
porting that Union.

T do not
call myself a citizen of’ the East, or of the North,
or of the West, or of the South, 1 have served
that Union for nearly forty-twq yenrs, and 1 feel
that I amu citizen of every part and pareel of
this glorious constellation of Stutes.

| supported by General Scott; and his admirable
speech was made on this interesting oceasion,
which favors the Compromise as strongly as any-
thing we have scen from General Pierce. These
resolutions and this speech stamp with falsehood
the assertion that he never came out in favor of
the Compromise until after he was nominated
For the purpose of sustaining our assertion, we
will quote the measures submitted hy Mr. Clay.

In the United States Scnate, on the 3d day of
January, 1850, *Mr. Mason (of Virginia) gave
notice of his intention to ask leave to introduce
a bill to provide for the more effectunl execution
of the third clause of the second section of the
fourth article of the Coustitution of the United
States. Mr. Mason said % * # that its ohject
was to provide additional accommodation to the
owners of slaves in securing them, upon their
capture in other States. It was a hill reported at
the last (30th) Congress by the Commttes on the Ju
diciary, and he desired to introduce it for the
purpose of again referring it to that committee."”
(8ee Congressionnl Globe, lst session, 81at Con
gress, page 90.)  On the dh of January, 1860, Mr.
Mason did introduce that bill, which was read
twice and referred to the Committee on the Jua-

diciary. (Congressional Globe, Ist session, 31st
Congress, page 103.)  On the 224 day of Jaui-
ary, 1850, Mr. Mason said that, the bill having
been veported, and having been made the order
of the day for the morrow, he should, when the
bill was taken up, offer two amendments.  These
were with reference to the penalty of ohetructing,
the law, and the non-admissibility of the fugi-
tive's testimony.

The same bill was before the Senate from and
after the 4th of January, 18O0-—urt one month
end twenty-one days before the Castle Garden
meeting- Iunlil its passage in an amended form
Wo are thus particular in mentioning the exact
time for the benefit of our adversaries.
