out." Thus said Rouoiliac. But the extrication
requires a wonderful nicety of conception and
execution. There are few who can do it, and
they are poorly recompensed for their study and
toll in this unideal republic. Acres are too

cheap; commerce is too tempting; and political
distinction, like the gilt-edged clouds upon an

autumn evening, too seeming near to man's ex¬

tended grasp- Few essay the task of discover¬
ing the beautif ul figure in the marble; fewer
succeed ; and none receive their merited reward.
We have just returned from the studio of Mr.

William H. Philip. Philip is a New Yorker,
who, at the early age of sixteen, tired with au

ardent love for the beautiful in art, repaired to

Italy, and there devoted many years to the study
of the art of sculpture. The products of hiB ap¬
plication in Italy have found places in private col¬
lections iu Now York : for Philip is poor, and
though Americans have but tew dollars to devote
to the purchase of works of art, yet, at such
prices as they can pay, Philip has been constrain¬
ed to part with the resemblances or idealities he
has eliminated from the substance of the marble!

But his studio is unknown, and we suppose vye
must tell, even to the intelligent people of tliisine-
tropolis, where it can be found. It is a little
framed house, so near to the northern gate of
the Capitol that billy Bowlegs could stand with¬
in that gate and send an arrow iuto the air that
would fall upon its roof. We have followed the
footsteps ol' Mr. Philip te this grotesque little
studio, and there looked upon his works in the
various stages of their progress. The model bust
of Mr. Fillmore, in plaistcr, is at once a striking
portraiture and'a most admirable specimen of the
graceful handiwork of the artist. We have seen

no other resemblance of the intelligent, dignified,
and benignant features of our respected Presi¬
dent, so true to the original, and yet so pleasing
in its every outline and expression. Perhaps
equal in art, and even more striking in their se¬

vere and rude characteristics, are given the al¬
most breathing forms of Black Hawk and young
Ke-o-kuck, who have lately been sojourning in
this city. They are, however, in a less advanced
stage of execution ; nor. indeed, will any of them
be prepared for exhibition before the latter part
of November, when they may be seca in the Na¬
tional Library.

Alone and uncheered by the presence of en¬

couraging friends, Mr. Philip industriously pur¬
sues his silent way, his profession appearing to be
his only idol. " Iu the commercial cities," he
quaintly remarks, " men of wealth are all men of
occupation, and I have come here in the hope
that occasionally some one of both taste and
wealth ma)* occasionally find leisure to pause and
look upon the works of an aspiring artist!" Yet
he may be mistaken. There are but few among
us who can appreciate the ingenious extrication
of forms of grace and beauty from the unshapeil
marble, and far fewer possessing the wealth and
liberality to compensate the artist for his years of
study and of toil. He may be one of the chosen
few to redeem us from the disgrace of being
wholly destitute of an appreciation of the beaitf i-
ful in art, and yet may afford in his own instance
a proof of our universal disregard of the progress
of the fine arts in our country. We grieve over

this neglect ; j et as we know that it argues the
diffusion of wealth among the masses, rather than
the absolute want of taste and appreciation among
our countrymen, perhaps we should not grieve for
it, but rather submit with cheerfulness to the
disadvantages of a condition of society that de-1
prives us only of the elegancies and luxuries of
the world, and secures to each a complement of
all that is necessary for our subsistence and the
promotion of onr happiness.

The Philadelphia Evening Bulletin, a neutral

paper, but generally against us, lias the follow¬
ing:

Tlu Emoluments of General Scott.
The resolution of Mr. Meriwether, of Ken¬

tucky, culling for the amounts of pay received by
Generals Pieroe and Scott, gave rise to an inter¬
esting debate in the Senate, the Baltimore Patriot
remarks, and Senator Butler, of South Carolina,
spoke in the following terms :

" I, sir, deeply regret that this resolution is
introduced. I say ho not as a partisan, for 1
stand in a pesition of comparative indifference,
as a Democrat, to the presidential contest, but
am opposed to the election of General Scott; yet
I think that General Scott might well reply, when
called upon to answer for the public money he
has received, and which has been appropriated
from the Treasury for his services, as Scipio did
when called upon for an audit of his account:
. This, if not the day, is the month in which I won
the battle of Zama.'
"The poverty of the gallant hero and illustri¬

ous general would of itself be a vindication against
any culpable imputation upon him ; and it will
be found that he has rather spent money than
saved it for himself."

Senator Clemens, of Alabama, another Demo¬
crat, said:

" I do not core one straw what amount of mo¬
ney General Scott may have received from the
general government. I am very sure he has
never received any thing but what he was entitled
to, and I believe he has never received half as
much as he deserved."
