®en' Icott'n Prevent .Journey,
Gen Scott is on his way to the Blue Licks of

Kentucky, in company with two other officers of
the army, with a view to select, under u late act
of Congress, a site for a new Military Asylum.
Ihe task is one imposed on him by the govern¬
ment, and which the public service makes it im¬
portant he should execute at once The circum¬
stance has very little in it to excite generalremark, and at any other time than the present
would not have been observed, except as an ordi¬
nary event. But Scott and his companions had
hardly reached Baltimore, on their errand to the
n est, before the Locofoco newspapers.with the
Washington Union at their head.set up a fur¬
ious cry, denouncing the movement as an elec¬
tioneering tour, and stigmatizing the chief mem¬
ber ol a simple military commission as an un¬
principled travelling politician. The Union
commenting upon the subject, says:

" While Gen. Scott travels about, ostensibly in
the discharge of his public duties, but realb o
meet his partisans, and to advertise for vo. i
Gen Pierce remains at home, resolutely declin¬
ing the invitations of his friends, and avoiding
all public displays. Gen. Scott has repeatedly
proclaimed that he would not become a travelling
candidate; but to be consistent with himself, he
has already voluntarily and eaaerty sought the
occasion to break his pledge."

There is something so low and base about the
tone and style of this paragraph, as well as its
wilful perversion of facts, that we are sure it
must disgust every refined, ingenuous mind. It
may suit the political purpose of the Union to
misconstrue the spirit and intention of this visit
of General Scott to Kentucky ; but few will be
lieve it to be made with any other object than an
honest compliauce'with official obligation True
popular excitement and greetings have met. and
will meet him, on his way : but these things arc
inseparable trow the fact of his being jnst now
a candidate for the Presidency, and are only an
incident, and not the end, of General Scott's ex¬
cursion. As to the attempt to gain favor for
Pierce by contrasting his conduct with that of
his opponent, it is most probable that he and his
friends are governed in the matter by a desire to
be consistent with the principle of his nomina¬
tion, which was to select a man of whom the peo¬
ple were totally ignorant, and, it ia i.ossible,
thought that thele«s Pierce make* himself known'
to them the b«tt*r..North American.

Pai-llitnirntary Dt-roriini.
The painful scene which occurred in the House

ot Representatives when Mr. Polk, of Tennessee,
in a controversy with his colleague. Mr. Cullora'
and with Mr. White, of Kentucky, used th^nost
opprobrions and offensive language, has culled
for remark abroad. There are many things
both of omission and commission, in the history
