The friends of Gen. Pierce, iu order to nation¬

alize his politics, have placed him in a rather un¬

enviable predicament as a citizen of New Hamp¬
shire. Although he lias been proclaimed to the
world as the favorite son of the Granite State,
his friends have placed him in a position of an¬

tagonism to nil tho more cherished and funda¬
mental principles of her politics. In regard to

religious toleration, the Democracy ofNew Hamp-
.shiro have repeatedly refused to remove the odious
test which excludes Catholics from the rights and
pvivileges of American freemen, yet Frank Pierce
was their chosen and favorite representative in
one or the other branches of Congress for several
years. The always Democratic Legislatures of
New Hampshire, at nearly every session for sev¬

eral years past, have denounced slavery in round
terms, and proclaimed the unalterable hostility of
the people of that State to its existence, yet the
same people have repeatedly thrust the highest
honors upon General Pierce against his own

wishes; and such is his popularity among these
Anti-Catholic Abolitionists, that he has literally
to beg off, and decline the highest offices within
the gift of the people. So in reference to river
and harbor improvement: while in Congress he
invariable voted against every appropriation for
the purpose. Yet, if we take General Cass's word
for it, he did so merely in obedience to tho wishes

irrefragable proof of his hostility to such im¬

provements. Should Gen. Pierce be elected Pres¬
ident.of which there is only a remote probabil¬
ity.we respectfully suggest to our Democratic
friends that some of them will be egregiously
cheated.

the auctioneer's haftimer to satisfy an illegal and
unconstitutional demund.for which no redress
can be obtained.
Too imbecile to afford protection to the travel¬

ler on its post-roads, or to prevent revolutionary
parties from springing up throughout the differ¬
ent towns in the republic, yet the supreme gov-
eminent of Mexico has the power to promulgate
and enforce the most onerous and oppressive im¬

posts on ail foreign commerce and foreigu capital.
The roll of the drum and the point of the bayonet
proclaim to us this power almost daily, here in
the Atlantic cities; whilst the savages of the for¬
est ure plundering and murdering the unprotected
inhabitants of the interior towns. Such, then, is
ihe true but faintly-drawn pioture of this ill-fated
country.
The coexistence of two tariffs in the State of

Tamaulipas, whoso provisions are bo distinct as

to enrich the inhabitants of MatamorOs and othei

Mr. Gales & Skatom : My dear old friends, I
wiah I had better news to write to you. I'm
pesky afraid Gineral Scott is coming in. And,
arter all, 1 don't know why 1 should feel so much
afrAid of it, especially on my own account, for I
don't spose he's a very bad man. But I feel bad
for Unole Joshua. His whole heart is bound up
in the post-office, and jj he should lose it, I'm
afraid it would almost be the death of him. He's
had it now more than twenty years, and he's more
fond of it because it wus give to him by dear old
Oineral Jackson. He loves it now like one of his
own family, and I think it would b« about the
hardest one of the family for him to part with,
unless 'tis Aunt Kezinh. If he Bhould lose ary
one of 'em, that is Auut Keziah or the post-office,
I know it would break his heart. And that's
what makes me feel bo bad at the turn things has
took down this way in favor of Oineral Soott. If
any way could be contrived to keep Uncle Joshua
iu the post-office, 1 wouldn't care a snap if Oin¬
eral Scott did come in. And I guess there's a

good deal of the same sort of feelin amongst a

good many of the Democracy. I'll just give you
a sample of it.

There's Cousin Sargent Joel, he oan't live with¬
out hurrahing for somebody as much as two or

three times a day. He got in a habit of it in
old Hickory's time, and he couldn't never leave
it off since. Two or three weeks ago Uncle
Joshua and I was in the barn, planning a little
about getting out the voters to the election, when
all to once we heard somebody back of the barn
holler with all his might " Hurrah for Oineral
Soott."

his hat and jumping off the stump.
" Well, this is a pretty piece of business," said

Uncle Joshua, "setting such examples as this to
the neighbors. There's many a word spoke in
jeest that's turned into arnest before its done
with; and you ought to be careful how you set
such hurrahs agoin. If you once get 'em started
there's no knowing what'ell be the end on't."
" I don't much care what'll be the end on't,"

said Cousin Joel.
" Why, Joel, what do you mean ?" said Uncle

Joshua ; " if you are going to turn Whig say so,
and let us put you out of the synagogue at once,
and be done with it. I want a plain right up and
down answer, are you going for Oineral Pierce
or not?"

" I spose I shall," said Cousin Joel.
"Then, why in the name of common sense

don't you hurrah for him?" said Uncle Joshua,
" and try and get up some enthusiamusy. You
ought to be ashamed to throw your hurrahs away
on 'tother side."
"Now, Uncle Joshua, I'll tell you what 'tis,"

said Sargent Joel, straightening himself up jest
as he used to at the head of the company in Nul¬
lification times, says he, "I'll tell you what'tis,
Uncle Joshua, I'm willing to vote for Gineral
Pierce to help you keep the post office, and I
mean to; but you needn't ask me to hurrah for
him, for I can't stand no such tom-fooleryas that.
I've tried it, and it won't go no how. It makes
me feel so much like digging small potatoes and
few in a hill. But when I get right hungry for
a hurrah, I give it to Gineral Scott, and 1 find
there's refreshment and nourishment in that,
something like real meat; it makes me feel as it
used to when we gin the loudest hurruhs for Gin¬
eral Jackson."'

Unole Joshua turned away, looking rather
down in the mouth, and saying, "he didn't know
what the world was coming to."

As near as I can find out, there's a great many
Democrats in thia State, and other places too,
that's in the same fix as Cousin Sargent Joel
Downing; they've tried to hurrah for Gineral
Pierce, and can't. Over to the raisin of Squire
Jones's barn 'tother day, arter they all got
through, Squire Jones, who is a great Democrat,
called out, " now let ua give three cheers for
Gineral Pierce." As quick as a look they all
swung their hats, and about three-quarters of
em sung out as loud as they could holler, " hur¬
rah for Gineral Cass."

looked up over his spectacles so pale and melan¬
choly it made me feel bad. Says he, " I don't
like the looks of it a bit; the State is on the
back track again towards Whiggery, jest as 'twas
when Harrison came in."

.. Oh, I guess not," says I, for I wanted to
cheer him up as much as 1 could. " The liquor
law has played the mischief with this election all
round, and got things badly mixed up; but if
we sift em out carefully we shall find the Demo¬
crats as strong as evor." Uncle Joshua shook
his head. Says I, " Let us see the figures.
Here's the returns from three hundred towns, all
the State except some of the outskirts. Mr. Hub¬
bard and Mr. Chandler, the two Democratic can¬
didates for governor, has together more than
fifty-eight thousand votes, and Mr. Crosby, the
Whig candidatel has a little more than twenty-
seven thousand.
