have travelled these five or six hundred miles in
a single day; for, it is. pretty well ascertained,
the steamer of tliojifteenth did not stop at San
Diego, and if «hc did, the letter could not have
borne date the fourteenth of August, being a day
before she sailed from San Francisco.
We will not. at the present time, call the Ma¬

gruder letter n fabrication ; but it looks more

like it than any other letter which has re¬

cently fallen under our observation. And we

have little doubt when the election is over and
sufficient time is allowed to hear from Col. Ma¬
gruder. that he will brand it with a stronger
epithet. Our opponents will, in the meantime
endeavor to protect the credit of Gen. I'iorce by
the use of a paper which does not apply to the
imputation of Capt. McLane, whether that paper
be genuine or spurious.

It is more than mysterious how a letter pro¬
fessing to be written at San Diego on the 14th of
August, could reach hew York, travel to Concord,
then sent to Washington, an<l appear in the

Union of the 19th of September, while no mail
communication between San Diego and tho
Atlantic appears to have been known since tho
1st of August! But locofocoisin has an easy
method of reconciling such discrepancies. Its
managers know that no authentic information can
be received from Col. Magi uder until a fortnight
after the Presidential election ; and they will act
upon that knowledge, leaving consequences to
take care of themselves.

Reception of General Scott.

A telegraphic despatch announced to our citi¬
zens that General Scott left Cleveland in tho cars
yesterday morning, for this city, and that he
would arrive in the express train about G o'clock.
Steps were immediately taken to give him a cor¬
dial reception. A committee consisting of Messrs.
English, (Mayor,) McCoy, President of the CityCouncil, Hon. Joseph Ridgway, Col. Noble, Wm.
Armstrong, Gen. Olmstead, N. H. Swa/ne, Robt!
Neil, H. B. Carrington, T V. Hyde, and John
Chance were selected to do the honors of the oc¬
casion.

The artillery squad was on the ground ready
for a salute. Machold's Brass Band and the
Chippewa Glee Club, were also there. An im¬
mense throng of citizens filled the depot, ami
surrounded the buildings on all sides.

About five o'clock the discharge of cannon an¬
nounced the approach of the train containing the
illustrious hero and patriot. As the cars entered
the depot, a long, loud, ami enthusiastic shout
went up. The band struck up " Hail Columbia, '

and, amid great excitement, ami enthusiasm, Gen.
Scott descended from the cars and entered the
carringe prepared for his reception. The ap¬
pearance of the General on' the outside was a
signal for another enthusiastic shout of welcome.
A procession was formed, and the vast con¬

course took up the line of march for the Neil
House. Arriving, the General dismounted and
ascended to the balcony. The music ceased,
when another general and enthusiastic shout of
welcome went up to heaven.

Gen. Scott then addressed the assembled mul¬
titude as follows:

Fellow-Covntrymen : 1 cannot find words to
express the emotions which I feel ou receiving
such n welcome from the citizens of the capital
of Ohio. The cheers, the demonstrations of such
11 vast assemblage of men as that I now see be¬
fore me, iu the heart of the empire State of the
West, might fitly be bestowed on the first man of
the nge. I can claim no merit, to entitle me to
such honors. It is true, during a long public
life of more than forty years, 1 have taken part
in many transactions of national importance, and
it would be an unpardonable affectation in ine to
assume that T had not rendered noinr service to
my country which might excite the approbation
of my countrymen. From my earliest youth,
during my whole life, it has been niy aim.my
ambition so to serve my country as to merit ic3
approbation. I must receive this demonstration
as an indication that in some degree my efforts
have been successful. Great cheering.]
My friends, I do not intend to speak to you on

political topics. In the large assemblage before
me there are doubtless maDy who differ from n;e
in political sentiments. I am proud to receive
their welcome. I would not on an occasion like
the present introduce subjects which might be un¬
pleasant to tiny. The object of my journey is
not of a political character. U relates to the
public service, and the public charity. It is to
select a site in Kentucky, and near Cincinnati,
of an asylum for the worn out and infirm soldiers,
both of the regular and volunteer force.
Having no other subject to speak of than to

thank yon for your great kindness, I may say from
the depths ofmy heart, that for all I have done in
my public life, for any hardship or suffering I
may have endured iu the service of my country,
I am amply repaid in the approbation of my
countrymen. Whatever others lmay contemplate,
I have my reward.

Again, my countrymeu, I thank you for such a
maifestation on this, to me, great and glorious
occasion. [Immense cheering.]

After bowing again he retired, when he was
introduced to the multitude, who were crowding
around him, eager to grasp th" hand of the brave
old veteran, who for forty years has periled his
life in defence of his country's flag.
The evening was spent in the most free and

friendly social intercourse with our citizens. All
the stories about his aristocracy, his pride, his
haughty bearing, are forever scattered to the
winds in this city. Thousands now see him for
the first time, and there is but one expression of
admiration at the unusually proper and happy
manner in which he has discharged the delicate
duties imposed on him by his position.

To-day Gen. fcteoft proceeds to Chillieotlie, on
his road to Maysville, Ken., where he is to mept
Gen. Wool and a Commission, for the purpose of
locating n Military Hospital. His visit to Co¬
lumbus will long be remembered.
