AtC d & large number of persons assem-
bled, lining the banks of the viver, When the
boat reached the landing citizens of Kentucky
crowded on hoanl, and the boat was compelled
to stop lalf an hour. Many soldiers came on
bonrd, and one old soldier who had fought with
Seott through the wars was much affected when
he shook hands with his old commander.

At Manchester, Ohio, the greatest demonstra-
tions took place, The boat reached this place nt
half an hour before dusk. The banks were
crowded with people, and e¢annon sent back the
roar of artillery on board. Across the landing
was spread a brond baoner, bearing the inserip-
tion—*' Ope hundred guns for old Chippewa."
Delegations came on board inviting Gen. Scott to
land, which he did. Gen. Scott said :

Citizens of Manchester: 1 am not travelling
about making speeches, nor for political pur-
poses, but ag n citizen of our common eountry,
employed as I have ever been actively in her
service. But when my heart is touched my lips
refuse to remain silent, The banner spread be-
fore my eyes calls up memories which always
affect me ; and scenes which I know many of you
yourselves have witnessed, and events in which
you have borne honorable part.

My time is brief; but from my heart I thank
you for the kind welcome you have given & trav-
eller, and an old soldier, who has spent many
years in the service of his country, !

An old man, ninety-five years of age, who was
one of the earliest settlers in that section of
Ohio, was here introduced to General Scott. He
said: ¢ General, T hope God will spare my life
long enough—for the last vote I shall ever cast—
to assist to place the hero of his country in the
highest office she has to bestow.”

The General appeared much affected at the en-
thiwsinsm of the old veteran,

At about half-past eight o'clock he rveached
Maysville, where the demonstrations of welcome
were very heavy. Fires were lighted at a dozen
different points, and all the hotels and buildings

minated, giving a magnificent effect to the whole
scene, Hevernl bands of music and numerouns
cannon were placed along the heights; and, as
the boats neared the ghores, the sweet strains of
music and the roar of the cannon gave notice of
the hero’s approach. Beveral thousand persons
thronged to the landing, compelling the corteg
to foree its way through to the hotel.

Governor Metenlf, of Kentucky, and General
Morgan, with the delegation, eame on board and
received General Scott from the Portsmouth del-
egation. The General, addressing a few worls
of thanks to his Ohio friends, took leave of them,
and then proceeded to land with the Kentucky
delegation. Immediately on reaching the shore,
the cortege was met by the Hon. W. H. Wads-
worth, of Maysville, President of the City Coun-
cil, who spoke as follows:

“‘Our people meet you at the threshold of the
Btate, to open the door of all Kentuckians and
bid you n vordial weleome, The people of our
little city generally are especially gratified and
honored by this visit, and welcome you with all
their hearts. We must not, however, exalt our-
selves too highly by reason of this unexpected
honor, General, since it is not voluntary, but en-
forced—made in the line of a duty specially im-
posed. But nothing ean disturb the great happi-
ness of beholding amongst us, and thanking pro-
foundly, so long tried, so well-tried, so distin-
guished a public servant and benefactor, hoth in
peace and war.

“We can only thank you, General. Devotion to
the country, like yours, can never be repaid. Do
not think Kentucky believes your patriotic and
arduous services have beed overpaid—can ever
be paid. The lives of her beat sons, a8 well hefore
as since the fatal battle whose scene you are
about visiting, have been sacrificed too freely to
permit us to weigh the blood of our defenders
with gold. We do not receive you as n stranger,
General. You are known to every one of us,

the young find your nnme in every page of their
eountry’s history, We donotcome to praise you,
but to testify our gratitude for faituful public
services, and to gratify our longing eyes to behold
the citizen who has made his country renowned
aud respected throughout the world."”

Mr. Wadsworth closed his remarks by referring
to the ohject of Gen. Scott’s visit, enlarging upon
his kindness to the soldiers under his commaud,
and tendering bim a warm welcome to the hearts
aud homes of Kentuckians,

Gen, Scott inreply, returned his grateful thanks
for the imposing demoustration of welcome with
which they had honored him, and expressed him-
self overpowered by the enthusinstic greeting of
the citizens of Maysville, who bhad extended to
him & true Keotucky welcome. He paid a high
compliment to Kentucy and her heroes, and al-
laded most feelingly to the gallant Clay.

He eaid he did not come among them ns a poli-
tician, seeking politieal preferment, hut as an
old soldier, engaged in the discharge of a specinl
duty, imposed npon him by the councils of the
nation. Whatever services he had rendered his
country, were rendered for the love he bore her
The honor aud glory of the Union had ever heen
dear to him, and his highest ambition was to at-
tain a place in the hearts of his countrymen. At
the conclusion of hia brief but appropriate ad-
dress, he was greeted with the most enthusinstic
applause, and escorted to his hotel, where he was
called out and obliged to make another short ad-
dress, He then returned to his apartments, but
