auspicious
Around tlio stately Hag stall' erected by'our

friends near the Northern Liberties Market, a

fine aucl spacious rostrum had been erected,
Above it flowers and green boughs were tastefully
arranged, and the tlag of our country suspended at
various places in their midst. Transparencies,
representing well remembered scenes in our

country's eventful history, iu each of which a

prominent part wis s ustained by General Winfield
Scott, were also ranged around. No carricature
«>f the candidates of our opponents, no offensive
emblems were here arrayed. Good taste, dig-
nit}-, ar.'l respect toward nil appeared to haye in-
tluenced the gettcre-up of this display in every
particular.

As soon as night had closed in, the gorgeous
rockets high in air apprized us of the approach¬
ing hour. The young Whigs of the Northern
Liberties, having left their satchels and school-
books at home, were prompt in the voluntary
performance of what they regarded as their duty,
and tie bou-lires soon lighted up their ardent

Eeasti'8 Brooks, esq., of New York, wa« the
aezt speaker, ilis was the longest speech of the
evening, and yet he ceased amidst the cries ef
" Go on ! go on!"

Mr. Brooks surveyed the field, its past history,
its present aspect, and its anticipated future.
His encomiums upon the first choioe of his heart for
the Presidency, the able, the liberal, and the

patriotic Fillmore, was a beautiful passage in
his discourse. Had he no other motive impelling
him to the course of a true W hig, the example
of that honored son of the Empire State should
alone suffice; for the heart of no Whig in our

glorious republic throbbs more ardently in its
impulses in behalf of the cause of WinfusldScoit
than does that of Muxard Fillmokk!

In the history of politioal parties, in tree and
bold declamation, in the use of apt and pertinent
quotations from the English classics, or rather
American classics, and in hopeful enthusiasm,
Mr. Brooks 9lione resplendcntly in this uddress.
Major James A. McRea, of Louisiana, was

And, as tiie darkest hour of the night is said to
he that in which it articulates with the approach
of day, so wns the serious and seeming prosy
parts of each of his narratives the immediate pre¬
cursor of a surprise, us ludicrous in its turn and
application ns it was unexpected and startling in
its artistic grotesqueness !
Major M, tried in vain to conclude his dis¬

course. The only person in the whole multitude
with a straight aud sober face was himself! He
thought of the lateness of the hour, and it was a

regard for the comfort and convenience of others
that admonished lrfm to desist; but "Go on!
go on !" was a cry not to be unheeded ; and he
weftt on until the idea of exhausting the store¬
house of narratives and " reminiscences" was

given up in despair.
The short hours of the morning were now not

far off; but Mr. RiCAi'P, and General T. F. Bowie,
of Maryland, had been discovered by the crowd,

Paris, Ktntucky, Sopt. 28..Gen Scott arrived
at this place last night, and was met by the Scott
Guards, of Georgetown, and a large delegation of
citizen*.

The Late Unite of Wellington.
Arthur Wellesley, the Duke of Wellington, son

of the Earl of Mornington, was born in 17G9, and
wns in his 84th year at the period of his death.
A cotemporary says : "He entered the army

as ensign in his 18th year. In his 21st year he
was sent to the House ofCommons. In five years
from the time he entered the service, he had
reached the command of a regiment, without hav¬
ing seen any active service. The first service be
saw was in India, against Tippoo Sultan, where
he speedily rose to the rank of Major-General.
Next he was ene*ged in the Mahratta war, which
he brought to a successful close. In the Penin¬
sular campaign in Spain and Portugal, he did
good service for bis country against France, and
received the title of Baron Douro, and Viscount
Wellington, for fighting the battles of Talevera,
and the Douro, against Soult. In 1816, he. with
Bluoher, fought the battle of Waterloo, which de¬
stroyed Napoleon's power in Europe. He has
held the highest civil offices in the gift of the
Crown, and had pensions and honors showered
upon Lira, such as nn other person in England
probably ever received. His policy, in political
nfe. was alwnys to cling to old institutions and
systems, as long as they could safely be main-
tained, and then to accept the new. No name in
the history of Fnglnnd, of the present century,
has been connected with more momrntous events.
than that of the Duke of Wellington."

They met on a large,
open lot at the corner of Madison and another
street, (I forget its name,) «ppo»ite Mount Cal-
very church. There were several thousand in
council, with banners, transparencies, music, &c.

It really does seem to me that the fountains of
the great Whig purty have been gloriously agi¬
tated, and that streams are pouring in for Scott
and Graham from all quarters. Not ouly the
Whigs, but the people have been aroused, and
they are coming out for the Old Hero of a hun¬
dred battles, in the potent name of legion.
