The Affairs of Cuba.

That the conduct of the Cubsn suthorities is
such as will be signally rebuked by our Govern-
ment, is certain.  That Cuba will yet come into
our Union by the will of her people and the as-
sent of Bpuin, we think probable.

President Fillmore has a full and clear under-
standing of this whole subject, and when the
Liour arrives, a8 we are well assured, is prepared
to act.

The people of this country should now be ex-
ceedingly circumspect. The good our Govern-
ment may otherwise be capable of effecting, may
be frustrated by the indiscretions of a portion of

The New York Tribume, ever well informed,
and not jeslous of the privileges of the blacks,
gives expression to the following timely and ju-
dicious remarks :

“Meanwhile, new activity and' hope will be
given to the scheme by the absurd and mistaken
course of the Cuptain-General of Cuba teward
the ship Cornelia and the steamer Crescent City.
The former vessel was arrested and searched in
the barbor of Havana on the charge of having a
passenger on board without a passport. The man
was sought for and not found; but in his stead
another, who was provided with a passport, was
seized, dragged from the protection of the Amer-
ican flag, and cast into prison. More than this,
the letter-bag of the ship was broken open and
ransacked, and those letters which the police
suspected of evil were taken frem it.

Hereupon the
Captain-General forbids the Crescent City to come
into the harbor, and, when she appears, orders
her off, and will not allow either passengers or
mails to be landed, Accordingly, Capt. Porter
is compelled to take them.tosNew Orleans, at
great loss and inconvenience to them, as well as
to himself. :
