Temperance Conventions,
Senega Falls, N. Y., Oct. 16 The Woman's

Temperance Convention assembled here to-day,
and was largely attended. Speeches were made
and resolutions adopted in favor of the Maine
liquor law.

Boston, Oct. 15..The State Temperanoe Con¬
vention assembled at Fanenil Hall this morning,
and resolutions were adopted declaring their con¬
fidence in the working of the Maine liquor law.
They also adopted a resolution declaring their
determination not to vote for any mtn not in
lavor of it.

Letters were received from the candidates for
State offices, in reply to letters that had been ad¬
dressed to them. Horace Mann, Freesoiler, an¬
nounced himself ia favor of the Maine law. Hun¬
tington, the Whig candidate for lieutenant gov¬
ernor, and Walker, the Freesoil candidate for
lieutenant governor, also favored the law. Thomp¬
son, the Democratic candidate for lieutenant gov¬
ernor, dodged the question. No replies were re-
oeived from Clifford and Bishop, the Whig and
Democratic candidates for governor.

Speeches were delivered and letters read from
prominent temperance men, and there is no doubt
that the temperanco men will vote for the advo¬
cates of the law, irrespective of party.
