Mastor Niceholas Goodall, the Violinist.

A short narrative of this extraordinary child
cannot fail to be interesting. He is the son of
Professor Goodall, Conductor of the Washington
Philbarmonic Society, acd late Musical Director
of the National Theatre. He was born in Salop,
Bhropshire, Eugland, in 1842, At three years of
age, his father had a splendid little violin made for
him, to excite in him an early desive for the in-
strument. But sometimes he would tie n string
round the neck of it, partly fill it with small
stones, and, dragging it along, would eull it a
wagon! At five yenrs he conld read music with
fucility, without knowing the name of one note.
This power he must have aequired by listening
to his father when he was giving lessons. Hefore
he was mix years old he played in the Dublin
Philtharmonic Ovehestra. @ His talents for the in
strument were now recognised, and his fathes
devoted a large share of his time to him, giving
him' Paganini and Fiorillo for his studies, allow-
ing him to try fantasins for amusement. lHis
progress was so great that Mr., Goodall deter-
mived to put him to the piano forte, (which de-
lighted him beyond measure,) in ovder that he
might ncguire more focility in reading musie, and
better kuowledge of hnrmony. He made such
rapid strides thiat in six months he played through
Chernny's Velocities and Cramer's Studies, He |
accompanied biy father ou the grand piano forte
at their farewell concert, in Dublio, aboul sixteen
months ngo, before two thousand people,

He arrived in New York in September, 1851;
and, at one of Catharine Huyes's concerls, being
asked by the Conductor, Mr. Geo. Loder, to play,
and consenting, he was placed on an old box, in
order to see the music-desk, und, to the astonish-
ment of all the orchestra, played all off at firsi
sight.

Shortly after this, Dr. Cuoningten, Music
Conductor of the Walnut street Theatre, Phila
delphin, was despatched to New York to en- |
gage the best leader and conductor and band for
the opening of the Natioual Theater. Dr. Cun-
nington being informed of the high qualifications |
