On the night of his nomination he paid a hand¬

some compliment to Gen. Pierce in the speech he

addressed from his piazza to the multitude before

him; and when Gen. Pierce comes to our city he

will undoubtedly receive from the old hero a

greeting in the same spirit. During his admin¬
istration, also, should any emergency arise calling
for his counsels, we predict the existence of a

most friendly and agreeable intimacy between
Gen. Scott and President Pierce. The feelings
that operated on the Polk administration toward
him will not find a place in the next; and he
who shall hereafter malign the name of Scott, will
find an echo in the bosoms ef but few who own

the name of Americans!

The Kleetlon of 1852.

From all quarters we hear reports of the calm,
peaceful, and decorous demeanor of the citizens
of this republic, on the day of its national elec¬
tions. The remarks made "by the Philadelphia
Bulletin are applicable to almost every city and
town in the Union. "Had an intelligent foreigner,"
says that paper, "been in our city yesterday, he

would scarcely have believed that it was the day
of our great national election. Accustomed to

hearing at home that the people are incapable of

self-government, he could not have realized that
this vast nation was actually choosing its chief
executive officer, for the -ensuing four years.
The quiet, with which everything was conducted
would have increased his wonder. Remembering
the ceremonies with which new monarchs are

inaugurated in Europe, and old empires revived,
he would have been astonished, almost beyond
measure, by the republican 'simplicity of our

proceedings. Many such foreigners, visiting the
United States on a tour of travel, we have no

doubt, were in Philadelphia yesterday. Their

reflections on the day were salutary, without

question; and must have induced serious thought
The calmness with which the defeated party en¬

dures its disaster, to-day, will naturally assist the
favorable impression which our institutions have
left on the minds of such visitors. Alas! that all
nations are not, like this, capable of self-govern¬
ment, and in the enjoyment ef free suffrage. But
the auspicious time, when republicanism shall

prevail in all civilized communities, draws nearer

and nearer; so that, in spite of retrograde France
and downtrodden Hungary, the heart of human¬

ity has no oause for permanent despair."

It appears, says the New York Tribune, that

out of 3,097,858 souls in New York, 2,439,290
were born in the United States ; 84,820 in Eng¬
land ; 848,111 in Ireland; 31,000 in Scotland
and Wales; 118,398in Germany ; 47,200inBrit¬
ish America; and that the number of residents
of foreign birth in all the State is 668,062.or
about two-ninths of the whole people.

If we suppose that this proportion holds good
for the entire Union, the result will be that there
are in the country a little more than five millions
of residents of foreign birth, including 2,600,000
of Irishmen, 910,000 Germans, as many of Eng¬
lish, Scotch, and Welsh.taken together about

90,000 Freyh, and about 140,000 from other
countries of Europe.
