AMERICAN TKLEGrKAPH.
NOTES BY THE WAY IN ENGLANdT

City or Yohk, (Eng.)
1 arrived at thin ancient city, 100 miles

north-west from Boston, and halt-way between
London and Edinhurg. It was the evening
before tho great York races, and the train
was very Ion/; and excessively crowded. I
was cautioned that the station would be tho
rendezvous of all rascals, so I sat down quietly
upon my baggage a long time, surveying tho
rush and hurry of the sporting gems, thnir
servants, ami the waiters.but ull come out
well in the ond." I cared for nobody, and no¬

body cared for mo.' Crowded as the city was
with strangers, 1 found a good room. Just
as 1 was stepping into tho car at Boston, the
ILev. Mr. JVIathhows put two letters into my
hand, with nn injunction to use them. I im¬
mediately started with a guide to the house of
Dr. Allen, the surgeon of the city. It was to
his lady that ono of these letters was direct¬
ed. In live minutes we were on our way to
the antique garden, private property, which
incloses some of the most interesting of Enc-
lisli antiquities.

1 lie Victoria Kegia was in blossom. It is
the flower which the Dukoof Devonshire pur-
chasod from the South American captain four
years ago.the glass house over which,construc-
ed by Paxton at Chatsworth, suggested tho
Crystal Palace.

This was tho first year of the flower in York,
lliero was one at Hampden Court, and one at
Chatsworth, and no other known in the world
away from the wilds of South America. It is
a water lily, and the tank is 20 feet broad,
and the coal consumed is half a ten per week
.to keep the temperature between 90 and
100 degrees.because it is an equatorial plant
l.ho garJiner says it is an annual, and dies in
six months. Ihis one is 21 weeks from the
seed, and flowered in 10 weeks. The largest
leaf was 5 feet 9 inches broad, circular in
shape, with tin; border turned up an inch high
and lying on the surface of the water, The
leaf is cut away in five days, to make room
for successors, and five or six leaves cover the
basin. The largest flowers are 12 inches
broad, open at night, and closed by the sun.

It is white the first day, and beautifully ting¬
ed with red the second day, and the fragrance
resembles a pine-applo. This liiy matures in
two days, and is removed, and another suc¬

ceeds, till the plant dies. It was for the sight
of this lilly that Mrs. Allen hurried to tho
garden while the day-light 'lasted, for in the
morning it will be gone.

1 he city, of York has great attractions. As
one approaches, be sees Micklegate Bur, and
the city wall, and quickly passes under an

arch in the wall *10 feet high, and jumps from
the car within a walled city. There is but
one other walled city in Britain, viz.,Chester.
No doubt a wall was raised around York by
tne Romans, but Ihis wall is known to have
been built 1000 years later, and to have been
several times repaired within 500 years. The
top of the wall is a most delightful prome¬
nade, and wide enough for three or four per¬
sons to walk abreast. The wall is three miles
long, with gates fortified by a watch tower,
portcullis and barbacan. One will examine
these fortified gates and the wall itself as per¬
fect specimens * of fortified towns throughout
Europe iu the middle nges and feudal times.
The Clifford Tower is a ruin of great antiqui-
ty» and should be examined as a strong city
retreat and defence of the olden time. From
th'S '»ne ma^ have tho curiosity to go into the
Castle, or State Prison. Hero the prisoners
are taught to read, and on long shelves by
the side of the wall they learn to write, and
here arc scales to weigh the legal allowance,
and every prissoner who thinks his dinner is
too small, can weigh for himself. . I was

shown a enste of tho head of every criminal
who had been executed here for many years,
and was reminded of the sameness in thoir
formations.foreheads low, lips compressed,
and the countenance vulgar. Ilere is the ra¬

zor on which Martin struck fire, when he set
fire to the steeple or the Cathodal, in 1829,
which damaged tho building §325,000. Here
I^saw the skull of Daniel CJlark, murdered by
Eugene Aram, 100 years ago. I had road the
book by Bulwcr, ns a novel, and was agitated
to see it verified as ~a true history. I was
shown the clubs, swords, guns, razors, and
all sorts of weapons, with which the death
blow-of the murderer had been dealt for the
last 150 years <>r more, by such as had paid
the death penalty at York. »

I wo Roman Emperors, Severus and Con-
stantius, the father of Constantine the Great,
died, nnd were buried in York, and historians'
have claimed that Constantine was horn here,
let Gibbon contradicts this. But certainly
} ork was the capital of the Unman power in
Britain for noarly -100 years, until 450 of the
Christian era.

