Islaud of Cuba.

We yesterday alluded to the critical relation of
this republic with Spain, arising out of our
proximity to aud intercourse with Cuba, The
pesce of netious is not always dependent on
Kiugs or Cabinets. Intercourse masy embitter
thie people, and governments must yield to pub-
lie sentiment where personal collision invokes or
is ever believed to invoke a nations honor. The
luw of untions may justify the Cuban authorities
in excluding Mr. Purser Smith, from ber shores,
but the exclusion may nevertheless savor of
netionsl indignity which the American people
will met tolerate, much less will they become
quiescent when Spain is preparing for war. That
sbe is securing the aid of powerful allies, fntel-
ligence comes to us from Medrid. Early in
October, it is averred, she entered into & secret
treuty with France to aid her in keeping posses-
sion uf Cuba.  All the French men-of-war in the
American waters are ordered to put themuelves
at the disposal of the Captain-General whenever
he mny réquire, and the Spanish squadron at the
island will presently be augmented by an 86-gun
sbip, lsunched a month since at Cediz. and to be
called the Bt, Edwari. Such a threatening alli-
suce may engender a spirit that will disturh the
peuce of the worid, for the United States will not
tamely permit the usurping Emperor to hold &
fivet én ferrorem on our gulf coast, even as the
ally of Bp«dn.
