But finding his way lutherwurd,
he endures still greater hardships on his return
voyage.sickens as soon as he touches the land
of his native State, and just succeeds in reach¬
ing his door-step when deatli seizes him, and
his grave is dug behind what was his own
barn."

Mr. Linton lately made a communication to
the Asiatic Society of London, descriptive of
n mode of punishment peculiar to the criminal
code of the Celestial Empire. A Chinese mer¬
chant, accused and convicted of having killed
his wife, was sentenced to die by the total de¬
privation of sleep. The execution took place at
Amoy, in the month of June last. The con¬
demned was placed in prison under the surveil¬
lance of three guardians, who relieved each
other at every alternato hour, and who pre¬
vented him from taking any sleep night or day.

slept for a single miuute. At the commence¬
ment of the eighth day his sufferings were so
cruel, that he begged as a great favor that theywould kill him by strangulation.
