Tt is but accumulated la- |
bor. An acre of land in Iowa may be worth a
couple of dollars ; an acre of land in New York
city is worth a million. Why this difference ?

The labor of one hundred thousand men for
five days may be worth in the market a million
of dollars; but they may combine, and ask
eleven hundred thousand for it. Is this not
right? The owner of the lot of land in New
York may ask eleven hundred thousand dollars
for it. Nobody questions his right; but why
should he possess such n right if it be denied to
the hundred thousand men? Is he greater than
they? The world has so ruled it, but thut day
has gone by forover.

It is a noticeable fact, that in the pursuits in
which men labor the greatest number of hours,
the lowest rates of wages are paid ; and women—
who, in all pursuits in which they are employed,
are made to labor even a longer time than is
required of men—receive invariably a more
slender recompense than is paid to men engaged |
in like pursnits,

The laborers in the world are the many; the
many have all social and political power; and
the many deserve to suffer if they do not exer- |
cise it—coolly, deliberately, justly, mercifully,
yet always for their.own advantage.

“Divide and conquer” is a maxim that em-
bodies the whole philosophy of the poliey by
which the working-men have ever been humbled
and oppressed.
