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LABOlt AND LABORERS.
A correspondent requests us to admonish

our working-men not to go too far in their
strikes ahd combinations, lest they may do harm
to themselves and the city, lie thinks low,
or, as he calls it, "moderate wages," is most
conducive to the happiness and welfare of these
people.
Our correspondent, we hare no doubt, is

moved by benevolent impulses, and has sound
and wise thoughts in his cranium; but our

knowledge of the working-men of this city has
led us to adopt the opinion that they have suffi¬
cient of intelligence and discreet judgment in
these matters to take care of their own worldly
welfare. By a succession of prudent, cautious,
and judicious movements, they have, within the
years of our recollection, ascended in the sphere
of social influence, increased their compensa¬
tion, beautified the city with pleasant and com¬
fortable residences, established public schools,
built churches and supported pastors, erected
halls for their various associations, and minded
their own business.by means of which latter
it is thought some of them have acquired the
wealth they now possess. All this, too, before
our correspondent ever mado them a proffer of
his advice.

Our notion about the limit that should be
fixed as the maximum price of labor is, that it
should be established with reference only to
these three considerations:

1st. Will our demands cause the importation
from abroad of the things we produce ?

2d. Will they cause the importation of work¬
men from abroad to take our places ?

8d. Will they cause such a decrease in the
dematad for our productions as shall injuriously
affect our interests ?
Whether persons, who are not laborers, like

or dislike the movements they may make, is a

consideration no longer to be taken into the
account; and the craven spirit that would per¬
mit individuals to compromise the interests of
the great body of men in their own pursuits re¬

spectively, for some temporary advantage to
themselves, has died away, and been buried
with a notion that once had vitality, respecting
the degradation of labor.

POLICE ITEMS.
A case has come up before Justice Smith, in

which two females are implicated in a larceny
or fraud; but the victim deserves his fate, and
should have said nothing about his loss.

Justice Donn this morning took security of
Sarah Jones and Catharine Bowie, who pro¬
mised not to quarrel or fight any more for six
long months.

NEGROES IN MARYLAND.
In the convention of this State for forming a

new constitution, on Thursday, (as we learn
from the Baltimore American,) "Mr. Jacobs,
' chairman of the Committee on Colored Pop-
' illation, uiade a report that the Legislature
. have power to pass laws to regulate the free
. colored population, and provide for their re-
. moval beyond the State, and for their regis-
' tration at its first session after the adoption
' of this constitution. After the adoption of
4 this constitution they shall be incapable of
4 purchasing or holding real estate; and all
4 deeds, wills, &c., purporting to convey to them
4 real estate, to be null and void, not to affect
' existing titles, but leases of real estate to them
. not exceeding one year to be valid. No slaves
4 to be manumitted except on condition of leav-
' ing the State within thirty days thereafter.
4 No colored person shall immigrate to or come
. into this State to reside."

chandise, tell well for the future prosperity of
our people, and plainly indicute that the calcu¬
lations based upon the completion of the oanal
to Cumberland have been realized to a very con¬
siderable extent, and with every prospect of
being vastly increased.

BY THIS MORNING'S MAILS.
Bobtoh, April 8..The Boston Trouble*..At

about eight o'clock this evening, f . 1>. Byrnes,
a deputy United States marshal, arrested, with
three men, a fugitive slave, at a dance room,
known as Thatcher Hall, in this city. I*16
slave was taken to the Mansion-house, on Han¬
over street, where a carriage was procured, and
the slave conveyed at a rapid rate to the court¬
house, and committed for the night in the lock¬
up under the court-house. The fact is not
generally known this evening; hence very little
excitement prevailed. The most intense leel-
ing may be expected to-morrow. The owner
of the slave is in town, and has recognised his
property.

Bos-roil, April 3.11 p. m..The negro be¬
longs to Savannah, Georgia, and is named Al¬
fred Syinmes. The warrant for his arrest was
irraufed at 1 p. in., to-day, by George T. Curtis,
esq., one of the United States Commissioners,
on application of C. J. Thomas, attorney for
the claimant. The arrest was first effected by
policeman Asa O. Butman, assisted by police¬
man Alfred Sleeper, in Richmond street. Mr.
Butman was badly stabbed with a knife in the
groin by the fugitive, who yelled loudly for
help. Mr. Butman's wound is to the depth of
three inches, which was dressed by Dr. J. C.
Warren. It is not thought dangerous.

After the arrest, the negro was placed in a
carriage, in the charge of Mr. Byrnes, at the
Mansion-house, and committed. There were
several citizens at the court-house door to assist
in getting the man in, but there was no crowd.
The negro resisted again at the door, but was
soon overcome.

Boston, April 4.Fuktuke Pabticulaiis..
The negro Symincs is claimed by James Porter,
of Chatham county, Ga. The claimant's testi¬
mony was commenced this morning in court,
and the case adjourned till to-morrow morning.
A meeting had been called by some abolition
incendiaries to denounce Symmes' arrest. A
man was arrested last night for ringing King
Chapel bell, with a view, it iB supposed, of col¬
lecting a crowd to rescue the fugitive. He was
held to bail in the sum of $200 to answer the
charge.

Boston, April 4.8 p. m..Apprehensions
are entertained of a serious riot to-night. Large
crowds of negroes are assembled in the neigh¬
borhood of the State-house debating upon the
best plan of liberating the fugitive Symmes.
Strong bodies of police guard the avenues lead¬
ing to the State-house, and the authorities
evince every determination to uphold the su¬

premacy of tho law.
Toronto, April 3, 1861..Fred. Douglas* and

George. Thom])son in Canada..Last night, Fred¬
erick Douglass and George Thompson lectured
on slavery to a large audience. Douglass de¬
nounced the African Colonization scheme. He
advised the fugitives not to take refuge in

Canada, but stand their ground, and thought
that it would be well to strengthen their hp,nds
by the return to the United States of those
already in Canada.

Nashville, April 2..Jenny IAnd. The re¬

ceipts of Jenny Lind's two concerts at this
place were $16,000. Miss Lind and party
leave in the morning for the mammoth cave.

New Orleans, April 2. . Crevasses. The
crevasse at Bayou Sara has inundated the town.
There is also' a large crevasse at the race¬

course, and two near Plaquemine; but a small
portion of that parish will not suffer from the
overflow.
Cincinnati, April 3,1861..Steamboat Sunk..

The Lawrenceburg packet, Mary Bell, was run
into last night by the steamer Pennsylvania,
and sunk. The boat is a total loss.

St. Louis, April 3, 1851..Late from Santa
Fe.Indian Troubles, £c..Santa Fe dates to the
19th of February were received by the arrival
of Major Cunningham, Army Paymaster. The
news is important.
