On compar¬
ing these catalogues, it was found that the value and im¬
portance of the additional words found in Leverett, so far
as a knowledge of the l.atin language is concerned, very
far exceeds that of those found in Riddle's Freund. Tho
extensive use of Leverett'* lexicon in all parts of the
country, and the preference which has been universally
