It is understood that Mr, Fiske, eivil engi-
neer, has been appointed by the Board of Con-
trol engineer of the city canal. While this is
o source of gratification to the friends of that
gentlemnn, it is feared that the difficulties in
the procurement of data for the adjustment of
the accounts of the respective contractors for
labor upon the work will augment the perplex-
ities of his position. Yet, u generous confi-
dence should be awarded him, who must of ne-
cessity make many allowances for unforeseen
contingencies in the progecution of a difficult
work.

During the many and heavy raing that besct
the contructors on the canal, much loose earth
was brought into the canal from sundry points,
which had to be removed; and though thers
