PHILOSOPHICAL APPARATUS.
Tho College is provided with a Philosophical Apparatus

that furnishes ample means of experimental illustration
in all the different branches of Natural Philosophy. The
sum of three thousand dollars has recently been expended,
partly in ihli country and partly in London and Paris, in
the purchase of new apparatus, adapted to the present
advanced state of the Physical Sciences.

EXAMINATIONS.
At tho close of oach study, or branch of study, tho mem¬

bers of the class are carefully examined, and, at the close
of tho year, in all the studies of the year, in the presence
of a Committee of tho Trustees; and their attainments
are communicated to the Board of Trustees.

RELIGIOUS INSTRUCTION.
In addition to daily morning and evening prayer, di¬

vine worship is held twice on every Sunday, and the reci¬
tation on Monday morning is always in the Greek Testa¬
ment. At tho request of his parent or guardian, a student
is permitted to attend anyplace of worship which himself
or the parent or guardian may select. One member of the
Faculty will attend at each of tho different places of wor¬

ship (Presbyterian, Episcopalian, end Methodist) in the
village, and note all absentees.

ted, on application, to all students designed for the Min¬
istry.
The tuition fee for Modern Languages will bo eight

Course required for a degree, a more limited range of stu¬
dies is furnished, adapted to the sphere and course of life
of each individual, so far as such can be reasonably antic¬
ipated.

1. J>nnmanship.By an original and popular system of
this art, which invariably produces a bold, finished band,
peculiarly adapted to the purposes of the accountant and
business man.

2. Arithmetic.Comprising numerous abbreviated me¬
thods of computing Interest, Discount. Equation of Pay¬
ments, Ac., and other mercantile calculations founded on

per rentage; together with all such operations as are re¬
quisite for a thorough knowledge of tho business of the
counting-room.

3. BnokJcerjring.Single and Double Entry, by the most
approved methods. A complete course of instruction in
this branch will be furnished, designed to fit the student
to take charge of any set of account books.

4th. An Agricultural Department.Comprising a se¬
lection from the English and Mathematical courses; and,
also, Surveying, Botany, Mlneralogv, Geology, Chemistry,
and Agricultural Chemistry; the last two illustrated by
experimental lectures.

5th. A Civil Enoineer Department.In which are
taught Arithmetic, (mental and written,) Algebra, (men¬
tal and written,) Geometry, Trigonometry, Surveying,
with tho use of instruments In the field, Practical Engi¬
neering, Architecture, Perspective, Draughting, and To¬
pography.

fith. A Teacher's Department..Tho course of study
will consist of a judicious selection of suljecta from the
other departments, Including all the branches pursued In
our common schools. Practical Lectures will also bo given
on School Teaching, both as a science and as an art.

Pupils will not only thus receive the fullest instruction
relative to the best aivl most popular methods of teaching,
but they will also have opportunities of exemplifying
them, by hearing recitations In the lower departments of
the Institution.

7th. A Dspartment op Modern Lanodaoes.In which
students who wish to take a thorough courso can have an

opportunity of doing so; while others, whose object may
be to acquire sufficient knowledge to translate with fhc.il-
ity, snd to pronounce with tolorable correctness, in as
short a time as possible, aro also provided for.

Newark Academy.
By a late re-organisation of this department of Dela¬

ware College, the Board of Trustees have taken measures
to place It upon a new and improved foundation, and to
endow It with advantages possessed by few similar Insti¬
tutions in tho couhtry.

tained at Institutions of this kind. Those who wish to
pursue some particular branch which falls more properly
within tho College course, may bo admitted to recite in
any of the College classes. Students also of proper age
and discretion, by recommendation of the Principal, and
permission of the Faculty, may enjoy the use of the Col¬
lege Library without additional charge. Admission also
may be had to the Lectures, and such other privileges of
the' College as can be profitably enjoyed by academical
students.

with tuition in the English, Latin, and Greek, is seventy
dollars for the Summei^Session, and seventy-five for the
Winter Session. The mily extras are one dollar nor ses¬
sion for incidental expenses, and a fhe of eight dollars for
Modern Languages, and a fee of five dollars for Drawing,
from those who enter these classes. The sessions and va¬
cations of the Preparatory Department are the same as
those of the College.

FURNISHING MAIL LOCKS KEYS.
Post Office Department, )

March 14,1851. J

IT being desirable to substitute locks and keys of some
other kind for those now in use for tho mail service

of the United States, specimen locks and keys, with pro¬
posals to furnish the same, will be received and oonsidered
at the Post Office Department until the first day of July
next. The different locks will be submitted to a commis¬
sion for examination and report. Upon this report, con¬
tracts will, as soon as practicable, be entered into for fur¬
nishing such locks and keys for four years, with the right
on the part of the Postmaster General, for the timo being,
to extend and continue the contract in force for an addi¬
tional term of four years, by giving to the contractor a

written notice to that effect, not more than nine nor less
than six months licfore the termination of the first term
of four years.
W ith a view of procuring the best lock at the lowest

price, no kiuil of lock is prescribed as a standard, the De¬
partment relying for a sele ction on the mechanical skill
and ingenuity which a fair competition, now invited, may
develop. It is, however, pro|>er to state that a lock suit¬
able for the mail servioe shpuld possess the following qual¬
ities, vii: durability, uniformity, lightness, and strength.
For the purpose of displacing simultaneously all the

mail locks and keys now in use, about thirty thousand
uow locks and twenty thousand kcysodapted thereto will be
required to be furnished by the contractor within seven

months after the controct shall have been entered into;
afterwards the annual supply will dejiend on the dura¬
bility of tho locks and keys adopted, as well as the in¬
crease of tho mail service; but it will probably never ex¬
ceed In amount throe thousand of tho former and one
thousand of the latter.
No lock will be considered if it l>o like any already In

general use; nor will anyone with whom the contract
may 1*' made Is? allowed to make, sell, or furnish, any
lock or key similar to those contracted for for any other
purpose or use than that of the I'ost Office Department.
The kind of lock adopted must Vie patented, and the pa¬

tentee will be required, on entering Into contract, to make
an assignment of his patent for the exclusive use and ben¬
efit of the Department, If tho Postmaster (Jenoral shall
deem such requirement essential to the iuterests of the
service. Incase of the failure of the contractor at any
time to fulfil faithfully the terms and conditions of his
contract, the I'ostinaster General shall have the right,
Itesides a resort to the penal remedy hereinafter men¬

tioned, to annul said contritet, and to contract anew with
any other party or parties as ho may see fit. for furnishing
similar locks and keys.

In deciding upon' tho proposals and specimens offered,
the Postmaster General may deem it expedient to select
for the through malls the lock of one bidder, and for the
way mails that of another. He reserves, therefore, the
right of contracting with different individuals for such
different kinds of locks as ho may select, and also the
right to reject all the specimen* and proposals, if he shall
deem that course for the interest of the Department. The
party or parties contracting will be required to give bond,
wlih ample security, In the sum of thirty thousand dol-
lars, for a faithful performance of the contract. The con¬
tract Is to contain provisions for tho due and proper In¬
spection of the locks and keys, and also for guarding
against their passing into Improper hands; the terms of
these provisions to be arranged between the Department
and the, successful bidder, If a bid should be accepted.
.No application will be considered if not accompanied

with satisfactory evidence of the trustworthy character of
the bidder, and of his ability to fulfil the contract.
