AMERICAN TELEGRAPH
WASHINGTON CITY CANAL.

By reference to the map of Washington it
will be seen that the terminus of tho canul at
the river is where New Jersey avenue and 0
street meet.but four squares west of the navy-
yard. It will also be perceived that a branch
of apparently equal size is laid down as depart¬
ing from the main canal (ft the intersection of
South Capitol street and New Jersey avenue,
running south with a slight westerly inclina¬
tion, and terminating in St. James* Creek, im¬
mediately north and east of the Arsenal and
Penitentiary. The project of constructing this
branch canal, for some time lost sight of by
many, appears to be revived in such manner as

to render its execution probable. Tho follow¬
ing article will be road with interest:

[From the National Intelligcncer of this morning.]
The J'ropoted Canal through James' Creek, and

the Commercial Interests of Washington.
I am happy in being able to inform your

readers, taking an intorest in the subject, that
the matter which occupies my attention in these
papers has been referred to a select committee
in the Board of Aldermen, with instructions to
report upon the expediency and practicability
of doing tho proposed work without expense to
the Corporation and by means of private enter¬
prise. I flatter myself that these gentlemen
will, in view of the importance of the subject
and of the urgency of the case, soon so re¬

port as to enable men of means and enterprise
to find it to their advantage to make proposals,
having in contemplation the execution of the
plan in a speedy, efficient, and satisfactory man¬
ner.

' I understand that a company is, in point
of fact, prepared, upon obtaining certain privi¬
leges and encouragement from the two Boards,
to advance the requisite funds, and enter into
satisfactory obligations and engagements to un¬
dertake and complete the cut through the James'
Creek ravine in such a manner as to secure a
lair proportion of the expected trndo for the
proposed harbor at its terminus. And if such
be the case, and the company can satisfy those
whom, it concerns that it is willing and able to
do the thing on terms which shall be acceptable
to the city authorities, and productive of pros¬
perous results for the District cities, why should
there be any hesitation to make the bargain
and begin the work ?

Fortunately for our interests, the Board of
Control have succeeded in securing the services
of Mr. Chaki.es B. Fisk, whose appointment as

engineer is a guaranty that the remaining por¬
tion of the work and the settlement of existing
difficulties and differences will be soon and*pro-
perly attended to and brought to an amicable
and satisfactory close. He brings to the work
so much practical experience, professional
skill and character, and is clothed with such
discretionary powers, as to give the citizens of
the District the strongest possible assurance of
a consummation most devoutly to be prayed
for. Whilst thus I join with those who feel an
interest in the progress and completion of our
canal in sclf-gratulation at this judicious selec¬
tion, I feci additional gratification in the con¬
viction that the approaching and happy settle¬
ment of the controversy, and realization of those
hopes and speculations which depend upon the
trade with Cumberland and the valley of the
Potomac, must, ns nn inevitable nnd natural
Oonsequenoe, bring with it the commencement
and completion of the stem through James'
Creek, to accommodate the rush of business
which will follow the connexion with the rich
region above us.

It will not need over one hundred thousand
dollars to make a branch as wide and deep as
the canal now under contract, which Shall be¬
gin at or near Virginia avenue and South Cap¬
itol street, and convey such of tho trade as can
be spared at the terminus of New Jersey avenue
and O street to a deep, capacious artificial basin
or pert near the Arsenal, of sufficient size and
depth to receive ocean steamers and sail vessels
us direot agents for exports and imports. Suoli,
as I am informed, men of capital and responsi¬
bility are prepared to propose and to do. The
sum is not so large, nor the difficulties so in¬
surmountable, nor the results so distant and in¬
significant, that the scheme should be pronounced
visionary or impracticable. It was the inten¬
tion of the original Board of Directors to pro¬
vide for a branch through James' Creek ravine.
Mr. Leckie, a practical engineer, was consulted
on the subjcct, and pronounced iu favor of it,
both on the score of economy and profit. On
the map of the city your readers will find that
a stem of equal size with that of New Jersey
avenue is traced out and designated. It was

not, however, opened, because the citizens of
the Navy-Yard and the interests of Government
required that the one now under contract and to
be first put in order should bo previously at¬
tended to. Tliat it should be so previously
attended to, out of funds already appropriate*!
or jet to conic from Governmental or Corporation
sources, of course I would not if I could oppose
or have otherwise. What I do want and pro¬
pose, to repeat, is that proposals should be in¬
vited and entertained by our City Councils,
tending and calculated to make the mouth of
James' Creek available as a basin or harbor for
sea-gning vessels, and to unite it with the main
branch of our city canal through the ravine as

designated on our city chartB. That the know¬
ledge, on the part of citizens and capitalists, of
suea dispositions in the minds of our city fathers
will result in the undertaking and completion of
the work, I feel perfectly satisfied. If we try
the experiment, not many months will pass be¬
fore the work is begun, and in due season brought
to an auspicious termination. It will be most
short-sighted aud unwise if we do not imitate
the good example of our friends in Alexandria,
who, by municipal encouragement and special
privileges, have attracted thither so much of the
mining capital and custom of the mining com¬

