Tur Froriva Evercrapes.—Governor Brown
of Florida has made a very considerable explo-
ration of the everglades, and the opinion he has
srrived at and confidently entertains is, that
not only is a thorough drainage impracticable,
but, if it eould he effected, the depositelaid bare
would be found to be a purely vegetable decom-
position, light enough when dry to be blown
away, and quite as combustible as pent. The
everglades are interspersgd with numerous chan-
nels and basins, of a depth below the level of
the ocean, with a limestone or sand bottom ; and
where the absence of all current permits the
vegetable deposites to accumnulate to & greater
or less depth, it is still so loose and unsubstan-
tinl that many years' exposure to the action of
the sun and atmosphere will he necessary to
impart to it the qualities of soil. By deepen-
ing the outlets to the sen, the water of the ever-
glides conld be materially lowered =o as to
reclaim land about the margin, und drain the
numerous islands interspersed through this
great waste of waters; but nothing more can
be done. The waters of the everglades teem
with fish of many varieties, and in such num-
bers one must see to believe, With a simple
spear the fisherman may load his bont in o few
moments. Wild fowls are there in such enor-
mous flocks as almost to darken the sun; and
game is abundant on the islands, Add to these
the indigenous growth of coonti or arrow-root,
of which the Indian makes his bread, and the
attachment of the savage to such a spot is easily
understood.
