J- ¦ America^ Jf Ufftaph..<1k.nti.emkn The few things 1
have had to say were for men of Intelligence, and not for
tho bigot, tlio sciolist, or plumy. Children make citations,
butcultivated minds ascertain thplr value, which ia gradu¬
ated by the proximity of their pertlneuce to the issue.
"Another Churchman" hail a rigtit to mix himself up
with thin matter, on condition of making some suggestion
deserving consideration.; but bin offering Is a collection of
scraps from tho coinuiouunt sources, and in viewed by him
with tjitt Mime uomplaogwy that a silly bird chuckles over
feathers shook from the plumugu of ythers, or a child who
mistakes tor a siring of ]>earls a handful of worthies*
pebbles. The Ark of our religion, a system of unbounded
benevolence, is polluted by the rude touch of mistaken
zealots; and, iustead of being an intelligible system of
faith and morals, Is converted into a collection of conun¬
drums and paradoxes, to be untwisted by half-witted
preachers and demented laymun. In view of the moral
desolation produced by mistaken zeal, our country pre-
cents a deplorable aspect. The .Methodist Episcopal Church,
once a happy community, is torn asunder, and its two
sections, like chained bears, are growling at each other
across Mason & Dixon's line, squabbling about the divl-
vision of the common property. The situation of the
Baptists is not very dissimilar, and l'resbyterianism is in¬
volved in a general brawl by the unintelligible disputes; of
pragmatical priests, Our beloved communion has escaped
similar convulsions, and it Is important that the hierarchy
should not depart from the judicious and honorable course
marked out by tho Apostles, und heretofore pursued.
"Another Churchman-' and I differ only on collateral

matters. I stated that raffling, casting lots, and throwing
dice expressed the some idea.they meant an appeal to
chance to decide a mooted question.and that th&e was
no immorality per te in the appeal to chance, from the
fcet that it wan authorized by the ceremonial law, and
adopted in cases plainly set forth in the sacred writings.
Tills is denied, and I am required to sustain my position.
Tho manner of using the lots or dice, whether casting or

laying them down gently; their shape, whether cubical,
triangular, elliptical, or flat; and tho substance, whether
metal, bone, or wood.are all unimportant matters. The
spirit of the ritual required a chance determination, and
in administering tho statute the priests, in various ages,
were compelled to make innovations on the simplicity of
the original practice, to conform to national emergencies
and Ticissitudes; and this consideration sufficiently ac¬
counts for the views of the learned Dr. Clarke, and also
what Is contained in Josephus. That the basis of tho
words dice and lots is the name in the ceremonial law can
be demonstrated as conclusively as succinctly. The ex¬

ponent of those words, as contained in the Septuagint,
U turned into furs in the Latin of the Vulgate. This
word, then, is the Latin exponent for the Hebrew phrase;
and to show the meaning of the Latin word, I submit the
authority of the Prince of Roman eloquence and learning
himself: "Quid tort estT" asks the immortal Tully; "Meni
propemixlum quod micare, quod talotjacere, quod tetterat,
quibus in reins temtritus el casus, non ratio et concilia
valet." It is unnecessary to state what every Latin scholar
knows, that tains and tcssrra are continually rendered dice
In English. The lexicographers also inform us that the
word used in the Septuagint and in the Mew Testament
U correctly rendered by tho phrase, " anything used In de-
tarmining chances." 'Hie Greek of the Septuagint, and
the Latia of the Vulgatc, is the highest possible authority
that nan he adduced, for they have received the' unani¬
mous suffrages of learned men in an unbroken chain,
from the golden age of the Ilcbrew language to the pre¬
sent hour, including our Saviour and the Apostles, in
whose society Dr. Clarke rejoices to be found; and, I ima¬
gine, my brother "Churchman" will not dispute the author¬
ity of Cicero conccrning the meaning of a Roman word.
If illiterate muu associate impure ideas with the simplest
phraseology, it is not allowable that their imparities
should be incorporated with the phrases employed. The
soldiers, in raffling for our Saviour's clothing, adminis¬
tered the gamo to suit their own convenience, and we

