Stranger'* Guide to the Publio Buildings.
Thi Capitol stands at the east end of Pennsylvania

avenue; the length of the front Is 352 feet, depth of wings121 feet, and covers one and a half acres of ground. Its
height to the top of the dome is 140 feet. The buildingembraces the Representatives' hall, the Senate chamber,Congressional Library room, and Supreme Court room.
Tm President's House is one mile west of the Capitol;It is 180 feet in length, breadth 120 feet, built of white

freestone. The Treasury, War, Navy, and State Depart¬
ments surround the grounds of the President's mansion.
The Treasury building is 330 feet in length, depth of cen¬
tre 190 feet, height 05 feet. It contains 160 apartments.
The General Land office occupies the third story. The
State, War, and Navy Departments are nearly the same
dimensions, the War Department being 130 feet long by60 wide.
Tm General Post Orrics is on E street, running from

Seventh to Eighth. Its length is 204 feet, depth of centre
00 feet, and is 3 stories in height.
Th* Patient Office occupies a reservation between

8eventh and Ninth streets west, and F and G streets
north. The body of the building is 270 feet, breadth of
centre 127 feet. This edifice is partly occupied as a Na¬
tional Museum, and as a receptacle for models of new in¬
ventions. There are two wings, of marble, now in course
of erection.
Thi Smithsonian Institution is built on the Island,

occupying a reservation between Seventh and Twelfth
streets, on the south side of the canal. Its length is 447
feet, and greatest breadth 132 feet. The largest tower is
145 feet high.
Thi U. S. Observatory is built upon a reservation be¬

tween Twenty-Third and Twenty-Fifth sts., near George¬
town, nearly a mile west of the President's House. The
building is 50 feet square and 2 stories high, surmounted
with a movable dome.
Tm Washington National Monument is on the Island,

west of Fifteenth street. The base of the Pantheon is 250
feet in diameter; height of the same 100 feet. The obelisk
to be 500 feet in height.
Thi Congressional Buryino-oround is about a mile and

a half east of the Capitol, and contains about ten acres of
ground, surrounded by a brick wall.
Tm Navy Yard is about one mile east of the Capitol, onthe Anacostla branch.
Tm Arsenal is about one mile south of the Capitol, on

GreenleaTs Point.
Tm Penitentiary adjoins the Arsenal grounds, feeingthe Potomac river.
The City Hall is on Louisiana avenue, fronting Four-

and-arhalf street, occupying a reservation called J udiciary
Square. It is 245 feet in length.
The Citt Post Office on Seventh street, between E

and F.
Odd Fellows' Hall, on Seventh street, between D and E.
