James Anderson and his wife were tried before
the Circnit Buperior Court of Rockbridge coun-
ty, Virginia, at its spring term, for the murder
of this family on the night of the 16th of De-
cember, 1846, The trial commenced on the
16th of April and terminated on the 22d; and
the verdict of the jury was, that Anderson was
guilty of murder in the first degree, and his
wife not guilty. A new trial was applied for
on behalf of the prisoner, and granted by the
Judge, and the venue changed to the county of
Datl.

The Lexington (lazefte furnishes the follow-
ing navrative of civcumstances attendant upon
this foul transaction:

mar 24— . 1

““The testimony proved that the house in
which the decensed resided was seen standing
on Wednesday evening, the 16th of December,
1846, about durk ; that a large light was per-
ceptible, on the same night, in the direction
of the house, between the hours of seven and
eight o'clock; that the next morning the
chimney of the house was ulone discovered
remaining, by a witness some distunce off;
that it commenced snowing on the evening
of the 16th of Decemher, 1846, at sundown,
and continued wuntil about ten o'clock the
next day; that the snow was ahout three inches
deep between the Lours of six and eight o’clock
that night, and sixteen inches deep when it
ceased the next day; that the dead bodies of
the deceased, six in number, were found in a
friﬂd state on the morning of the ensuing Sab-
bath; that the ground was entirely clear of
snow for twenty-five feet beyond the house in the
direction of the dead bodies, and that the loca-
tion of the hodies was about fifteen feet from
the foundation of the house, and ahout ten feet
from the edge of the snow towards the house;
that the bodies were not burned; that tracks
were not to be found either in the snow or
where the ground was clear of enow around the
burnt house; that the burning may have made
the ground soft by the melting of the snow; that
no snow was found upon the bodies orupon any of
the articles carried out of the house ; that wear-
ing apparel and bed-clothes were found there ;
that the bodies were only partinlly dressed, and
entirely unprotected by the bed clothing; that
some of them were in a recumbent position, and
others prostrate; that the foot of one of them
was sunk in the ground and frozen tight; that
no marke of violence were found upon any of
them except the mother, who had a wound upon
