#(ivis” says his principal object in writing
is to call attention to what Sir Henry really did
say; yet he really does nal eite a single word of
the offenwive passage in (he speech alluded to, He
declared this to be his object, too, in order *to
give the quietus to the BLUNDERs of people
whose passions and violence have run away
with their powers of judgment;'’ yet in the
next breath he says, “Sir Henry Bulwer took
the oconsion offered by his address to give a
PUBLIC DENIAL TO THE PORGERY committed by
the editor of the Boston ‘Ce/l.’"" This is truly a
blundering admission; for the denial of the forgery
of the despatch is an, assertion of its authen-
ticity which might well proceed from the editor
of the *{elt,” but, commg from the apologist
of the Saxon official, is & specimen of drivelling
which stupidity itself, in its huppwst. moments
of blundering, could hardly aspire to equal. It
might, indeed, be called an ‘‘Irish Bull,” if
it were spiced with the charancteristic wit of
that people; but obviously destitute of all point
as it is, and dull as John  Bull himself, or even
a8 your correspondent, it may more s.ppropri-
ately be called an English Ox,

Your correspondent further says that Bul-
wer's remarks were ‘“directed to the Boston
editor alone.”” This assertion is palpably un-
true. Those remarks were general in their
terms. The extract from Bulwer’s speech, quo-
ted in my first communication, is conclusive on
thig point; and 1 would not commend the spirit
of any Irishman who could resd it ‘without
feeling and expressing indignation.

They
obey American law; they cherish a most de-
voted attachment to American institutions;
they enrich our country by their industry and
skill; and they are ever ready to expend their
blood and treasure in defence of the American
flag. That is the return they make. Does
“(Civis” think it enough? Thank Heaven,
American republicans at least thiok it is.

¢ (Civis” says that Americans are ‘‘descendants
of all sorts of people—of Baxons, Danes, Celts,
&e.”"  But the haughty DBriton, whose apologist
he has beeome, lnliﬁy nsserted that we are An-
glo-Sazona, and that our industry, our energy,
our upexampled incrense in wealth and popula-
tion, our victories on field and flood, and the
consequent glory we have acquired among the
nations, are to be traced to the Saxon stock
from which he says we are descended. On this
point * Civis" and the British Minister widely
differ, and I leave them to settle the contro-
versy—only remarking that I fear, from the
little talent displayed by the former in his com-
munication of to-day, the latter, even with a
baud cause, will gain an easy victory.

“Civis” winds up his diatribe of bad gram-
mar and worse logic by tendering nnasked ad-
vice to Irishmen in America.

PROGRESS OF IMPROVEMENT.

The liberality of Congress, as evinced in the
appropriations for the embellishment of the
buildings and the improvement of the grounds,
calls for a manifestation of appreciation by the
corporate authorities in matters pertaining to
the public convenience, while taste and useful-
ness go hand-in-hand. The trees of the Smith-
sonian Institute grounds and those of the ave- |
nue are in a flourishing condition; and it has
been a matter of geperal remark, that the trees
are not yet set out upon the ground contiguous
to the City Hall. It is to be hoped that the
proximity of his own residence to, or his em-
ploymentin that edifice of the eity, on the score
of delicacy in the matter, have not prevented
a compliance by the Mayor with the wishes of
the people, which were but truly reflected in
the Councils. Trees are of slow growth, and no
time ghould be lost in preparing the boxes and |
securing the trees for their positionsin the fall
or, at lnteat, early next spring.

encroachment for lumbering purposes at the
foot of 11th street. Granting that the ar.reut|
ran to & ‘‘bagin” on paper, which proved 1o be |
one of mud in reality, the sireet yet runs down
to the water for the convenience of citizens pro-
curing materials, wood or cosl, It isa right
belonging to the property-holders along the
whole line of 11th street, and in fact is con-
nected not with prlvilege in any sense. The
canal was made by generul tax for cominon ben-
efit, and however deaf the intevested may be
in such encronchments, they will not be gilently
tolerated. A solid board fence, instend of an
en’ one, but too plainly shows the scheme
heid: Bt the Corporation iteelf must uot in-
trude; The proprietor .of the Assembly-rooms
has alvendy awakened attention. He is not
witheut redress ; and the people have bad too
many selfish nuisances thrust against their vis-

ion and the annoyances of their olfactories, to
need more—to say nothing of the outrages upon
taste, the inerease of unsightly abjects, and ob-
structions against protection in opse of fire cre-
ated, while the dangers of its spread are nug-
mented by mﬂammﬂ piles, as experienced in
the dévastating fires of St. Louis. Let these
thinga cease altogether; and if the proper cor-
rection be not early applied, it is hoped the en-
ergetic and fearless Commissioner will direct
the throwing down, without ceremony, all ob-
structions set on foot by selfish schemes.

The Councilg have acted wisely in extending
the improvement of New Jersey avenue north.
It was a clear right of the people to have nc-
cess from severnl points te the railroad depot.
And when the Commissioner of the Publie
Buildings shall have secured the ‘‘compost’
which has usually been prepared on'that ave-
nue, near the junction of the circular road,
north of the Capitol, itis ho, he will have the
necessary appropriation made for pavement and
gutters through the public grounds. The cir-
cular road is one of the best nccess to the de-
pot; but it is not in the route of some of the
public houses, and the dear people’s peculiar
friends need not be lost sight of after the public
good is consulted. If the signs are not good
next session of Congress, sundry subjects will
be thoroughly opened up for public admiration.

| spondent of the Charleston Mercury publishes o
plan of action for South Carolina, in the formof
an Ordinange, which, he says, wus druwn up by
0 deugulshed citizen of thut State, and intend-
ed to be that of actual secession. It proposes
that the State convention shall declare the per-
petunl and undisturbed use of negro slives “in-
dispensable to the full development of the re-
| sourees of the staple-growing States;” that the
Southern States cun make the world tributary
to them if they have *'no injuriously restrictive
import duties;” that the Northern amm. being
deeply interested in manufuctures, will not con-
sent to free trade, and, under the influenee of
false views of nhg:uu hummby, and poliey,
will not cense to agitate against slavery ; und,
possessing the numerical majority in Lunbnm,
and the electoral college, they are all-powerful
on those points; consequently, a union with
those Biates is injurious to the South; that
South Carolina is opposed to the Union, and de-
sires dissolution and aSouthern confederacy com-
posed of slayeholding States alone, and would
promptly and gladly adopt nny practieal measure
for that purpose, but is restruined by the con-
vietion thatno other slaveholding State would fol-
low her exaumple; and if the Stute did secede, the
non-slaveholding States possess the power and
the will to forece her to submit; and, even if
peaceably allowed to go, she could not maintain
o sepurate existence by herself, with dignity
and independence; The writer proposes. there-
fore, that South Carolina will net secede at
present, bit that, being in o hopeless minority,
she shall take no further purt in' the General
Government or its councils. He suggests that
the convention shall enact fundamental and
perpetunl laws prohibiting elections for Presis
dent and Vice President of the United States,
or the appointment of electors for the aamo,,
and for gﬁnaturs and Representatives in Con-
gress, and vagating the sewts of those already
chosen ; forbidding citizens to hold office under
the General Government, unless the office be
located in the State; inbibiting the Btate itself
from accepting any approprintion from the
General Government; imposing double taxes
on all the property in the State of persons re-
siding in non-slaveholding States, &e.
