PHILOSOPHICAL APPARATUS.
The College Is provided with a Philosophical Apparatus

that furnishes ample meana of experimental Illustration
in all the different branches of Natural Philosophy. The
sum of three thousand dollars has recently been expended,
partly in this country and partly in London and Paris, in
the purchase of new apparatus, adapted to the present
advanoed state of the Physical Sciences.

EXAMINATIONS.
At the close of each study, or branch of study, the mem¬

bers of the class are carefully examined, and, at the close
of the year, in all the studies of the year, in the presence
of a Committee of the Trustees; and their attainments
are communicated to the Board of Trustees.

RELIGIOUS INSTRUCTION.
In addition to daily morning and evening prayer, di¬

vine worship is held twice on every Sunday, and the reci¬
tation on Monday morning is always In the Greek Testa¬
ment.

Arithmetic, Elements of Algebra, Latin and Greek
Grammar, Jacob's or Felton's Greek Reader, and the first
two books of Xenophon's Anabasis, Jacob's or Doering's
Latin Reader, Sallust or Caesar, Cioero's Select Orations,
and VlrgU, or what shall be deemed equivalent-!

-fsriTeacher's Department..The course of study
will consist of a judicious selection of subjects from the
other department*, including all the branches pursued in
our oommou schools. Practical 1/ccturee will also be given
on School Teaching, both as a science and as an art.

Pupils will not only tbns receive the fullest Instruction
relative to the best and most popular methods of teaching,
bat tbey will also have opportunities of exemplifying
thorn, by hearing recitations in the lower departments of |
the Institution.

7th. A Department op Modern Lanouaors.In which
students who wish to take a thorough oourse can have an

opportunity of doing so; while others, whose object maybe to acquire sufficient knowledge to translate with facil¬
ity, and to pronounce with tolsrable correctness, in as

short a time as possible, are also provided for.

Newark Academy.
By a late re-organUation of this department of Dela¬

ware College, the Board of Trustees have taken measures
to place it upon a new and Improved foundation, and to
endow It with advantages possessed by few similar insti¬
tutions In the country. The Academy, heretofore merged
in the College, and of course subjected fr> all the evils
which have b«wn found to attend the amalgamation of the
two departments In the same building, and under the
same government, now enjoys the privilege of a separate
establishment, without lomng those which result from Its
relation to the College proper.
A large and elegant edifice, with all the necessary fix¬

tures of a complete boarding establishment, has been
erected and furnished, in which the students of the Acad¬
emy board, under the immediate charge of the Principal
and his Assistants; and all its exercises sre conducted on

a system of Its own, uninterrupted hv the interests or

operations of the other department. The furniture of the
study-rooms and dormitories has been chooen with pecu¬
liar reference to oomfort and convenience for study; and
no expense has been spared In providing the apparatus
necessary to render the means of Instruction complete;
giving to Newark Academy facilities for private study and
comfortable accommodation of students, fully equal to
those afforded hy many of our colleges.
From its Intimate relation to the College, students of

the Academy enjoy many advantages not generally ob¬
tained at institutions of this kind. Those who wish to
pursue some particular branch which fWls more properly
within the Oollege course, may be admitted to reeits in
any of the College classes. Students also of proper age
and discretion, by recommendation of the Principal, and
permission of the Faculty, may enjoy the use of the Ool¬
lege Library without additional obarge. Admission also
may be had to the Lectures, and such other privileges of
the College as can be profitably enjoyed by a^adoatoal
students.
The charge for Boarding, Washing, Fuel, Light, Ac.,

with tuition in the English, Latin, an<i Greek, is seventy
dollars for the Summer Session, and seventy-flve for the
Winter Session. The only extras are one dollar per ses¬
sion for incidental expenses, and a foe of eight dollars for
Modem Languages, and a foe of five dollars for Drawing,
from those who enter these classes. The session* aad va-
cations of the Preparatory Department are the sense as
those of the Oollege.
