With & view of procuring the best Jock at tho- loweat
price, no kind of lock is preseribed as n standard, the De-
partment relying for a scleetion on the mnrhunlﬂl wkill
snil ingenuity which n fiir competition, now invited, may
develop. It is, however, proper to state that a look suit-
able for the mall servioe should possess the following gual-
ities, viz: durnbility, uniformity, lightness, and strength.

For the purpose of displacing simultaneously all the
madl locks and keys now In use, about thirty thousand
new locks and twenty thosand keys adapted thereto will be
required to be farnished by the contractor within seven
months after tho sontract shall have boen entered into;
