Thk Plea or Insanity..Meters. Editort: A
few months ago the newspapers informed the
public that a man, in one of the StateB, shot a
brother to death at the family dinner-table, and
that he was sent to an asylum for the insane as
a lunatic.

It may be true that the fratricidal tragedy
was the consequence of an insane impulse. But
who are the persons whose function is to de¬
cide whether the man is puuishable or not t
Has any investigation been made to satisfy the
laws and the public doubt? Not a word of
authentic explanation has yet been published.
Is the insane murderer at large ? Who knows 1
If not at large, by whose authority is he de¬
tained at an asylum ? lit) vhott authority may
he be r*Unmd't Is it not possible that the ex¬

pense of boarding him in the asylum, or some
other enufio, way induce unwiae friends to with-
draw him from its walls? Are tj,ere no mulig.
uant men, who, aware of the omnipotence of a

plausible plea of insanity, may practise lessons
to imitate insane conduct as a preliminary to a
mortal aim at an unsuspecting fellow-creature ?
A writer in the Richmond Hepublictui has

shown how the devices of a false humanity blunt
the arrows ofjustice, in a way creditable enough
to the intellectual ingenuity of the age, but not
to the love of the good order of society; for the
very excess of badness is often relied upon as
evidence of a kind of moral insanity, for which
it is contended the party ought not to be held
responsible. "But," says the Richmond wri¬
ter, "all wickedness is a kind of moral insani¬
ty, for it implies the undue ascendency of pas¬
sion over reason." Now, this is true. There
is, it is well known, a moral insanity whicli is
free from guilt, and not justly punishable: it
is a madness which is the effect of pre-existing
diseaso. On the contrary, a moral insanity,
however impulsive it may be, which is the effect
of past crime, or of vicious habits, secret or

open, is not entitled to the same impunity or
commiseration. This is moral depravity, bru¬
tality ; if search ingly analyzed, it will be found
to be the insanity of a fiend.

It is the solemn duty of science, medical and
legal, to enlighten the public on this subject,
that a difference between real insanity and mere
wickedness may be better understood.

Gentlemen : f?o it seems by your communi¬
cation that curiosity is evinced to learn the
meaning of the expression "scheme ahead,"
in reference to a close board fence at an abrupt
termination of 11th street, cutting it off from
its water privileges. This is not alone a mani-
testation of idle curiosity, and it will lead to a

more extended discussion instead of its modifi¬
cation, still less suppression. Those who sus¬
tain the right are neither to lie diverted from
their end nor intimidated even 111 their purpose
of extended exposure. Congress made an ap¬
propriation in connexion with the corporation
for clearing out the canal, repairing the walls
thereof, kc. There was un oblong basin into
which the junction of Indiana avenue and other
streets was perfected, or rather terminated at
Hie water. Of course the "water privileges"
extended to the I nited States, in common with
the citizens of \\ ashington. As predicted in the
scheme ah initio.through one of the Washing¬
ton papers it was foretold that encroachments
were anticipated for the very object sought to be
obtained, and one is free to admit the rcntor is
doubtless the victim of the cupidity of the cor¬
poration, who undertakes to trade off rights not
possessed by itself.'.ami to place an obstruc¬
tion across a street, or at the foot of a street, in
contravention of common law. Those who sup¬
posed that the filling of the junction of the
streets was for the benefit of the people in land¬
ing wood or sand, ns in times past, only gave
the corporation credit for common regard to the
rights of all.

It is thus seen that there is provision for thf
accommodation of sundry boats within thai
space.

To look a little more closely
than even a fence crossing a street, it would
puzzle any lawyer to imagine that a basin al¬
ready formed for public use could be altered,
with the aid of government means, without an
act of Congress, and based upon the petition of
freeholders adjacent. Rut our corporation has
hitherto taken more upon itself than will here¬
after be quietly submitted to ; and a recurrence
of such practices should induce an exposure at
the Capitol by the proprietor of the Assembly
Rooms. An ex police officer will lend his aid
to ind-cate a list of infractions of municipal
laws which had better never been passed, than
allowed to be treated with contempt by those
whose duty it is to see them enforced.

A Petri fled Corpse in Wisconsin..The
Fond du Lac Journal relates the following very
extraordinary case of rapid petrifaction : "On
the 20th of August, 1847, Mrs. IMielps, wife of
our informant, Abncr P. Phelps, died and was
buried at Oak Grove, iu Dodge county. On the
11th of April hist, she was taken up to be re¬
moved to Strong's Landing. The coffin was
found to be very heavy, and the body to retain
its features and proportions. After its remo¬
val to Strong s Landing, a distance of 45 miles,
the body was examined and found to be wholly
petrified.converted to a substance resembling
a light-colored stone. Upon trial, edge-tools
made no more impression upon it than upon
marble. In striking upon the body with a
metal, a hollow ringing sound was produced.
The disease by which she came to her death
was chill, fever and dropsy, and when the body
was buried it was very much swollen. The
ground iu which she had been buried was a

yellowish loam, and the body lay about three
feet above the lime rock."

Coffee as a Mental Stimulant..Schiller,
during his hours of composition, kept at his
side a bottle of Champagne or Rhenish wine, or
a cup of xtrong coffee. Horace Walpole wrote
usually from ten to two o'clock at night, always
having strong coffee by him. Sir William Jones
drank a great deal of coffee to support him in
his nocturnal studies. Baron de Grimm states
that Voltaire, a few days prior to his death,
with his characteristic activity and enthusiasm,
attendeil the rehearsal of the Academy, and
insisted on the production of a now and import¬
ant edition of their dictionary. To this project
many objections were started, which he re¬
solved to ohviate in an elaborate discourse. To
strengthen himself for the task, be swallowed a

prodigious quantity of strong coffee, and then
continued to work for upwards of twelve hours
without intermission. This independent effort
brought on an inflammation of the bladder. For
the purpose of relieving the pain, he swallowed,
with his usual impatience, a large quantity of
laudanum. The consequence was that he fell
into a lethargy, from which he never entirely
recovered.

Extinguishing the Fibe of Mount Vesu¬
vius..It is said that a project is on foot at
Naples to extinguish the fires of Mount Vesu¬
vius, that have been burning for thousands of
years! The plan is to dig a trench or canal
from the sea to the crater, the bottom of the
grand one being several thousand feet below
the level of the sea.
