EXAMINATIONS.

are eommunicated to the Board of Trustees.

RELIGIOUS INSTRUCTION.
In addition to daily morning and evening prayer, di¬

vine worship is hold twice on every Sunday, and the reci¬
tation on Monday morning is always iu the Greek Testa¬
ment. At the request of his parent or guardian, a student
is permitted to attend anyplace of worship which himself
or the parent or guardian may select.

°th,"r !lind for tho86 B0" in Ul,e for the mail service
of the United States, specimen locks and keys, with pro¬
posal* to furnish the same, will he received and considered
at the Post Office Department until the first day of July
next The different locks will he submitted to a commin-
sion for examination and report.

written notice to that effect, not more than nine nor less
than six month* boforo the termination of the first term
of four years.
