written notice to that offect, nol meore than nine nor less
than six months before the termination of the first term

of four years.

With a vlew of procuring the best lock at the lowest
prion, no kind of lock is prescribed as a standard, the De-
;w.m:wnl.mlyimil for » reloction on the hanioal skill
and ingenuity which a fair competition, now invited, may
develop. 1t is, howeyer, T to stato that a lock suit-
able for the madl service should posscss the ollowing qual-
fties, viz: durability, uniformity, Ughtness, and strength.

For purpose of displacing simultaneously all the
mail locks nnd keys now in use, about thirty thousand
pew Jocks and twenty thousand keysadapted thereto will be
required 1o be furn by the conbractor within seven
months after the contreot aball bave been cutered iuto;
afterwards the snnual supply will depond on the duga-
bility of the locks mnd keys adopted, as well as the in.
creaso of the mail serviee; but it will probably never ex-
