°M°nr or Ltnch Law..It is said that James Lynch,

mayor of Oalway, in 1498, built the choir of St. Nicholas
Church, and hanged his own son out of his window, fi>r
killing and defrauding strangers, without martial law.
1 his is the origin of the term Lynch Law.

I frequently sec similar statements to the
above, giving tho origin of Lynch law, which is
become a famous and favorite code for the
sovereigns in many parts of our country. What¬
ever may l>e the merits of the code^hey are
not due to James Lynch, mayor of Galway.
Lynch law originated in Virginia, but it was a
different code, and enforced under different
mcurastances from the modevn Lynch, law,
which means no law. Immediately preceding
and during the revolutionary war, in the fron¬
tier counties of Virginia, the state of society
¦was completely unsettled and turbulent. A
gang of horse thieves and counterfeiters, ex¬

tending from New York to Georgia, made Camp¬
bell county, Virginia, the centre of their opera¬
tions. The jails and court-houses were remote;
in fact, criminals had to be taken to Williams¬
burg for trial. This was frequently attended
with great danger, and frequently the prisoner
was rescued by a gang of ruffians, and witnesses
were in some instances shut. In thin state of
interregnum, whou there was no law, qr circum¬
stances were such that it could not be enforced,
a temporary, cod* »** drawn up by Major John
Lynch, of Campbell, a law-loving and law-
obeying citizen, and agreed to and signed by
his neighbors. They built them a log Jail and
a sort of court-house, and for some time, indeed
until the conclusion of the war, tlifr arrange¬
ment worked most admirably. No man was
ever punished without trial, aud they never in¬
flicted capital punishment, never going further
than confinement and the tow-skin.. At the
proper time they threw aside their code for the
laws of the county.

Major Lynch was noted for the excellence of
his character. The above statement I know is
substantially correct. 1 heard it from a lawyer
of high standing in \ irginia, who was person¬
ally acquainted with Major Lynch, and who
had in his possession a copy of the laws. It
will thus be seen that the modern advocates of
what they call Lynch law do not get any war¬
rant for their lawlessness and violence from the
excellent man who is so unfortunate as to give
a name to their proceedings. Should this ac-
couut meet the eye of papers published in the
part of Virginia in which Major Lynch lived, 1
have no doubt they will be able to give a fuller
and more interesting account of the man and
hiscode. A Virginian.

THE CITY OF WASHINGTON.

From the New York Observer.
HISTORY OF TILE FEDERAL SEAT OFGOVERNMENT.

It is becoming common, for every person
who travels at all, to visit the city of Washing¬
ton, that the following analysis of a paper read
some time since, before the New York Histori¬
cal Society, by Mr. Joseph IJ. Yarnum, jr., on
the " History of the Federal Seat of Govern¬
ment,' aud whioh appears in a report of their
proceedings, will be read with interest:

Before the establishment of the District of
Columbia. Congress occasionally met, accord¬
ing to the exigencies of the case* or the conve¬
nience of members, at Philadelphia, Baltimore,
Lancaster, Yorktown, Prinoeton, Annapolis.
Trenton, ami New York. The different States,
in the mean time, coveted the honor of the na-
tiofel city. New York offered the town of
Kingston ; Rhode Island, Newport; Maryland,
Annapolis; and Virginia, Williamsburg.

t Mi the 21st October, li83, Congress, insulted
at Philadelphia by a band of mutineers, whom
the State authorities were uuable to quell, ad¬
journed to Princeton, to the halls of the Col-
lege; a circumstance which doubtless led to the
agitation of the question of a permanent seat
of Government, which was taken up at this
time, and continued to be discussed till the
formation of the Constitution. A resolution of
Mr. Gerry, 7th October, 1783, was adopted.
that a district he chosen on the banks of the
Delaware or the Potomac, near Georgetown,
which underwent various modifications, (one of
which was that both sites be selected,) till it
was repealed in the following year. On the
30th October, 1784, the subject was again taken
up nt Trenton, and commissioners appointed
with powers to lay out a district on the Delaware,
within eight miles above or below the falls,
make the necessary purchases, erect public
buildings, reserve exclusive jurisdiction, &c.
1 he question as to place was revived in Con¬
gress in 1789-'<*0, with the view of securing a
central position. A site on the Susquehanna
was talked of, and finally the present District
. letermined on, which was commonly referred
to as Conogocheagne. the name of the stream
between which and the Eastern branch the act
provided that the site should be selected.
The friends of the new site numbered the

names of Washington, Madison, Lee, and Car¬
roll, and their choico was governed by these
considerations:

1. It was not desirable that the political cap-
ital should be in a commercial metropolis. It
wa* necessary for the independence or the Gov-

rnm« i;an<i its proyer 80CU,%. that its juris-
Uu t'on should be exclusive, and that its officers
should not be under the influence of the citi¬
zens j, Jjenoe the elective franohise was to be
given up, whioh no targe city would yield. Party
feeling, which then ran high, wan to be avoided;
the natural influence of wealth ou the spot was
feared, and examples of London and Westmin¬
ster, -n the importance of their six members in
iarlMiment, was quoted. Experience had shown
the danger to be apprehended from the mob, in
times of stagnation in business or political ex-
citootoot. ill# expenditures in a commercial
Cly/ Uirect influence ita wealthy men

might exercise over the Government, would
give it undue advantage over other cities, and
make it an object of jealousy; while its varied
interests would call for much more local legisla-

sible to promulgate our laws by some instan¬

communicates intelligence "not merely with

itself"' °f ligl'tning'" but " by lightning
The centre of the seacoast line, with easy

communication with the western country, was
considered the most worthy of regard/ beinc
more conveniently accessible, possessed of more
wealth, and more people, than an equal array
of inland country. Being more liable to inva¬
sion on that quarter, Government should be near
to protect it.

