Gas.—Carburetted hydrogen, the gas pro-
duced by the distillation of coal, is occasionally
found in a natural state issuing from eprings,
An instunce of this occurs at Fredonia, in the
State of New Vork, where it issues so abun-
duntly that it is used in lighting the village with
gns. In many springs in this State and those
west of New York, this gas is freely evolved.

Pure hydrogen, which is carbureted for pur-
poses of illumination, is without color, tuste or
odor. Its specific gravity is 69-1000th, com-
pared with common air as the standard. It
burns in air with a pale blue flame, and is com-
monly called “the philosopher's candle,” It
forms water with one-half its volume of oxygen.
It is procured from water by the action of sul-
phurie acid on zine or iron—the hydrogen of
the water being liberated, and the iron or zine
being nxidized.

Hydrogen is the gas used for filling balloons
on account of its lightuess, being only one-
fourteenth as heavy as air, i ¥
