Adjoining the douche room
Is a dretfting room, with marble tables, Ac.; the rising
douche (for the cure of piles, Ac.i Is one of the most com¬

plete contrivances of the kind, being entirely under the
control of the patient using the same.

CORPOREAL PUNISHMENT IN SCHOOLS.

To the Etlitors of (he American Telegraph.
Gkntlkmen : I have enjoyed the extreme

gratification of attending several meetings of
the " Teachers' Association," held every Sa¬
turday evening at the Smithsonian Institution.
When I listened to the interesting lectures and
discussions as given and conducted by the seve¬
ral teachers of this city, 1 have been surprised
that a greater number of persons were not in
attendance.
The question as to the propriety of abolishing

corporeal punishment from our schools, which has
been the subject of discussion for several suc¬
cessive meetings, has elicited much that was in¬
structive and amusing.
One of the female teachers.for several of

them have appeared to take a deep and lively
interest in the discussion.presented a written
reply to several speakers of a previous meeting,
an outline of which, 1 think, some at least of
your readers would be pleased to bco in the
columns of the Telegraph, which was read as
follows:

In presenting a few thoughts to your noticc,
I am aware that those who believe tint the rod
is the most direct mode of appealing to the feel-
ings of the young are favored with popular
opinion, long established usnge, and, above all,
the strong tendencies of their own nature, to
support and establish their views. But an ex¬
amination of the Divine law leads to the con¬

clusion, that conscience is made the basis of
policy; and, in proportion as human laws de¬
part from that ground-work, error and evil are
the sure result. In view of that, array the
public institutions, whether for the confinement
of criminals, the restraint of the insane, the
promotion of literature, the government of com¬
munities, or the discipline of families, and will
you not find that their success or failure is char¬
acterized by the use, or abuse, of moral obliga
tion ?
A highly esteemed teacher of this association

asserts that it has fulled. To him I would say,
that the battle ot truth nnd mercy seems often
to fail, but is always progressing; and when the
scaffolding shall fall, the temple of love will
appear in all its beautiful proportions. To the
eye of faith, the effervescences of the day, termed
by him " the spirit of the age," go to show
that there is in the public mind a feeling after
something better.a searching-for of that depth
and extent of benevolence and love introduced
at the birth of the Holy Redeemer. It is work¬
ing its way, and elevating and purifying our
moral and social character, and will finally har¬
monize with the purposes of God, and place fhe
instructor of youth in that high position from
which a word, or look, shall have the force of a
command, and his moral and intellectual ascen¬
dency, in all its influences snd results, will pro¬
mote the true end of moral government.
A reverend friend very naturally quotes the

wise Solomon in favor of this law of force.
That gentleman has expounded to us the Scrip¬
tures, clearly, beautifully, beneficially, and
often referred to the figures with which that
holy book abounds. May we not, on this occa¬
sion, consider the rod as that kind of discipline
Which addresses itself to the understanding and
the affections, rather than to the animal nature
of the child? Can a mere physical compulsion
be substituted for reason and persuasion ? He
knows that we cannot whip a child into any of
the moral or christian virtues, nor by corporeal
punishment force upon the human mind those
noble principles that gives to man the nscen-
dency over the brute.

It is an axiom in philosophy, that in the same
circumstances like causes will produce like ef¬
fects; and in anticipation of exalting the moral
character of the young, must we not practi¬
cally introdncc them to the influences of the
spirit of l'»ve, that great solvent and regenera¬
tor of depraved humanity ?

That I am not in error on this point, I will
call your attention to the Sabbath schools,
where you have both sexes, and nearly all con¬
ditions. Again, s still stronger proof of the
power of love.the unfortunate beings who
compose the ragged schools. What power first
organized them into a body, and what potent
influence has swelled the number now in Lon¬
don to upwan Is of :50,<M>0 pupils, cemented by
the generous and self-sacrificing love of 6,000
teachers ? Again, I will call your attention to
the wide distinction that prevails in almost all
families, in the treatment of boys and girls.
Rarely, if ever, do you find corporeal pimish-
ment, extended to the girls, even for the same
faults that would be Considered flagrant ii< boys.
What is the efTect? Kofinenieni nnd humanity,
with their untold influences, distinguishing the
female from flu male character. VVhat hinders
a similar result in the application of the same

law?
I have taught boys from five to sixteen years

of age at least ten years of my life; I never

used the rod but in two iustancea, and then I
was wrong, for a different spirit, on iny own
part, would have accomplished all that I wanted;and, it' time would admit, 1 could relate scores
of anecdotes that have come under my own ob¬
servation, illustrative of the omnisoient power
of love, without which man's nobler energies are
but imperfectly developed. I would advocate
the school laws of Austria, where tho wholesome
pleasure of flogging is resorted to most rarely.The law is, the teacher must carefully avoid
hastily resorting to the rod, even for greatfaults; the consent of the landrath, and of the
parents ot the child, must be obtained, and the
whipping be performed iu their presence.

