The rule we observe
is to vote for such men as we would seleet were
the'important interests all our own, and we had
the nomination of the deputies by whom they
were to be managed. This appears to us to be
the true and conscientious mode. Men of good
character and influence should alone be cho-
gen—men in whom are known to be united en-
ergy, industry and sobriety, with moral worth,
A spurious claim upon our support has often
been made by idle talkers, who assume for the
time the mask of great liberality and convivial
good-fellowship. DBut these practices are per-
haps now obsolete.

There has seldom been & time when greater
responsibility rested upon the Councils of our
city, than are likely to devolve upon those now
about to be constituted. Our most worthy and
indefatigable Mayor manifests, in every possi-
ble manner, his ardent interest in the welfare of
the city; and is ever ready to participate in
whatever moves are made to promote our con-
venience and permanent welfare. We trust that
all the officers with whom he is to co-operate
may prove to be inspired with a like spirit.

Monday will be a day of some excitement,
but that it will also be a day of good order and
fair dealing we need no assurance. May its
results prove conducive to the welfare of all.
