(Antral Description of the DirkecilU. Hydropathic Institute.
The main building is three stories high, standing back

from the street about one hundred feet, with a semicircu¬
lar grass plot in front, and contains thirty to forty rooms.
The grounds around the house are tastefully laid out with
walks aud planted with trees, shrubs, 4c. On the left of
the entrance to these grounds is a cottage containing four
rooms, used by male patients as a bathing house, with
every convenience for "packing," bathing, Ac.; on the
right of the entrance, about two hundred feet distant,
stands a similar cottage, used by the ladies for similar
purposes.

In the rear of the Institute, at the distance of one hun¬
dred feet, are thrcn other cottages, seine eighty feet apart.
One of these is the laundry, with a hydrant at the door;
the other two are occupied by the servants.
The hydrant water is introduced into these cottages as

well as into tho main building, and all the waste water
carried off by drains under ground.

THl WATER WORKS
Consist of a circular stone building, standing on the brow
of a hill, surmounted by a large cedar reservoir containing
live hundred barrels, brought from a never-failing spring
of pure cold water in the side of the hill, by "a hydraulic
ram," a self-acting machino of cast iron, that is kept con¬

stantly going, night and day. by the descent of the water
from the spring. Tho surplus water is carried from the
reservoir to a fountain in the water-works yard, surround¬
ed by weeping willows. In the first story of the water¬
works is a circular room, containing the doucho bath,
which is a stream falling lYom a height of about thirty
feet, and can be varied In size from half an inch to an

iuch and a half in diameter. Adjoining the douche room
is a dre'sing room, with marble tables, Ac..; the rising
douche (for the cure of piles, Ac.) is one of tho most com¬

plete contrivances of the kind, Iwing entirely under the
control of tho patient using the same.

There are many other appliances, which can be better
understood by a personal examination. mar 24.

Anxious
to contribute to the general prosperity and
comfort of the community, and satisfied that
there are capital and enterprise enough here to
undertake and complete the proposed improve¬
ment, at a recent annual meeting the Board of
Directors appointed a committee to inquire into
and report on the subject, with a view to early
and efficient action. It is to be hoped that the

MECHANISM, No. IV..j;y Jokiau IIoujbook.
Trigonometry is the (science of triangles, and

more an art than a science. The term is do-'
rived from three Greek words: tri, three; gonia,
corner; and natron, measure. It hence literally
means the measure of triangles; really and
practically, measuring by triangles. So curious,
useful, and wonderful are the properties of tri¬
angles, as to constitute instruments an«< furnish
modes for measuring any body, however irregu¬
lar, and whether of one, two. or three dimen¬
sions.length, or length and breadth, or length,
breadth, and thickness. They also furnish in¬
struments for measuring bodies, however distant,
at least within the distance of the sun, and ex¬
tend much beyond it. The heights of mountains,
the distances of bodies across rivers, aud the
dimensions of them, or other intervening objects
at a distance, as well as those accessible or near
at hand, by the wonderful powers of triangles
can be determined with great accuracy and by
very simple modes. Surveying, navigation,
astronomy, engineering, architecture, and even
the squaring of every building erected, have
trigonometry, or some one or more properties
of triangles, at their foundation.

Every three-sided figure is called a triangle
or trigon, angulus being the Latin, and gonia
the Greek, of the word angle, or corner. Three-
sided figures of plain surfaces, and hounded by
straight lines, are called plain triangles ; when
of curved surfaces aud bounded by curved lines,
they are called curved triangles; when bounded
by three great circles of a sphere, as the equa¬
tor, ecliptic, and a meridian of the earth, a
three-sided figure is called a spherical triangle,
and the science relating to that class of trian¬
gles is called spherical trigonometry, as that
to plain triangles is called plain trigonometry.
The properties of these two classes of tbree-
sided figures are so different and distinct, and
each so important, both to science ami art, as
to constitute two separate sciences, and each
important if not essential to the other.

< >f plain triangles there are six different kinds;
three differing in their sides and three in their
angles. V hen all the sides are equal, or of the
same length, any three-sided figure is called an

equilateral triangle. When two sides are equal,
aud either longer or shorter than the third, it is
called an isosceles triangle. When all the sides
are unequal, or of different lengths, it is called
a scalene triangle. Every plain triangle, hav-
>nK one right angle, as no one can have two, is
called a right-angle triangle. If one angle is
obtuse or larger than a right angle, it is called
an obtuse-angle triangle. If all the angles are

acute, or smaller (sharper) than a right angle,
it is called an acute-angle triangle. If a tri¬
angle have one right angle and two equal sides,
it is a right-angled isosceles triangle, combining
the properties both of triangles and squares.
The whole secret of the " Chinw PuzzUn" is in
the right-angled isosceles triagle. Fifty, or
even a smaller number of pieces of wood, paper,
ivory, porcelain, glass, or other material, in the
shape of a right-angled isosceles triangle, say
one inch for each of the two equal sides, can be
combined into forms literally without number,
illustrating natural and artificial mechanism iu
forms exceedingly beautiful and curious, and
applicable, both in scientific and business opera¬
tions, to an extent without limits.

hrpcrimrnts..Let any teacher or parent give
to his pupils or children, as a forenoon exer¬
cise, an excursion for examining and collecting
minerals or other objects of nature coming
under their observation. As an afternoon ex¬
ercise let them draw and describe upon their
slates, or upon paper, or both, the various
objects thus coming under their observation,- If
they should find one mineral, and draw a three-
sided figure, they would "make a begmmno," as
the work of oue day, in a "Cabinet of Nature
and Art, illustrating agriculture and mechan¬
ism, %nd take the first step towards preparing
specimens for " Agricultural Fairs," for which
premiums are offered by the Maryland .Society,
as they doubtless will be awarded by any so-

ciety thus favored by the work of young hands
and generous minds.
