The main building is threo stories high, standing back

from the streot about one hundred feet, with a semicircu¬
lar grass plot iu front, and contains thirty to forty rooms.
The grounds around the house are tastefully laid out with
walks and planted with trees, shrubs, Ac, On the left of
the entrance to these grounds is a cottage containing four
rooms, used by male patients as a bathing house. »itli
every convenience for "packing," bathing, Ac.; on the
right of the entrance, about two hundred feet distant,
stands a similar cottage, used by the ladies for similar
purposes.

In tho rear of the Institute, at the distance of one hun¬
dred feet, are three other cottages, some eighty feet apart.
Oneof these is the laundry, with a hydrant at the door;
the other two are occupied by the servants.
The hydrant water Is Introduced into these cottage* as

well as into the main building, and all the waste water
carried off by drains under ground.

THK WATER WORKS
Consist of a circular stone building, standing on the brow
of a hill, surmounted by a large cedar reservoir containing
five hundred barn-Is, brought from a never-falling spring
of pure cold water in the side of the hill, by "a hydraulic
ram," a self-acting machlnc of cast Iron, that is kept con¬

stantly going, night and day, by the descent of the water
from tho spring. The surplus water is carried from the
reservoir to a fountain iu the water-works yard, surround¬
ed by weeping willows. In the first story of the water¬
works Is a circular room, containing the douche bath,
which Is a stream falling from a height of about thirty
feet, and can he varied in sine from half an inch to an
Inch and a half In diameter. A<IJnining the douche room
is a dressing room, with marble tables, Ac.; the risimg
douche (for the cure of piles, Ac.) Is one of the most com¬

plete contrivances of tho kind, being entirely under the
control of the patient using the same.

To Mr. E. W.Johnston.Sir: You have con¬
verted a matter of pure literary criticism be¬
tween two newspapers into a personal issue
between yourself and myself.

from wretchedness, disease, brutalization and
vice. Shall not New York, and all her sister
cities, profit by the lesson ?

"Of the correlative doings of the organized
Promoters of Working-Men's Associations, Co-
operative Stores, &c., 1 would not be justified
in speaking so confidently at least until I shall
have observed more closely. My present im¬
pression is that they are both far less mature
in their operations, and that, as they demand

Jamaica in 1860.-r-Thi» is the title of an in-
tweeting work published in New York, by John
Bigelowe, and displays the growth of the island
under the system of emancipation in a highly
favorable light. Some of the statistics are wor¬

thy of the special attention of the colored pop¬
ulation of the large cities. The last census of
the island was taken in J 844, when the popula¬
tion counted of ;i77,4;j« ..whites, 16,776:
browns 08,520; blacks, 293,128; the whites
forming but one-twouty-lifth part of the popu,
lation, and diminishing in numbers, wealth and
influence. Ihe possession of four or five acits
of land confers the right to vote in the selec¬
tion of members of assembly. The blacks are
ambitious to possess and exercise the privilege.
1 hey are daily becoming better acquainted with
the advantages which the elective franchise
confers. The recent election of several of their
order to the assembly has greatly inflamed this
ambition. There are now three negroes in tbe
assembly, and the blacks and browns hold the
balance of power. Mr. Bigelowe predicts that
before twenty years Jamaica will be one of the
united States of America!.that New York is
the natural commercial capital of Jamaica, and
not London or Liverpool. There is some force
in this observation, but it does not appeur to be
an event likely to happen within so brief a pe¬
riod. The voyage from New York to Jamaica
is never performed in steamers in six days, and
four steamers now run. The voyage between
Jamaica and England is thrice as long. New
\ ork has four steamers in ply.England has
but two. Jamaica receives nearly all her sup¬
plies of provisions from New York. What an
inducement to the colored population of our
cities to emigrate to Jamaica, there to become
