The Democratic State Convention.

Heading, Pa., June 6.
The Democratic Convention permanently or¬

ganized by the election of Judge Gillis, of Elk
county, President, with a number of Vice Pre¬
sidents and Secretaries. Col. Wni. Bigler, of
Clearfield county, was nominated as the candi¬
date for Governor, by acclamation. After several
ineffectual ballotings for canal commissioner
the Convention adjourned until two o'clock.
Col. Bigler has arrived from Philadelphia and
been enthusiastically received.

Second Despatch..The Convention reassem¬
bled at two o'clock and nominated Seth Clover,
of Clarion county for canal commissioner, by
fifty-seven majority.

Third Despatch..The Democratic Convention
appointed a committee who reported resolutions
thoroughly national in their character, which
were adopted by acclamation. One of the re¬
solutions strongly advocates the repeal of the
act of the Legislature refusing the use of the
jails of the Commonwealth for the detention of
fugitive slaves while awaiting their trial. They
also take strong ground iu favor of the Com¬
promise measures. The Convention adjourned
sine die. The Convention to nominate judges
of the Supreme Court meets at Harrisburg on

Wednesday next.
Nomination for Gortrnor.

Milleduevillk, Geo., June 3.
The Union Convention to-day unanimously

nominated Hon. Howell Cobb for Governor, and
passed resolutions sustaining the views ex¬

pressed by the State Convention of December
last, in favor of the Compromise.

Klectlon of Governor.
Concord, N. H., June 5.

The Legislature to-day re-elected Dinsmore,
democrat, Governor of the State.

Later from Bfew Soutft Wales.
New Bedford, June 5.

Advices from New South Wales state that
Capt. Luce and five of the crew of the whale
ship Roy, from Rhode Island, were murdered
by the natives of one of the Caroline islands on

the 18th of January last. The news from the
whaling grounds was favorable.

Election of School Commissioner.
Hartford, Ct., June 5.

Hon. Abijah Catlin, Whig, was to-day elected
in the Legislature Commissioner of the School
Fund, by four majority, on the second ballot.
