1 have not taken all this labor to sat-
isly myself, for I knew it to be impossible for
the insect to inflict any injury upon any mun or
child.  All insects that really have *‘a sting”
afford very convineing points of this fact very
promptly ; the humble-hee and the honey-bee
will speedily convince any one that doubts, on

ridiculous figures each other cut while shying
and dodging about in search of their missing
clothing. It was not long, however, before the
missing garments were found stacked in the
publie square, whither the burglar had carried
them; and now came the serious feature of the
business—every pocket had heen rummaged,
every red cent taken, all were empty.
