Pusiic Megrivg 18 Wasmingron Ciry.—The
call for a public meeting, to take into conside-
ration the subject of a periodical National Fair,
in the city of Washington, was but faintly re-
sponded to lust night as respects the number
who attended; but they were citizens whose
influence und devotion to the enterprise cannot
fail to secure its success. ’

" We nvail ourselyes of the labors of the Repub-
fic, in giving the transactions of this meeting:

Warrer Lexox, the Mayor of Washington,
was called to the chair, and Mr. Grorox S,
GaoroN appointed seéretary.

Mr. J. L. Smira stated that upwards of one
theusand two hundred dollars had alrendy been
subscribed towards the object, and a larger

améunt had been promised. The design was to
concentrute the best specimens of mechanical
and agricultural produgts, and to award pre-
miumg by way of encouragement,

The Mayxon stated that he was in fuvor of the
object. There were, gomparatively, but few of
our citizens present—and this was not encour-
aging at this stage of the proceedings; hut a
heginning might now be made, a nucleus formed,
which would lead to beneficial results.

Mr. J. F. CALLAN then submitted the following
regolutions :

Resolved, That this city, the seat of the Gen-
eral Government, is considered the appropriate
place for the exhibition, annually, alP the pro-
duets of agritulture and the mechanic arts, upon
the plan of the American Institute of New York.

Resolved, That the Mayor be and he is hereby
empowered to appoint-a -committee, to report,
at a subsequent meeting, a plan of organization
to carry into effect the object of this meeting;
and that the Mayor be one of the committee.

Mr. 8mas H. HiLs, in seconding the resolu-
tions, said that he was convinced that the scheme
was feasible, and that ultimately the result
would be the establishment of such an institu.
tion as could not fail to be of advantage to this
city and the surrounding country. It was a
matter in which our citizens and the public
generally are interested. It might be made to
elevate and ennoble the minds of the people,
and call attention to pursuits of which we know
but little.

The resolutions were agreed to.

Messra. J. M. Cutts, Wm. D. Wilsen, D.
Campbell, and Saunders, severally made sug-
gestions in relation to the subject; when

give such a construction to the resolutions
as would place the whole subject-matter before
the gommitice, of which there should be an early
meeting, that a plan may be matured in all its
details.

THE ALLEGED GRIEVANCES OF SOUTH
CAROLINA.
BY CHIEF JUSTICE CRANCH.

Bince the elaborate discussions which bhave
been had, both in and out of Congress, in rela-
tion to the complaints of South Carolina, it has
become manifest that she has only one pre-
tended grievance to complain of against the
United States; and that is, that the balance of
political power bas changed, und South Carolina
finds herself in a minority, so that she can no
longer wield the power of the United States to
the accomplishment of her partioular views.
She finds that, as a part of the United States,
she has duties to perform .under the Constitu-
tion and laws, which she may be compelled to
perform while she continues in the Union; she

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without a reasonable hope of thereby obtaining
relief from the evils which she antlcipates. In
o paroxysm of fear she throws away her onl
thield against the fanativiem of the North, whin{)
is the most powerful foe with whom she is con-
tending,

Constitution, nor under the Virginia resolutions
of 1708, drawn up by Mr. Madison, the father
snd advocate of the Constitution. The question
which drew forth those resolutions was, whether
n portion of the people of the United States,
less than a majority, could decide and declare
for itself nn act of Congress to be unconstitu-
tional, and therefore refuse to obey it; and to
thut extent the resolutions go, and no further.
They do not say that by such refusal the Union
ig dissolved, or that the recusant portion of the
United Btates may theréfore withdraw from the
Union, and abandon'the Constitution, which its
friends, and Mr. Madison at the head of them,
Inbored so hard and struggléd so long to obtain.
At that time no one for a moment entertained
the thought that every State, us soon as she
found herself in a minority at the ballot-box,
had a right to withdraw from the Union. The
remedy for the passing of an unconatitutivnal
aet of Congress is, by those resolutions, sup-
posed to be the right to refuse to execute it :
the right of nullification only, not the dissolu-
tion of the Union; and even this right of nulli-
fication does not arise, according to the terms
of the resolution, but in the case of *a delib-
‘ erate, pulpable, and dangerous breach of the
¢ Constitution, biy the exercise of powers not
¢ granted to it. It must be a cage not of a light
‘and transient nature, but of & nature danger-
‘ous to the great purposes for which the
‘Constitution was ' established.” It must
¢ pe 4 case, moreover, not obscure or doubtful
‘in its construction, but plain and able,
¢ Lastly, it must be a case not resulting from s
‘partial consideration or hasty determination,
‘but a case stamped with a final consideration
“and deliberate adherence.” These are stated in
the resolutions themselves, (of 1798,) not aa
justifiable grounds of a dissolution of the Union,
but as grounds of resistance of some unconsti-
tutional act; a resistance not incompatible with
the existence and integrity of the Constitution.
No such case, however, has yet ocourred, and it
ia. by no means certain that it ever will occur,

laws of the United States are the only barrier
against the horde of fanatics who are seeking to
overrun the country. 1

What madness, ore, is it to surrender
that barrier, in the hope of forming a new gov-
ernment strong enough to put down these
fanatios, eontrol the slaves, compete with the
Geovernment which will remain as the Govern-
ment of the United States, and maintain its own
respectability ns one of the nations of the earth.

A dissolution of the Union can give South
Carolina no indemnity for the past nor security
for the future. Every thing which Congress can”
constitutionally do for the protection of the
peculiar institutions of the South has been
done, and there is no reason to doubt that all
laws which may be constitutionally passed for
the accomplishment of that object will be exe-
ounted in good faith, even if it should be neces-
sary to call out the entire military force of the
United States for that p Nothing that
South Carolina can do will dissolve the Union.
If she should refuse to perform the duties re-
