GEORGETOWN AND ITS AFFAIRS.

Georgetown, June 18.12 m.

On Sabbath next the beautiful new Catholic
Church in our town will be solemnly dedicated
to religious service by the Bishop of Toronto,
(Canada,) Dr. Carbonell. The ceremony, no

doubt, will be highly interesting, as the rever¬
end gentlemen of the college and most of the
Catholic clergy of the District of Columbia will
join in the solemn procession. The Rev. James
Ryder, President of Georgetown College, will
preach a sermon suitable to the occasion. The
choir will discourse sweetest music, as there are
some of the most accomplished vocalists of the
country engaged for the occasion. The grand
new organ, manufactured by Mr. Bogart, of
Baltimore, will alone be a treat to the lovers
of harmony, unequalled in our community.
Through the politeness of Messrs. Dyer & Mc-
Guire, of Washington, a painting of rare beauty
will be used as an altar-piece ; and to prevent^
any inconvenience to the large audience ex¬

pected on the occasion, and to aid in liquidat¬
ing the debt of the church, tickets of admission
can be had at the door, at fifty cents each.

ALEXANDRIA AFFAIRS.

Alexandria, June 13, 1851.
Suit for Freedom.Statement of the. Case.Posi¬

tions of Counsel. Verdict of the Jury.
I have thought that a report for the .Imfri-

can Telegraph of a suit for freedom, which was

decided in the circuit court for Alexandria
county, on Tuesday last, might not be wholly
uninteresting.
The case, as tho reporter understood it, was

as follows: Sarah, a negro, was owned by a

lady before her marriage, and after her mar¬

riage was conveyed, in trust, for the benefit of
herself aud children. Subsequent to the con¬

veyance, Sarah was sold by the lady to a person
who had no notice of the trust, and who, with¬
out taking a bill of sale, merely credited the
account of tho lady's husband with the sum for
which the negro was sold. The purchaser, after
owning the negro for over five years, manumitted
her, and for some ten years past she has been
regarded as entitled to her freedom.

After the death, however, of the lady who
sold Sarah, she was claimed by an executor, in
behalf of the children: for the reasons, first,
that the lady could only sell her life interest:
and second, that no valuable consideration had
been paid.
Tho counsel for Sarah argued, that because of

a failure to record the deed of trust in Alexan¬
dria county, or to notify the purchaser of. such
trust, prior to the sale, or to set up any claim
within five years after the sale, the title vested
in the purchaser; while the consideration was

prima facie made out by the fact that no other
consideration was ever claimed by the lady than
that of a credit, on account, to her husband.
The jury, after being out a short time, ond

fully comprehending the case, returned tho fol¬
lowing verdict: "We, the jury, fiud the defend¬
ant guilty, and do further find that Sarah Watts
is entitled to her freedom." M.

Democratic State Convention.
Hakbisbubu, June 12, 2 p. m.

In the Democratic Convention to-day, after
the disposal of some other contested seats, the
committee appointed to select officers for the
permanent organization of the Convention re¬

ported for President the Hon. Wm. Wilkins, ol
Pittsburg, with the Hon. Simon Cameron, Hon.
James M. Porter, and some thirty others as
Vice Presidents; which nominations were con¬
firmed. The President, on taking the chair,
made a brief speech, on the duty and position
of the Democratic party, invoking that harmony
of action which was necessary to success. Sev¬
eral motions were made as to the proper mode
of balloting, but this motion was postponed and
about thirty gentlemen placed in nomination
for the Supreme Bench. Among the most pro¬
minent candidates are, James Campbell, Jere¬
miah S. Black, Geo. M. Dallas, Luther Kidder,
Ellis Lewis, and others. The question relative
to the proper mode of balloting was then re¬

sumed, and a proposition to vote for each nomi¬
nation separately was rejected, by yeas 30, nays
101; so the five candidates will be voted for to¬
gether. During the discussion, Mr. Brewer, of
Franklin, made a violent assault upon the po¬
litical character of David Wilmot, which was
rebuked by the Convention amid a storm o)
hisses. Mr. Wilmot then, by leave, rejoined,
and made a dignified explanation of his course
in the Congress of 1848. He is speaking as this
closes.

Second Despatch..The Democratic Conven¬
tion this afternoon nominated on the first ballot
the following gentlemen as candidates for J udges
of the Supreme Court: Jeremiah S. Black ot
Bedford, J as. Campbell of Philadelphia, Ellis
Lewis of Lancaster, John B. Gibson and Walter
H. Lowrie of Allegheny.

Third Despatch.10 p. m,.The nominations,
after some slight objections, were unanimously
confirmed, and the Convention adjourned sine
die, after authorizing the President and other
officers to issue an address recommending the
ticket to the support of the people.

Baldwin, 109. Baldwin lacks but three votes
of an election. Another ballot is about being
had.

Second Despatch..In the legislature on the
fourth ballot for United States Senator, Sey¬
mour, dem., received 38 votes; Catlin, dem.,
08; Baldwin, whig, 109; scattering, 8. The
trial to elect has been postponed till next Wed¬
nesday.
