From California.
SAN FRANCISCO IN RUINS!

We are informed, by a Telegraphic despatch
from New Orleans, thut the steamer Alabama
arrived at that place on Friday last, coming by
the way of Acapulco, with two weeks' later ac¬
counts from California.
The leading item of news is the occurrence

of another terrible conflagration at San Fran¬
cisco, which is reported to have laid in ashes
property to the amount offifteen million* of dol¬
lar))!
The fire commenced in Clay street, quickly

consuming a dozen blocks, and spreading to
other parts of the city, the greater part of
which was reduced to a heap of ruins. Hun¬
ter, George, Muin, Centre, and El Dorado
streets are burnt out. A portion of the ship¬
ping lying at the wharves was also consumed.
The Custom-house is amongst the buildings de¬
stroyed, as were most of the principal hotels,
viz: the Exchange, the Union, the National, the
City, the New World, Parker's, Delmouico's, &c.
The utmost consternation prevailed during

the fire, and thousands were turned out of house
and home, having lost their all. It was feared
that many lives were lost.

In view of this dreadful calamity, business
was almost entirely suspended at San Francis¬
co, and measures were about to be adopted for
the relief of the sufferers.
The news from the mines continues to be of a

favorable character. New discoveries were daily
made, and the prospects of the miners are re¬

presented as highly flattering. The quartz-
crushing machines were reaping a rich reward,
and in some instances the average per man was
from $.'10 to $50 per day.
Lynch law, we are sorry to say, was still in

the ascendant in some localities, and several
new examples had been made.

Baltimore, June 18.2 p. m.

Report ot Hun Franclaco Fire con¬
firmed*

A despatch of the Patriot says that the report
of the San Francisco fire is confirmed. It also
mentions a fire at Stockton, which destroyed
property to the amount of nearly a million of
dollars. All the newspaper offices in San Fran¬
cisco, with the exception of the Alta California,
are said to be destroyed.

Riot.Robbery and Arreata.

Philadelphia, June 17.
A riot occurred this morning at ten o'clock,

at Red Bank. A German ball was given at the
house of J. A. Diver, and was attended by a
number of disreputable characters from the
city, who commenced the disturbance by assault¬
ing a number of Germans in the ball-room.
Thence they proceeded to the bar-room, and
attacked Mr. Diver and his associates. The
fight continued until nearly four, and was ended
by the neighbors interfering, and rallying suffi¬
cient force to arrest seventeen of the rioters,
who are confined in Woodbury jail. Mr. Diver
was badly stabbed, and several others were
much beaten and injured. During the fight the
till was broken open and robbed of $70.

Deaths by Storm.

J the Magnum Totius Latinitatis Lexicon at Facciolati
and Forcellini, and the German works of Scheller and Lue-
nemann, embracing, also, the classical distinctions of
words, and the Etymological Index from Freunds Lexi¬
con.
The present edition of this standard and favorite Latin

Lexicon has been much improved by the transfer to its
columns of the classical distinctions of i.alln words, as

given iu the Lexicon of Dr. W m. Freund, of Germany,
and translated by Riddle. The classical degree of each
word is indicated by a figure; for example, a word without
a figure Ik fully classical and Ciceronian ; with the figures

,1,2, and 3, words are classical only in the first, sec-

ond, Ac., degrees; and this distinction the student per¬
ceives at a glance. The Etymological Index, also from
Freunds Lexicon, has been incorporated into (he present
edition of Leverett, and will lie found a valuable acquisi¬
tion. While transferring these notes and marks, cata¬
logues were carefully kept of the words found iu each
Lexicon, which were not found in the other. On compar¬
ing these catalogues, it was found that the value and im-
portance of the additional words found in Leverett, so far
as a knowledge of the Latin language is concerned, very
far exceeds that of those found in ltiddlc's Ereund. The
extensive use of Leverett's lexicon in all parts of tho
country, and the preference which has been universally
given to it over all similar works, render its recommenda¬
tion superfluous; but attention to this new edition is
respectfully invited, as being still more worthy than its
predecessors of the distinguished favor which the work
ha* hitherto received.
