One of the most serious obstacles to social
progress in this country, and one most offensive
and discouraging in its effects, is the feeling of
caste growing up out of a narrow-minded pride,
and developing itself in a contempt for honest
labor and industrious poverty. Opposed as it
is to our democratic institutions, and the hest
instinets of our common humanity, it yet makes
its way, and maintainsg its influence, to the
disgrace of its abettors, snd the discournge-
ment of a noble-minded usefulness. Some of
its evils are too conspicuous to escape the
notice of the most superficial observer. It
divides society into clans and ranks, arousing
the interests and sympathies of one class agninst
those of another. It makes the poor, indus-
trious artizan and lnborer oftentimes a sort of
Pariah, a beast of burden, a fellow-being
whose rights and welfare are o be considered
of but little importance in the social scale. He
is looked down upon with contempt. His feel-
ings and comfort are rudely sacrificed to the
clnims of wealth and position. His efforts at
self-improvement are regarded with the ntmost
coldness and indifference. If he attempt to rise,
ke is thrust down by a neglect, more hard often-
times to bear than the severest want, for it has
the elements of inhumanity and seorn about it.
Many a mind that might have become one of

It is con-
stantly brought into use by architects, engi-
neers, surveyors, navigators, and numerous
other classes of business men. In colleges this
prineiple is known by the title “Asses’ Bridge,”
grounded on the supposition that the student
who gets well over it by a satisfuctory demon-
stration. hus proved himself to be not quite the
most stupid animal in the world, It is also
known among students by the somewhat more
genteel title “Old Forty-seventh ;" being the
forty-seventh proposition of the first book of
Euclid.

If' the prineiple referred to warranted a hee-
atomb for its commemoration at the time of ity
diseovery, it muat at this age of the world at
least deserve a place as a subject of ingtruction
in a course of practical business education.

foot passengera were enabled to cross. 1t was
over thiarustio bridge that the procession, headed
by General Washington, passed to Iny the onr-
ner-stone of the Capitol in 1793,  The numbers

assembled on that oceasion were not very great; |