As one might lielieve, so it is true, that the
Roman antiquities found here are numerous
and very interesting I saw u dozen coffins,
ol noble Romans ; perhaps two of them in¬
closed the Kmperors. They were granite,
and upon 11tt; outsidu roligh and of a v-iry un¬

even surface, being bad rock to split.
'

The
lids were thick Und he.ivy. and the whole very
rugged externally, and without inscription..
This granite is not the product of England, 1
am informed.

I saw ear nnd finger rincs which were found
in these colli us, and skeletons, nnd a large
room tilled with these curiosities. In this an¬

tique garden is St. Mary's Abbey, in ruins.
1 lie south wall is yet standing, and some oth¬
er parts are not totally down, and the frag¬
ments scattered around show the magnificence
of the building. It is a most perfect spec
iraon in England of an old rich Abbey in
ruins.

St. Leonard's Cloristers are near the en-

trance of the garden.a singular curiosity, of
antiquity before the year 1000--hut I cannot
think how to describe it. Soinc of the public
and private buildings in York are tho finest

specimens of architecture iu the age of the
ludors, back to which the taste of building
is now turning, in imitation. There is an el
egance in it which must please the eye of taste

forever.
Races of the swiftest horses in England,

and in the world, were being made all day
long, within a mile of me, and I have only to

confess (and I am afraid the most of you will
be ashamed of the deed) that I did not go to
the race-gtound at. all. And now I must die
and never see that, great sight of world wide
notoriety." the York races." But it would
have been a pleasure to see those fleet horses
and I did see «ome of them, and can tell you
that they had the natural tail, and tho back
wrts level or crowning, as high in the middle
as the to p.of the back. Did ym rot. notice
how that swift dog carries his head and back,
when he runs?

A little five-years old
girl, on being asked what she did at school,
replied promptly, correctly, and graphically,
I say A and B, and sit on a bench." Those

doubting the positions above taken may ex¬

plain in their own way how a "sitting-on a-
uoncli system can train vigorously harmon¬
iously (he greatly varied human faculties: and
especially, apply those faculties to the purpo¬
ses of their creation,
Knowing, producing, reciprocating are the

three great purposes of human existence. To
now to produce, and to reciprocate are de¬

sires deeply implanted in the human soul.
I he gratification of these desires is human
happiness. It is hence a simple truth that
institutions expressly designed for the forma¬
tion of character, and a prcpnration for future
vocations, should aim especially to provide for
the harmonious exercise of all tho faculties,
directing all to the purposes of our existence

knowing, producing, reciprocating.
As words are the signs of ideas, not ideaH

themselves, and books the instruments, not
t ie fountains of knowledge, mere book lessons
do not and cannot gratify that desire ofknow¬
ing so ardent in every young mind. As
words, the signs of ideas, are acquired only
by their connexion with the ideas they repre¬
sent, attempts at learning words by mere re¬

petition must also prove abortive; they do
prove abortive. They are worse than abor¬
tive; hey do lasting and irreparable injury to
the inherent character of mind-blast 'its de¬
sire of knowing.

Producing, still more than knowing, if pos¬
sible is prevented by school systems. Vhat
can be produced by muscle, however powerful
and eager for action, while the principal virtue
of that muscle is to "keep still"-barely per-
nutting the active young being possessing it to
look at a book.not lor knowledge, but the
signs of knowledge and those signs not learnt

U Ce of the ideiw connected with

Thanks be to publio sentiment, to common
sense, and to humanity, that sueh inroad* are

already made upon this anti-knowing, anti-
producing system as to insure an entire and
radical change, by making it both knowing
and producing. Black boards have very fx

tensively taken the pla-e of books, changing
. lie sitting-on-a-bench" system into muscular
producing exercises, alike to the relief, the en¬

tertainment, and the instruction of the pupil
Drawing, another producing exercise, in many
schools is not only permitted but provided for
every pupil the first day he enter school.
Connected with drawing multiplied objects of

j nature and art, trolled ions of natural history
come in very opportunely. ]. .onift plac/8
every school ami every family is provided by
the hands of their members with specimens of
nature and art. To an extent which lew are
aware of pupils can prepare thoir own in¬
struments of instruction, gratifying in tho
highest degree the desire both of knowingand
producing knowing by producing.

lite desire of reciprocating; early and
strongly manifesting itself as deeply planted
in the human soul, is both prevented and
crushed bv school systems. As anti-produ-