panies of Cumberland. Already our supineness
or ill-fortune has resulted in letting them get de-
oidedly the start of us in the race. Whilst we
have been talking, squabbling ;ind postponing,
our enterprising neighbors havo been doing, fn
thus acting with energy and promptitude, they
deserve and have secured success. We should
not envy, but imitate them. There is room

enough, work enough, for all.
The natural advantages of Washington and

Georgetown are unquestionable. At the head
of navigation and tide-crater, the gateway to
that glorious valley through which the majestic
and beautiful Potomac flows, linked by steam
and electricity with the most important sections
of this vast Republic, favored by the presence
of the Executive and the liberality of legislative
encouragement, what, is there in otir present
and future prospeets that Is not eheering, what
ia our past that may not be made instructive

for our guidance uud control? Let us, then,fellow-citizeuB of the District, puna by more
trivial, more remote interests ami objects, to
turn our attention to matters noarer home!
Let us confer, combine together, and invite for¬
eign capital and enterprise by tempting offers
to come to our aid and relief, and so provide for
commercial and business objocts and interests
as to hasten and deserve that harvest of profit,
honor, and prosperity which the completion of
our canal and union with the teeming-valley of
the Potomac must, as a consequence, inevitably
bring in life-giving abundance to our thresholds!

From Graham's Magazine for May.
MAY-DAY.

by wnxiAM HOWirr.
Of this fine old popular festival scarcely a

trace now remains. From one of the most uni¬
versally adopted ones by the people of both an¬
cient and modern nations, it is now becomc the
most completely obsolete. In my " llural Lite
of England" I have shown what were its cus¬
toms, which may be traced back to the llomans,
to our Danish ancestors, and to the Hindoos,
who Btill hold a festival of a like nature, and
erect a pole wreathed with flowers. Our Saxon
ancestors, going to their Witenagemote, left
their servants to a saturnalia of this kind, where
a king and queen were chosen. They also
raise a maypole, as their standard of justice, in
their great out-of-door tribunals held at this
season. The Danes blew horns at this feast;
and traces of the'custom still remain at Oxford,
Cambridge, and other places. But still stronger
traces yet remain in Germany, where the boys
on May-day make long horns from the bark of
the elm, which they strip off, and calling them
Schalntritn, get upon all the lull-tops, and make
a most singular clamor with them. The cele¬
bration of this festival by the Druids and Celts
points it. out as belonging to the worship of the
sun. In Ireland and the highlands of Scotland,
the people still kindle fires ou the tops of their
mountains on this clay, called Heal Fires, and
the festival there celebrated Beltane, or Beal-1
tane.thelast remnant of the worship of Baal.

In Sweden, as we learn from Miss Bremer,
the country-people still get on the hill-tops, and
mflkc great fires. In Germany this used to be
the custom ; but the tires on the hills being pro¬
hibited, owing to the conflagrations sometimes
occasioned by them in the forests, the boys still
make bonfires in the by-lanes of towns and in
villages, and leap to and fro over them.thus,
in fact, passing through the fire to Moloch, with¬
out knowirtg why. In Spain, the village-queen
is still called Maia, showing the Roman origin
of the custom there; and in France they still
adorn their houses with boughs; and hence their
epotuet, or brides of the> month of May. Jn fact,
as we have elsewhere shown, the vestiges of the
rites und festival of May prove how ancient and
universal was their observance. The poets were
as enamored of May-day and its jollity and
love-making as the people; and in the " Rural
Life" will be found ample quotations from Chau¬
cer, Shakspeare, Milton, Herrick, and other po¬
ets, full of the spirit and the praises of the
time.
So long as Paganism, and even Catholicism, con¬

tinued in the ascendant, the mirth of May-day re¬
mained undiminished. The people lived easily,
and, like the bird on the bough, saug and sported
care-freo through lite. They were like so many
great children, neither lookingbehind nor before,
but taking God's sunshine and his flowers as

they came, and rejoicing in them while they
lasted. But iu came Puritanism, and down
went all the old festivities and pageants. It
was not merely that n sterner discipline had
been introduced, but that a great revolution had
arrived, in which thought and intellect asserted
their sober but entrancing power, fertile in
deeper joys, as well as sorrows, and casting a

distaste on the mind for the puerilities of the
world's childhood. From this hour the pageants
of May-day perished irrevocably; and a may¬
pole now is one of the rarest sights to be mot
with, only in the most primitive and obscure
villages.