ought to allow the early saints as much liberty in selecting
a bishop, for the words used are identical, and the sacred
vessels were not used in either case. If the translators
of King James had preferred the word dice where lot oc¬

curs, I imagine it would have obviated the objection of
my opponent.
The word " game'' was used by me with a caveat against

levity. My brother "Churchman" seizos upon the word
with avidity; and, after puttiug an impure construction
upon it, in disregard of the limitation distinctly expressed,
makes it the occasion of applying a ribald epithet, but
has not the Rapacity to perceive that he alone is the tort¬
feasor. The word " game" Is not only an Innocent, but
a most dignified and respectable word. In common par¬
lance, we apeak of the game of politics and the game of
diplomacy. It was applied among the ancients to every
occupation except those necessary for human subsistence;
and hence the professor of a college was called a Ludi-
magister. Like other words, it may be used in a good or

had sense. The Olympic, Nemean, and Isthmian games
were the glory of Greece in her palmiest days, and were

renowned throughout the circle of lands. Philosophers
and princes competed for honors in poetry, eloq uence, and
historic composition there awarded, and their celebrity is
sanctified in tlie epistle to tho Hebrews. They were con-
seeratcd by religious rites, celebrated with magnificence
and eminent devotion.
The citation* of my brother "Churchman" to show that

a chance decision, when employed in furtherance of a

good object, is unexceptionable, but when employed in a

disreputable business iwcomes immoral, contain a position
the truth of which I never doubted; but as St. Paul de¬
clares ho never would eat turkey or turtle-soup with a

view of offending a silly brother, so I will consent, when
ehanoe Is resorted to for a laudable purpose, to call it
"casting lots;" and, when it Is of evil tendency, to give
those concerned the monopoly of the words ''dice" and
" raffling."' A resort to tho lot, or an appeal to chance, Is
a mere reference to a decision, tho character of which can¬

not be known or ascertained by any of the parties to the
game. There is, therefore, no appeal to God. Tho result
depend* upon a combination of tho laws of motion, gravi¬
tation, and resistance. Qod has put all things under law.
our volitions, and oven tho succession of our ideas, are as

much the subjects of positive law as the motions of the
heavenly bodies. Prayer cannot sanctify an immorality,
nor can the omission of prayer vitiate a good deed. The
reasoning, therefore, quoted with approbation by my
brother from pious sources, is so eminently puorile as to
lie undeserving of criticism.
What I have said is under protest that the offering of

my brother wa» not germane to the issue, concerning the
moral character of the Arts-Union, llut 1 submit that
the false elamor of my brother was without foundation,
and hla vituperation gratuitous. The description he bor¬
rows of the mode of obtaining a chance decision, and
which he regards with great complacency, Is not objec¬
tionable, and prevailed in tho later days of the Theocracy:
but I submit whether it Is any thing else than drawing
cards.fhrlt Is not Important, I imagine, whether the card?
are drawn from the pack or are placed in a hat or an urn.

or whether they are mado of wood, metal, or pasteboard.
To nse the word " game" or " dice" Is profanity; but show
that a chance decision was obtained by " cards," and the
transaction becomes invested with tho odor of sanctlflca-
tion and the savor of grace.
Tho apology tendered by " Raltlmore," and promptly

accepted by trie, cannot be yielded to my brother " Church-
Man," for the plain reason that It was properly, and hon¬
estly made, and that his foebio talent would bo very
vainly oxerted in extricating our estimable diocesan from
the difficulties into which an unqualified denunciation of
Insurance policies wojnld plunge him. The effort of my
brother to dmw a distinction between a moral *nd social

question in reference to the Arts-Union.* distinction
without a difference.Is evldenee that his mind is envel¬
oped In a fog of his own fabrication, where for the present
1 am eompolled to leave him.