It is the interest of the back country to have
government near the sea, to inspect and encou-

rage commerce, by which their abundant pro¬
duce will find an export. The growth of the
western territory was anticipated at that day
and depicted in glowing colors in the speeches
of some of tlie members which Mr. Varnum
quoted. It was alleged that, when the central
line between the northern and southern extrem¬
ities waH fixed, no person in the western terri¬
tory fcad Over wished any thing further.than
that Congress should establish their seat as tar
back on this line as convenience of maritime
commerce would allow. This centre of a sea-
coast line falls between the rivers Potomac and
. usquehanna. The place between the Potomac
and the Lastem Branch would admit of a navy
yard, and was yet so far inland as to be pro¬
tected trom sudden attack. The Potomac, by
means of Mill creek and other streams, could
by lack and canal navigation, be connccted to
the Ohio river (a project which the Chesapeake
and Qhio canal was designed to accomplish.)
These advantages would give a healthy trade
to the then flourishing towns of Georgetown
and Alexandria, wlikh would operate to the
advantage of the Federal city, without the in¬
conveniences referred to as attendant upon sea¬

ports.
r

Such were some considerations which led to
the passage, in 17U0, by a vote of thirty-two to
twenty-nine, of the act to establish the perma¬
nent seat of Government of the United States
1 he decision was hastened by another impres¬
sion growing out of the funding of the public
debt, winch was then contemplated. It was
thought, "as the seat of Government would
conoeutrate the public paper, the South would
be benefited by having it in their midst, rather
than at the Nor'h, where was the capital
and, consequently, the southern members uni¬
ted on the subject, and succeeded by constant
exertions in effecting a compromise with a suffi¬
cient number of the opposition to carry the vote.

Attention was called by Mr. Varnum to the
fact, that by a mathematical computation of Br
I attereon, of the United States Mint, the nre-
dictions of Mr. Madison on this occasion, rela¬
tive to the progress of the centre of population
have been singularly verified. By this table it
appears that the average progress westward has
been thirty-four miles every ten years. In
1K40 the centre of population was near Harri¬
son county, Virginia; and if we consider the
progress a$ being at the rate of fifty miles every
ten years, it will take one hundred years to
carry it five hundred miles, or as far as Nash-
?die, Tennessee.

In "Intion to the site selected, a letter of
General Haslungton to Mr. Jefferson describes
the terms upon which he had succeeded in se

curing a cession from the proprietors of the
lan, These were, that the proprietors gave
the Government all the property required for
streets and avenues; for lots taken for public
purposes, they were to be paid at the rate of
£2o per acre.

The first corner-stone in the District of C0-
lumhiu was laid at Jones's Point, near Alexan¬
dria, on 16th April, 1701, with the imposing
Masonic ceremonies of the time, an.l a quaint
address by Rev. James Muir. Bv the retro. es-
won of Alexandria the stone is no longer within
the limits of the District.
A more beautiful site for a city could hardly

be obtained. From a point where the Potomac,
at a distance of -two hundred and ninety-five
miles fVom the ocean, and flowing from north¬
west to southeast, expands to the width of a

mile, extended hack an almost level plain
hemmed in by a series of gradually sloping
hills, terminating with the heights of Georire
town ; the plain being nearly three miles in
length, from east to west, and varying from a
quarter of a mile to two miles in breadth
bounded on the east by the eastern branch of
the Potomac, where are now the navy yard
an.l congressional cemetery, and on the west
by Kock creek, which separates it from George
town. The small stream fYom the north,
over which the railroad bridge now pauses on

entering the city, emptied into a bay or inlet
of the Potomac about four hundred feet wide.
which jutted in fYom the west to within a

quarter of a mile of the Capitol Hill, and nearly
divided the plain. Not far from the head of

this, and south of the Capitol llill, a small
stream took its ri«e in a large number of

springs, emptied info the river at a place

now called Gr?cnleaf's Point, formed by the in¬
tersection of the Eastern Branch with the Poto¬
mac, and was known u» James croek. There
is a .stream above Georgetown which has always
been called Goose creek; but fiom a certificate
of a survey now preserved in the Mayor's offifle
at Washington, dated H>t>8, it appears that the
inlet from the Potomac was then known by the
name of Tibrr, and probably the stream ftpom
the north emptying into it bore the s*iims name;
so that Moore did injustice to the history of the
place, and confounded streams when he wrote
the well-known line:

"And what was Oooso croek once, isTiber now."
Iiy the same survey it appears that the land

comprising the Capitol llill was called Rome or
Kuvw, two names which »eem to have fore¬
shadowed the destiny of the place. Mr. Force,
of Washington, suggests that they probably
originated in the fact that the name of the
owner of the estate wis Pope, and, in selecting
a name for his plantation, he fancied the title
of " rope of Home."