It may not be deemed inappropriate to add,that the author of the foregoing remarks has a
boarding and day school located somewhere on
"Capitol Hill," exclusively for young ladies. 1
should not fear to place young misses in the
care of a teacher who inculcates the spirit of
Bucli sentiments. L. J.

coin.
We intend to keep an eye upon each and all

of these learned Thebans. Before we are done,
one or more will not liip much in favor of the
liberty of the press, even though it sustain the
musses. The friends of free discussion seelt
not such favor, and they certainly fear not such
feeble frowns; on the contrary, they defy any,
the slightest, effort of any influence of theirs to
lessen the popularity of those members who
sustain the rights of persons and of property!
The case was treated us so clear n one, that
more " words, words, words," as Hamlet has
it, were deemed as unnecessary as the act of
aggression itself.

The question having been tuken, the commit¬
tee wns thus sustained in its rebuke by being
"discharged." The Mayor, if wise, will here¬
after hesitate, ere lie be involved in a similar
dilemma, either by an agent, or through the
want of proper and timely consideration. His
motives arc not questioned, nor was he dam¬
aged in his course. Strength and a good cause,
sooner or later, are too powerful even for the
desires of the enterprising, who are invariably
closely watched, for fear of trenching on others'
rights, while pursuing even their own honest
ends for a living. Bolstercrs, also, are equally
scrutinized.

The day has gone by for precipitate action.
Hitherto, in some instances, a ministerial offi¬
cer lias inconsiderately done acta which, in
Europe, not a monarch would have attempted
without periling his life and crywn!

OMMBrsr.8..Mtasrt. Editort: We respect¬

fully suggest to the proprietors of the Omnibus
Lines, nud other capitalists, the propriety of
reducing the fare to three cents. When, some

jears siuce, 12£ cents was charged, not more
than titty or a hundred persons rode in the
course of a day. Now, when the fare is reduced
one half, there cannot be less than two thousand
a day. A reduction to three cents could not
tail to increase the travel three, perhaps five
fold, and much greater profits would be realized
than at present. On an average, the omni¬
buses now running would carry three or four
limes as many passengers as they actually do,
and with the proposed reduction they would
always be crowded. The new three-cent coins
will be the very stuff to fork over to the driver;
and it might be made a condition of the low
fure that the passengers should make change
themselves, either in the new coin or otherwise,
and thus avoid detention.

The Sandwich Island Troubles..The New
Bedford Mtrcury has a letter from C. Bunker,
esq., U. S. consul at Lahaina, which gives the
latest intelligence relating to the difficulties be¬
tween the French and Hawaiian governments.
The letter is dated at Lahaina, March 8, and
savs:

.'The negotiations which during several weeks
past have been conducted between Mr. Perriti,
the French commissioner, and this Government,
have been brought to an unsatisfactory conclu¬
sion.

" All the matters occurring during the last ten
years, upon which the French have founded
their complaint* against the authorities of these
islands, have been calmly considered by the
negotiators; nnd it is understood that the only
substantial and incurable difficulty grows out
of the demand of the French commissioner that
n portion of the funds applied to the purposes
of education shall be appropriated to the Cath¬
olics residing here, and that a Catholic minister
of public instruction shall be associated with
tho present incumbent of that office, to the end
that the fund may be duly watched for the
Catholic benefit. It is understood that tho
Government has declined acceding to this re¬

quirement, am! Mr. l'errin will accordingly
retire to ' the coast' and await tho further
orders of his government."
Erik Canal Bill..The returns of the special

election in the State of New York to fill the va¬

cancies in the Upper House of Assembly, eausid
by tho recent resignation of . number of Sena¬
tors who were opposed to the bill for the en¬

largement of the Erie Canal, indicate, thus far,
that the friends of the measure have been
triumphant. They .u-e reported to have earned
at least three out of tl. ' twelve Senators, which
is sufficient to prevent any further disorganiza¬
tion 'n the Senate, nnd to sccure the passage of
the Canal Bill.

ScjtBtRY and Erik Railroad..Wo learn
that the ceremony of breaking ground on the
line of this -nportant railroad was performed on

Tuesday morning, near Farransvillo, Clinton
county, Va., by the President of the road, in
tho presence of Judge Gilles, of Elk, and Gen.
Fleming, of Clinton, directors, and a number of
other gentlemen. A contract was immediately
made for grading a portion of the work.