Not bot that there have been many attempts
to revive the celebration of May-day, from its
supposed greater congeniality to the spirit of
youth than that of any other festivity. But Utc
erfor lay in attempting to graft on a thinking
age the pastimes of an unthinking one; in not
perceiving the real nature of the change which
had taken place. This change was less in tbe
outward circumstances than iu the inner mind.
There was a new nature jreatcd, in which the
old could no longer exist The times, and the
spirit of the times, were changed :

lUppy the age, add hannlww were the day*.
For then trae love and amity wore found.

Wnoti every rfllajfe Ad a maypole raiae,
And WhlUun-alesand May-name* did abound;

And all the luaty younkera, hi a route
With merry laeae*, dapcaJ the rod alwut.

Then Friendship to their banquets bid the ({ueeta.
And the poor man fared the better for their feai-t*.

The lord* of manor*, autlca. town*, and tower*,
Ucjoiced when they beheld the farmer* ttouriah,

And would come down unto the aummer bower*
To *ee the country (rallnnta danre the Mortice.

But *inee the Sum mi.r I'olu wrRR overthrow*.
And all Rood *porU and morrim«nU decayed,

How time* and May are eJianged, *o well i* known,
It were but labor IO*t If more went *aid.

Pakqits'* Minn/ha.
This is a great, and in some degree a melan¬

choly truth ; and it would be very melancholy
if we did not perceive that we nro now merely
in a transition state, and that a new and better
era must ultimately issue from our present
chaos. The world has had the same experience
as St. Paul, who declares that when lie was a

child, he thought and apake as a child; but
becoming a man, he regarded only the things
of a man. The man has, however, yet to learn
that amusement as well as work is necessary,
and what is the true aort for him. With all our

progress wo have not progressed into half the
case and gaycty that onr ancestors possessed.
Willi all our improvement* we have not im¬
proved into their habit of enjoying themselves.
With all our triumphs of machinery and of
knowledge, we have won no leisure, no happi¬
ness, not even our daily bread. We have lost
all that our ancestors possessed, and have gained
nothing which they had not. That is a poor
story to tell; that is a strange result of ]>rogrw
and civibzation.

Progress! Is it a progress into poverty, toll,
and wretchedness that we boast of? Let those
boast who win. Civili*ation ! Is it civilisation
to have famine anil expulsion from house and
home in' Ireland; "work, work, work!" and
Bremhill and Ooataore in Bngbuid t

Ah! there is something still hugely wrong!Whichever way we turn, a giant-monster meets
us, and stattles ns ont of our dreams of poetry.
We call this ah enlightened age. In what is it
enlightened? With all our light and know¬
ledge, can any man tell ns, even on this ques¬
tion of May-day1, how the people, as one uni¬
versal people, cnuM tflhn out for a single day,
and enjoy themselves' JJo! The mills want

uh, the shops want us, the banks and railroads
want us. We wunt our daily bread, and Mam¬
mon wants his. He opens all his thousand
mouths of gaping smithies, workshops, and
offices, to swallow us up. We have won mil¬
lions, but we have not yet won leisure tor a sin¬
gle day ! Where is the man that does nay that
we are wiser than our ancestors?
And yet Nature and the human heart are

the same. The one has all her beauties and
delights still to offer, the other has all its glori¬
ous capacities to enjoy. Ok! bow beautiful
and amiable is Nature at this moment! How
green is her grass! how tender is her foliage!The cuckoo has returned from far lands, and
shouts her gladness once more. The night¬ingale pours hymns of love aud worship from
every bough, more beautiful than Pindar, or
even Daviu, ever wrote. The cowslip and the
primrose bathe in dewy meadows, and breathe
up incense to the heaven that smiles on them.
Tho whole country is a paradise of love and
youth and beauty; and it should bo the holiday
of every man, woman, and child, now to break
loose from labor and care, and go forth and
enjoy it. This should be the festival of May.
Without returning to the hobby-horse, and the
more foolish customs of our ancestors, we
should, at leant, return to nature. We should
make it the holiday of May.if not on one day
at least on another.for every soul to go out,
and abandon itself to the general joy of the sea¬
son. To breathe the fresh, pure air; to revel
in the feeling of all the delicious greenness, and
amid tho heaven-suggesting flowers ; to let the
"work, work, work!" cease for at least one

day, in the weary, whirling brain; and the
heart, opening to the perception of the mighty
joy that covers the whole face of (he earth, re¬

pose for a single day on the sense of God's good¬
ness, and feel that, it Btill can sympathize in the
pleasures of its follow-men. This should be the
holiday of May; and 1 would say, let it be so
for all that pan. God never meant that all tho
loveliness of May should be left to the bird upon
the bough, aud the beast in tho field; and that
man, the noblest of his creatures, should be im¬
prisoned in the workshop, ami have none of it.
Shall the otter bask in the sedge, the snake on
the bank, and the very toad, in its hole, and
shall not man bask, too ? Shall not the time
once more come, when this may be a holiday
for all, and there may be a dance on the village-
green, and a dance in the heart ot every poor
man at -the festival of youth and nature.the
poetical May-day.
